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Foreword

DPI held an online roundtable meeting on 27 April entitled ‘Current
Situation in Turkey: Government Perspective and Future Vision’. Due
to the COVID-19 pandemic, DPI has re-planned its forthcoming events
to take place using online platforms until further notice in order to
continue to fulfil its project’s aims and objectives through continued
dialogue during these challenging times. This roundtable was the first
in our series of online meetings with political parties in Turkey, which
starting with The Justice and Democracy Party (AK Party) include
The Republican People’s Party (CHP), The Peoples’ Democratic Party
(HDP), The Democracy and Progress Party (DEVA Party), The Future
Party and Felicity Party.

This first online roundtable meeting with Cevdet Yilmaz, MP, Deputy
Chair of AK Party, responsible for Foreign Affairs and former Min-
ister, gave an overview of the recent developments in Turkey and of
the government’s policies taken to address COVID-19. The speaker
discussed the strategy of the government in handling the pandem-
ic through limited curfews rather than imposing a nation-wide lock-
down. Yilmaz praised the successful early management of the crisis,
the good healthcare system in Turkey, and outlined the government’s
plans for the easing of the current restrictions stating that they will
be most likely lifted during the month of May. This is still under dis-
cussion as Turkey is closely looking at the actions of European coun-

AKP Milletvekili ve Dig iligkilerden sorumlu Genel Bagkan Yardimcisi
ve eski Devlet Bakani Cevdet Yilmaz'la birlikte gergeklestirilen cevrim-
ici toplantida Turkiye'de son dénemde yasanan gelismeler ve hikime-
tin COVID-19'la mucadele politikalar: ele alindi. Yilmaz, hikimetin
pandemiyi Ulke capinda yasaklardan ziyade sinirli sokaga cikma yas-
aklariyla yonetme stratejisine degindi. Yilmaz ayrica krize erkenden
ve basarili bir bicimde mudahale edilmesini ve Turkiye’nin saglik sis-
temini ovdy; hélihazirdaki yasaklarin ve kisitlamalarin muhtemelen
Mayis ayinda kaldirilacagini belirtti. Turkiye eylem planini olusturu-
rken Avrupal: tlkelerin neler yaptigini da takip ettigi icin normallesme
tarihi hentiz netlesmis degil. Hikiimetin pandeminin ekonomiyi et-
kilememesi icin ¢abaladigini belirten Yilmaz, en korunmasiz konum-
daki vatandaslarin ihtiyaclarinin karsilanabilmesi igin canla basla
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tries to establish the best plan for action. Yilmaz also mentioned the

great efforts of the government in trying to prevent the effects of the
pandemic on the economy. He suggested that the Turkish government
is dedicated to supporting its most vulnerable citizens, expressed op-
timism with regards to the slowing spread of the virus in Turkey and
implied that the restrictions should not hinder democracy in mid-to-
long term.

Following the presentation, there was a discussion on the potential
challenges and opportunities presented by COVID-19 in the econom-
ic, political and social spheres. The discussion also examined the top-
ics of local authorities, particularly in relation to the opposition, and
the possible cooperation between these and the central government;
and the impact on the resolution process in Turkey. Yilmaz argued
that though the government learned from the experience of the peace
process as initiated by the state, the government does not intend to
go back to the same ‘peace process’ as it was in 2013. However, the
AK Party is very much open to listening to and seeking resolution
to the demands of the Kurdish population in terms of cultural and
linguistic rights. He stressed that the government would continue to
concentrate on the development of the country and promoting nor-
malisation, namely with the EU and the US.

This meeting brought together, through an online platform, a diverse
group of prominent participants from Turkey and abroad, including
academics, WPC members, civil society leaders, businesspeople, jour-
nalists and lawyers. The participants included attendees from past

Tartismada Ozellikle muhalefet baglaminda
yerel yonetimlerin roline, merkezi hikimetle yerel yonetimler ar-
asindaki olasi is birligine deginildi; bunun Tirkiye'deki ¢ézim streci-
ni nasil etkileyecegi konusuldu. Hikiumetin devletin baslatti§1 ¢6zim
surecinden tecriibe edindigini ve dersler cikardigini séyleyen Yilmaz,
hikimetin 2013’teki ayn baris siirecine donmeyi distinmedigini be-
lirtti. Fakat AK Partinin Kurt nifusun kuilttrel ve dil haklarina iliskin
taleplerini dinlemeye ve bunlara ¢ézim bulmaya ¢ok olumlu baktigini
da ayrica ifade etti. Yilmaz hikimetin tilkenin kalkinmasi, AB ve ABD
ile normallesmenin devam etmesi Uzerine ¢alismalarini surduirecegini
aktardu.

Bu toplant1 vesilesiyle Turkiye’nin ve dinyanin cesitli yerlerinden
aralarinda akademisyenlerin, akil insanlarin, sivil toplum liderlerinin,
is insanlarinin, gazetecilerin ve avukatlarin oldugu bir dizi katilimci
online platformda bir araya geldi. Katilimcilar arasinda eski etkinlikler-
imizin katilimcilar: da yer aliyordu; siyaseten ve profesyonel agidan
farkli goruslere ve tecribelere sahip katilimcilar agik, saygi cizgisinde
ilerleyen verimli yapic1 bir diyalogu hep birlikte yuruttiler. AB'den,
Fransa ve diger Avrupa ulkelerinin Disisleri Bakanliklarindan ve Ul-
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events, who have expressed their readiness to engage in an open,

frank, respectful and productive conversation with their counter-
parts across political and other divides, thus ensuring a successful
dialogue. We were also delighted to be joined, virtually, by represent-
atives of the European Union, the French Ministry of Europe and For-
eign Affairs, International Committee of the Red Cross, as well as in-
ternational experts from amongst DPI's Board Members and Council
of Expert members.

The meeting provided a fruitful and timely discussion and partici-
pants were able to hear the government’s view on the current situa-
tion in Turkey and on the possible challenges and openings presented
by COVID-19.

DPI will continue our series of online meetings with other leaders of
political parties in Turkey to keep dialogue alive and provide a plat-
form to discuss the democratisation, normalisation and the possible
solution to the ongoing conflict during the course of this challenging
and unprecedented time.

This roundtable forms part of a larger series of activities planned in
the context of the project: “Supporting inclusive dialogue at a chal-
lenging time in Turkey’, supported by the EU and the Norwegian gov-
ernment.

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Introduction

Kerim Yildiz, CEO of DPI, started the meeting by welcoming all the
participants and introduced the new series of online roundtable
meetings with political parties in Turkey.

The purpose of this first online meeting was to discuss the current
situation in Turkey through the perspective of The Justice and De-
velopment Party (AK Party) who are the ruling party in Turkey today.
The key speaker is Cevdet Yilmaz, MP, Deputy Chair of AK Party, re-
sponsible for Foreign Affairs and former Minister.

Given the recent political and global developments, this online round-
table will allow for a deeper understanding of the situation in Turkey.
While it is widely the case that the current public health crisis has re-
stricted some individual and collective rights, DPI believes that there
is a need to closely examine and assess how the situation also poses
a threat to democracy, rule of law, human rights and peace processes
at a global level. The CEO expressed that the COVID-19 crisis should
not be used as a pretext to attack human rights. The restrictions must
be proportioned to the threat and must not remain in place once the
pandemic is over.

As the situation fast evolves, DPI's overall aim is to adapt our activi-
ties to the ever-changing environment. Despite the pandemic, sadly
most of the conflicts around the world continue and, in cases like
Yemen, Libya and Syria, the conflict is exacerbating. COVID-19 may
provide some opportunity to revaluate how to differently address on-
going conflicts in our region. It may also provide an opening for the
Turkish government reassess the conflict in the country.

Following the CEO’s introduction, the floor was given to Cevdet Yil-
maz, a Member of Parliament and Deputy Chair of AK Party, respon-
sible for Foreign Affairs, who outlined the vision and the strategy of
AK Party and the government for responding to the pandemic in Tur-
key and its political, social and economic outcomes. Yilmaz’s talk was
followed by an engaging discussion session, moderated by Dr Esra
Elmas, DPI's Head of Turkey Programme.

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The Government’'s Response
to the Crisis and Future Vision

Cevdet Yilmaz expressed that Turkey, much like the rest of the world,
is going through unprecedented times. Even though it is primarily a
health issue, the pandemic has influenced many other areas, such as
the economy, social and cultural life, politics, and international rela-
tions. It is currently difficult to predict the extent of the effect that
this virus will have on Turkey. On one hand, there is a need to focus
on how to best manage the crisis; on the other hand, there is a need to
prepare for the post-COVID period. The virus can be an opportunity
to re-evaluate priorities.

The pandemic was first regarded as a crisis in Asia, but as of March,
Europe became the epicentre of the crisis. The speaker noted that
the pandemic is also affecting many other parts of the world that
are in conflict such as Idlib, Yemen, or Libya. Furthermore, there is
the issue of migrants and massive population displacement. After the
immediate crisis is over in the US and EU, the world’s focus will shift
to such areas where there are poor public health infrastructure and
poor economic situations. While the crisis is causing nations to focus
on domestic issues, creating an anti-global disposition, everyone is
also aware that the world needs to be on the same page to adequality
face this crisis and that, if a second wave is to be prevented, no coun-
try can be left behind.

Yilmaz highlighted that Turkey was one of the countries that quickly
responded to the crisis. The Minister of Health together with the Sci-
ence Committee” has been managing the situation in transparently
and inclusively, and thus argued that the situation was successfully
managed. It is also important to note that, during this crisis, people
are seeing the benefit of the government’s investments in the social
security institutions and the healthcare infrastructure in the last dec-
ades. People are also realising the importance of an inclusive social
security programme.

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During his presentation, Yilmaz also highlighted the importance of
digitalisation. Turkey’s investments in digital infrastructure during
these last 15-20 years have played a crucial role in the response to
the pandemic. From ‘electronic state’ (e-devlet) services to distance
education options, Turkey is greatly benefiting from the investments
into the digital infrastructure.

While the COVID-19 crisis brings about a debate about increasingly
controlling states that intervene in private lives, it also sheds light
on the need for more social states. The political implications of these
should be thoroughly examined. Turkey already has been discussing
the balance between security and freedoms. Lately, there was a trend
that suggested security concerns were replaced by economic con-
cerns. In the long run, Yilmaz said it is important to not limit human
rights and fundamental freedoms. This was in response to the CEO’s
opening remarks.

There will be two major topics on the Turkey’s agenda. Firstly, along
with the US and EU, Turkey needs to discuss the normalisation pe-
riod. Secondly, like everywhere else in the world, Turkey needs to
focus on a speedy economic recovery. The balance between health
and economy will be the determining factor. While protecting the suc-
cessful progress in terms of the public health situation, the economy
must reopen gradually. People need to steadily go back to their nor-
mal routines. In Turkey, it looks as if the peak has been reached, as
there has been a decline in the number of cases. Compared to the
rest of the world, the death rate in Turkey seems to be lower. It could
be argued that this as a result of a good healthcare infrastructure in
Turkey. These are important factors and the government is cautious
about not spoiling the situation. Additionally, there have been cur-
fews such as the four-day-long weekend curfew in 31 cities.”? While
the process of normalisation starts, curfews during the weekend will
remain in place until the end of Ramadan. Restrictions are likely to lift
after the Ramadan Holiday.

Yilmaz stated that the government has been also working on various
economic and social aid programs. The government instituted mech-
anisms to protect workers and prevent them from losing their jobs
and sent financial aid to more than 4 million families and retirees.
They provided masks and made available 1GB of free internet to every
household. Furthermore, the central bank reduced the interest rates
and eased the liquidity conditions. The aim is to keep the economy
alive during the pandemic and then to have a speedy recovery pro-
cess.

These are discussions that the whole world is currently having. The
pandemic also brought forward the importance of sectors such as
agriculture, food, health, and pharmacology. In Turkey, there will be
more investments in these sectors, specifically in health and pharma-
cology. Yilmaz finished his remarks by stating that even though the
long terms results are not yet known, the world is going through a
time of great changes.

Could this represent a decep-
tive image of the reality of the situation? Furthermore, compared
to other countries, Turkey has been implementing curfews only
during the weekends. Could it be possible to suggest that Turkey
is implementing an unnamed herd immunity policy?

Yilmaz stated that curfew is not a widespread policy in the world.
In Turkey, the government implemented curfews at certain times to
make sure that people were following the instructions. On weekdays,
there is a curfew in place for people younger than 20 and older than
65, and for people between the ages of 20 and 65, there are various
recommendations that are similar to the rest of the world. The issue
is whether people follow the recommendations.

However, after the four-day-curfew, there was an influx of people on
the streets, which demonstrates that strict curfew measures can have
some shortcomings. There is only so much that the government can say
and people also need to assess their situations and act accordingly. Yil-

maz said that is difficult to estimate how fast and when people will go

Rakamlar Tiirkiye’deki vakalarin tepe noktasina ulastigini, yeni
vakalarin sayisinda azalma oldugunu gésteriyor. Fakat ayni zaman-
da yapilan testlerin sayisinda da azalma var. Bu, durumun gercek-
ligini yanhs yansitiyor olabilir mi? Diger iilkelerden farkli olarak
Tiirkiye, sokaga ¢ikma yasaklarimi sadece hafta sonlar1 uyguluyor.
Tiirkiye'nin adim1 koymadan siirii bagisiklhig: stratejisi uygulamaya
calistig1 séylenebilir mi?

Yilmaz, sokaga cikma yasaklarinin dinyada yaygin bir uygulama ol-
madigini belirtti. Turkiye'de hukumet, insanlarin kurallara uymasini
saglamak adina belirli zamanlarda sokaga ¢ikma yasag: uyguladi. Hafta
icleri 20 yas alt1 ve 65 yas Ustu vatandaslar igin gecerli bir sokaga cik-
ma yasagl var; 20-65 arasi vatandaslar icin ise diinyanin geri kalanina
benzer tavsiyeler veriliyor. Asil mesele vatandasin bu tavsiyelere uyup
uymadig.

Ote yandan dort gunlik sokaga g¢ikma yasaginin ardindan sokakta
cok sayida insan oldugu goriliyor; bu da kati yasaklarin bazi olum-
suz sonugclar: olabilecegini gosteriyor. Hikimetin soyleyebilecekleri
de sinirly; insanlarin durumu kendileri degerlendirip buna gére davr-
anmalar1 gerekiyor. Yilmaz, vatandas acisindan normale doéndsun
ne zaman yasanacagini tahmin etmenin zor oldugunu soyledi, fakat
bunun hemen gerceklesmeyecegi genel olarak kabul ediliyor. Muhte-
melen Mayis'ta baslayacak kademeli bir siire¢ olacak. Pandeminin
diger uilkelere kiyasla Turkiye'ye daha ge¢ gelmis olmasi bir avantaj; bu
sayede hikumet diger lkeleri gdzlemleyerek tecribelerinden kendine
dersler cikardi.

Hiikiimet hem uzmanlarin hem halkin destegini alan cesitli ted-
birleri uygulamaya koydu. Fakat bu tedbirlerin bazilarinin yasal
dayanag: yok. Ornegin toplanma 6zgiirliigiinii ya da ise gitmeyi
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back to normal, but it is widely accepted that it will not happen sudden-
ly. There will be a gradual process, most likely starting in May. One of
the advantages is that the pandemic arrived later in Turkey compared
to other countries, therefore the government has been able to observe
what other countries are doing and learn from their experiences.

The government is implementing various measures that are sup-
ported by specialists and the public. However, some of these pre-
cautions do not have legal foundations. For example, there are
legal foundations for measures such as restricting the freedom of
assembly or work life. Nevertheless, there is no legal basis for the
restrictions such as the curfew for people younger than 20 or old-
er than 65 or the abolishment of the sale of face masks. This is also
the case in other countries which are now working on legal frame-
works that would justify the restrictions in cases of such extraor-
dinary natural situations. Is Turkey planning on doing the same?

Noting that he was not a legal expert and therefore did not have ex-
tended knowledge on legal issues, Yilmaz said that majority of the
measures were based on the Public Health Law (Hifzissthha Kanunu)
in Turkey, which is used as a legal framework for many of the re-
strictions. The institution of public health has changed, but the law
remained mostly the same. Whether this law provides an adequate
framework is up for debate.

Economy

This crisis is not only a healthcare problem, but a severe econom-
ic issue as well. There are two main issues to be considered in
terms of economy: unemployment and the available resources to
respond to the economic crisis. The unemployment rate in Turkey
was already at 14% before the pandemic, youth unemployment at
25%. The highest unemployment numbers are in the south-eastern
region. Now it is predicted that youth unemployment might go up
to 40%. Due to the existing economic situation, Turkey’s resources
to adequately tackle the problem are limited. How will the govern-
ment deal with the economic crisis?

Yilmaz stated that there will be a period of transition from a health-
care agenda to an economy-focused agenda, both in the world and in

Kamu sagligi kurumlar: degistiyse de kanun buytik
Olcide ayni kaldi. Kanunun kendisinin yeterli bir cergeve saglayip
saglamadigl ise ayr1 bir konu.

Ekonomi

Kriz sadece saghk hizmetleri acisindan degil ekonomi acisindan da
bir problem teskil ediyor. Ekonomi baglaminda degerlendirilmesi
gereken iki sey var: igsizlik ve ekonomik krize miidahale etmek icin
gereken kaynaklar. Pandemi 6ncesinde Tiirkiye'deki issizlik oram
%14'tli; geng issizligi ise %25'ti. En yiiksek igsizlik oran1 Giineydogu
bolgesinde mevcut. Su anda geng issizliginin %40’a cikabilecegi
tahmin ediliyor. Mevcut ekonomik durumdan 6tiirii Tirkiye'nin
pandemiyle miicadele edebilmek icin kullanabilecegi kaynaklar
kisitli. Hitkiimet ekonomik krizle nasil basa ¢ikacak?

Yilmaz, dinyada ve Turkiye'de odagin bir noktada saglik hizmetlerin-
den ekonomiye kayacagini ifade etti. Ulkede zaten mevcut olan issizlik
problem daha da buytk bir sorun héline gelecek; hikiimet buna y6ne-
lik tedbirler almaya calisiyor. Gegtigimiz birkac ayda yasanan gerile-
menin etkilerinin tim yil hissedilecegine yonelik yaygin bir gorius var.
Yilmaz, ekonominin kotilesecek olmasina ragmen bu tahminlerin fazla
karamsar oldugunu soyledi.

Konusmaci, turizm sektériuniun pandemiden kot etkilenecegini belirt-
ti. Bu durumun boyutlari Ramazan Bayramu tatilinin ardindan daha da
netlesecek. Daha 6nce belirtildigi gibi bolgesel farkliliklar da cok énem-
li. istanbul, pandeminin merkez tissti konumunda; dogudaki rakamlar
ise dususte, bunun sebebi nifusun geng olmasi ya da bolgenin dun-
yanin geri kalaniyla nispeten daha az temas: olmasi olabilir. Ulkenin
dogusunun ve gluneydogusunun pandemiden daha az etkilendigi
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Turkey. Unemployment, which was already an issue in the country,
will become a bigger problem and the government is trying to take
precautions. There is a tendency to predict that the setbacks of these
few months will spread throughout the whole year. Even though Yil-
maz believes that even though the economy will worsen, these num-
bers are too pessimistic.

The speaker also noted that the tourism industry will be severely hit
as a result. Following the Ramadan holiday, the extent of this blow
will become clearer. As mentioned, the regional differences are also
very important. Istanbul has been the epicentre of the pandemic cri-
sis, while the numbers in the east are decreasing, which could be due
to the young population or the fact that the region has relatively less
contact with the global world. Therefore, it could be argued that the
east and the southeast are less hit by the pandemic. Yilmaz believes
that the pandemic is going to push for investments in agriculture and
revive the GAP (South-eastern Anatolia Project). The issue of migrants
is also a prominent issue in southeast Turkey.

Assessing the impact of the pandemic will take time, but there are
four popular possible trajectories (V, U, W and L)® with regards to
how global and national economies will be affected by the pandem-
ic. Yilmaz believes that Turkey, as a member of G20, will argue for
greater global collaboration. As with 2008 crisis, there should be new
mechanisms to increase global demand. The cancellation of debts and
interests of developing countries could also be discussed. Developing
countries should be offered new finances to invest in healthcare in-
frastructure. Turkey will also contribute to these initiatives.

Before the crisis struck, Turkey was already in a very difficult eco-
nomic position. What precautions is the government taking to lim-
it the possibly disastrous effects of the pandemic?

Yilmaz argues that globally there will be an increased focus on the de-
velopment agenda. Up until recently, the debate about development

soylenebilir. Yilmaz, pandeminin sonucu olarak tarim yatirimlarinin
artacagini ve GAPIn (Guneydogu Anadolu Projesi) yeniden canlan-
acagini soyledi. Turkiye'nin gineydogusunda ayni zamanda ciddi bir
milteci sorunu var.

Pandeminin etkisini tam 6él¢gebilmek zaman alacak fakat kiresel ve ulu-
sal ekonomilerin pandemiden nasil etkilenecegine iliskin dért secenek
(V, U, Wve L)® var. Yilmaz, G20 Gyesi olan Turkiye'nin daha genis ¢ap-
ta kuresel is birligi talebinde bulunacagini distntyor. 2008 krizinde
oldugu gibi kiresel talebi arttiracak yeni mekanizmalar olusturul-
mali. Borclarin iptali ve kalkinmakta olan tlkelerde faizler tizerine de
konusulmali. Kalkinmakta olan ilkelere, saghk altyapisina yatirim igin
yeni kaynaklar sunulmali. Bu girisimlere Turkiye de katkida bulunacak.

Kriz oncesinde Tiirkiye ekonomik olarak zor bir konumdaydi.
Hiikiimet pandeminin muhtemelen ¢ok kétii olacak etkilerini sinir-
lamak adina ne gibi 6nlemler aliyor?

Yilmaz kiresel olarak kalkinma ajandasina artan bir 6nem verilecegini
ongoruyor. Yakin zamana kadar kalkinmaya iliskin tartismalar genel-
de iklim degisikligi, cevre, enerji ve ekonomi konularinda yasaniyor-
du. Artik saglik hizmetleri de bu konular arasinda énemli bir yer tut-
acak. Kalkinma ajandasi gitgide daha ok saglik, cevre ve ekonomi
cercevesinde tartisilir olacak.

Turkiye ve dinya su anda krizi asmaya odaklanmis durumda. Sosy-
al harcamalarda genel bir artis trendi var. Fakat buna mukabil gelirl-
erde azalma var, bu da bitce agiklar: yaratarak hiikiimetlerin daha ¢ok
borglanmasina sebep olacak. Kamu borglar: giindeme sik sik gelecek.
Turkiye'nin avantaji, %30 ortalamayla kamu borg¢larinin epey diisiik ol-
masl. Bazi Avrupa Ulkelerinde bu oran %90’a variyor. Baska 6nemli bir
husus ise kamu kaynaklarinin nasil dagitilacagi. Kamu kaynaklarinin
yeniden dagitilmas: da tartisiimali.

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focused on climate change, environment, energy, and economy. Now
healthcare will also be an important part of the agenda. The devel-
opment agenda will be increasingly debated within the framework of
health, environment and economy.

The key focus in Turkey and worldwide is trying to overcome the cri-
sis. There is an increased social expenditure trend. However, while
social expenditure is going up, revenue is going down. This will cause
budget deficits, consequently inducing governments to borrow more
and increasing the debts. Thus, public debt will be a much-debat-
ed topic. Turkey’s advantage here is that the public debt average is
quite low, averaging around 30%. In various European countries, this
number is around 90%. Another important topic is how to distribute
public resources. The re-distribution of public resources should be
discussed.

On one hand, the tourism industry in Turkey will primarily feel the
negative effects of the outbreak. On the other hand, as a country that
exports petroleum and commodities, Turkey is benefiting from the
drop in prices. It could be argued that these factors will balance each
other to some extent.

Turkey needs to create new markets and increase its exports. The
external balance must be protected. Furthermore, there is also the
finance matter. The country also needs to address the needs of ex-
ternal financing, during a period of high liquidity. In Yilmaz's opinion,
with a little more effort, Turkey will overcome the finance problems.
There will be a challenging period ahead, but it will also bring about
various much-needed discussions.

There was been an increasingly centralised, patronage-based ap-
proach to the economy as well as politics in Turkey. The govern-
ments create resources and distributes them. While some might
argue that this approach might be useful during a pandemic, it is
highly debatable, specifically with regards to democracy. It could
be argued that the government is trying to create funds by in-
creased centralisation. Could you comment on this assessment?

Stating that he did not agree with the participant’s characterisation of

the government’s economic strategy, Yilmaz mentioned that the eco-
nomic situation in Turkey had started to get better right before the

Katilimcinin hikimetin ekonomik yaklasimina dair sundugu tanima
katilmadigini ifade eden Yilmaz, pandeminin hemen 6ncesinde Tirki-
ye ekonomisinin duzelmeye basladiginu ifade etti. TUIK'in verileri de
bilhassa turizm alanminda bunu dogruluyor. Thracatta yasanan artisa
ek olarak hikimetin 11.

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outbreak of the pandemic. This was also supported by the figures by
the Turkish Statistical Institute, specifically regarding tourism. There
was a revival in export, and there was an industry-based growth plan
in the government’s 11th Growth Plan. The plan outlined a decrease
in construction and prioritised industry. Unfortunately, with the pan-
demic, all these have been put on hold. Once the pandemic is under
control, Yilmaz argues there will be an increase in the tourism indus-
try and industry-based exportation.

Cooperation Between the Central State
and Local Governments

Despite the increased global cooperation, there is a lack of com-
munication at the local level in Turkey. During these times when
there is a need to rise above politics, would it not be possible to
have a more inclusive policy between the government and local
administrations?

Yilmaz stated that the domestic dimension of the fight against the
pandemic is of great importance. During this process, the govern-
ment has been coordinating local response through two institutions:
Provincial Public Health Committees and the new Provincial Pandem-
ic Disease Committees. These bodies group together different local
authorities. It should also be noted that in some countries, such as
France, central governments legally restricted the powers of local
governments. This is not the case in Turkey. There are no new restrict-
ing legal measures. On the contrary, a decision was taken to increase
the resources of local authorities. It is possible to observe the results
of these measures. Local governments are implementing various in-
itiatives such as disinfecting the streets or setting up aid programs.

However, the speaker mentioned that there are some points of re-
grettable tensions. There have been some coordination problems with
some opposition-held local offices. Specifically, there were some is-
sues concerning donation programmes. Whether this was caused by
the local authorities or the central government is up for dispute, but
such incidents create a negative perception.

Yilmaz noted that we should abandon hostilities between parties dur-
ing this time of crises as the magnitude of the threat that everyone
faces. There were some shortcomings but overall, both the central

Artan kiiresel is birligine ragmen Tiirkiye’de yerel diizeyde iletigim
eksikligi var. Siyasi ayrimlarin bir kenara birakilmasi gereken boyl-
esi zamanlarda merkezi hiikiimet ve yerel yonetimler arasinda daha
kapsayici bir iligki gelistirilemez mi?

Yilmaz, pandemiyle mucadelenin ulusal boyutunun c¢ok énemli old-
ugunu vurguladi. Bu surecte hikumet, iki kurum araciligiyla yerel
mudahaleleri koordine ediyor: il Kamu Saglhig: Komiteleri ve yeni kuru-
lan il Salgin Hastalik Komiteleri. Bu kurumlarda farkl yerel yetkililer
bir araya geliyor. Fransa gibi kimi tilkelerde merkezi hiikiimetin yasal
olarak yerel yénetimlerin guclerini kisitladigini da hatirlayalim. Ttr-
kiye'de boyle bir sey yasanmadi. Yeni hukuki kisitlamalar getirilmedi.
Bunun tam tersi, yerel yonetimlerin kaynaklarini arttirmak adina karar
alindi. Bu tedbirlerin sonuglarini gézlemlemek mumkin. Yerel yone-
timler sokaklar: dezenfekte etmek ya da destek paketleri olusturmak
gibi cesitli girisimlerde bulunuyor.

Konusmact bunlara ragmen maalesef kimi gerilimlerin yasandigin if-
ade etti. Bagis programlar: konusunda muhalefete ait kimi yerel yone-
timlerle koordinasyon problemleri yasandig1 oldu. Bunun sebebi yerel
yonetimler miydi yoksa merkezi hikumet mi tartisilir, fakat boylesi
olaylar olumsuz bir alg! yaratiyor.

Yilmaz, boylesi buyuk krizler esnasinda taraflar arasindaki disman-
liklarin bir yana birakilmas: gerektigini soyledi. Stirecte kimi eksiklikler
yasand: fakat genel olarak baktigimizda hem hiitkimet hem de yerel
yonetimler krizle basarili bir bicimde muicadele etti. Benzeri sorunlar
ABde de yasandi.

Fransa’da kisitlamalarin bolgesel bazda kaldirilacag: konusuluyor.

Turkiye'de federal sistem yok, merkezi sistem var. Dolayisiyla merkezde
verilen kararlar tim bélgeler icin gecerli. Bunlara uyum konusunda
buyik bir sikinti yasanmiyor. Fakat salginin ciddiyeti bolgeler arasin-
da degisiklik gosteriyor. Bu farklardan oétura de farkh tedbirler uygu-
laniyor. Ornegin kimi sehirlerde normallesme strecinin diger yerlere
gore daha hizli gelismesi beklenebilir. Bolgeler arasi seyahate dair
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government and the local governments responded well to the crisis.
Such issues have also been prominent in the EU. The hope is that
everyone will come out more united and stronger from this crisis.

In France, it is anticipated that the easing of restrictions will be
regionalised. Has there been a regionalised approach in Turkey?

Turkey has a unitary system, not a federal system. Therefore, central
decisions are valid in every province. In this sense, there are no ma-
jor problems with conformity. However, there are variances between
regions based on the severity of the public health crisis. Because of
these diverse realities, there are different decisions in effect. For
example, during the normalisation process some cities, might move
faster than others. Here, there are concerns about movement within
regions. Again, Turkey will have a chance to closely observe at devel-
opments in Europe.

In 2004, AK Party introduced a Public Administration Reform Bill,
regarding relations between local authorities and the central gov-
ernment, outlining their jurisdiction. However, due to the circum-
stances of the period, this proposed bill was never turned into
law. Looking at the trajectory of AK Party from then to now, it
can be argued that the priority given to the central government
is increasing, and local governments are facing more restricted,
especially since the last local elections. The increasing centralised
approach to government appears to be in contradiction with the
political tradition that AK Party comes from. How does AK Party
evaluate this shift? How does the party justify the increasing in-
terventions, especially concerning the latest incidents about the
response to the COVID-19 outbreak?

Yilmaz expressed that he was part of the efforts in relation to the
public administration reforms and that he appreciates the importance
of the topic. Yilmaz underlined that when the bill was being discussed
in parliament the biggest opposition came from the CHP. Now there
are signs that there is another approach. This also demonstrates that
there is a change within CHP.

Turkey is a huge country that cannot be solely governed by the cen-
tral government. There is a need for strong local governments. AK

Yakin zamanda aralarinda muhalefetin de yer aldig1 belediye baskan-
lartyla bir araya gelen Cumhurbaskani Erdogan, yeni bir yerel yone-
timler yasasini ele aldi. Konunun tartisilabilecegi bir sanal platform
olusturuldu. Yakin zamanda yasanan gelismeler sebebiyle bu girisimler
arka planda kaldi. Yakin gelecekte yerel yonetimlerin glclendirilmesi
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Party always prioritised and underlined the importance of strength-
ening the position of local governments. This is also something that
comes from being a party that became stronger and more popular
from the bottom up, from local governance. Therefore, AK Party does
not have an agenda of weakening local governments as this would
contradict the party’s fundamental values. According to Yilmaz, the
discussion about the central government and local government is a
reflection of the already existing tension between the ruling parties
and the opposition on local governance. Otherwise, there is change in
the party policy concerning the issue of local governments. Increasing
the resources and the jurisdiction of local governments is still a mat-
ter of great importance to AK Party.

President Erdogan recently came together with different mayors, in-
cluding opposition mayors, and discussed a new bill about local gov-
ernments. An online platform was formed where the topic could be
discussed. These initiatives have been overlooked due to the recent
developments. In the near future, the topic of strengthening local
governments will most likely be reintroduced to the agenda. There is
an effort to politicise the issue, which should be avoided, as coordina-
tion at provincial levels should be prioritised.

According to Yilmaz, the switch from a parliamentary system to the
presidential system have created openings to discuss matters such as
the role of civil society, media and the parliament. A report about this
was prepared regarding the new system by the vice president. One of
the major points was the delegation of authority, referred to in the
EU as subsidiarity, the political principle that a central government
should only be performing those tasks that cannot be performed at a
local level. This does not mean that Turkey will give up on the unitary
system, but that it should create a system where local governments
are strengthened within the unitary system.

Domestic Violence

The lockdown measures worldwide are putting a light on the issue
of domestic violence. The Police Department in Istanbul reported
that domestic violence cases have risen by 38% in Turkey com-
pared to the same month last year. What precautions is the gov-
ernment taking to tackle the issue of domestic violence?

Demokratiklesme ve
Siyasi Normallesme

Pandemi o6ncesinde de Tiirkiye'de siyasi normallesmeye ihtiyag
vardi. Siyasi normallesme, ekonomiyi diizeltmek icin de gerekli.
Hiikiimetin giindeminde muhalefetle iligkilerin normallesmesi yer
aliyor mu?

Pek cok tlke (6rnegin ABD) secim slrecinde. Secimler varken diger
olaylar da secim baglaminda yorumlaniyor. Neyse ki Turkiyede
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Yilmaz responded that while there is a decrease in violence on the
streets, there is an increase in domestic violence, violence against
women. The UN has also reported on this matter. Furthermore, wom-
en’s household burden has also increased during this period. There
is a higher workload. These issues should be discussed. Yilmaz ex-
pressed that these issued are being discussed within the AK Party. AK
Party has a huge women’s branch with more than four million mem-
bers. Through this branch, it is possible to reach the population and
gather information. This information is then shared within the party.
One of the discussion topics is establishing a helpline for those who
are experiencing mental problems, domestic violence and extreme
poverty.

Democratisation and
Political Normalisation

There was a need for a political normalisation in Turkey already
before the pandemic. Political normalisation is also essential to
help the economic situation. Will the normalisation of the rela-
tionship with the opposition be on the government’s agenda?

Many countries, like in the US, are in the process of elections. When
there is an election, the events are also debated within the context of
elections. Luckily, this is not the case in Turkey as there are no sched-
uled elections until 2023. This election free period is an opportunity
for political normalisation and to decrease the tension within socie-
ty. However, expecting this tension to go away is also not a realistic
approach. In every democracy, there is tension and polemic between
different sides. People from all sides should work together for nor-
malisation during the period of no elections.

There is an expectation for normalisation and democratisation.
In the post-COVID period, will it be possible to see a new political
willingness towards conflict resolution which could potentially be
the basis of further democratisation?

In terms of the solution process, Yilmaz believes that there will not
be a return to the solution process as it was. Though the previous
solution process was not successfully concluded, there were some
positive outcomes. In the future, regardless of the government, the

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democratic demands of Kurdish citizens on topics such as language
and culture have to be taken into account and discussed. However,
this will not be done through negotiations with the PKK or the or-
ganisation in the region. These demands will most likely be discussed
within the context of elevating the overall democratic standards in
Turkey. On the other hand, Turkey’s fight against terror will continue.
In the past, terrorism, specifically in the east and southeast, damaged
attempts for democratisation and development. In addition, due to
the situation in Syria, it is essential to keep Turkey terror-free.

In his concluding remarks, Yilmaz stated that the steps towards
democratisation in politics and the judiciary, as well as the develop-
ments in the economy, will go hand in hand. These should be dis-
cussed together as a package. In light of the pandemic, the relation-
ship with the EU will be revived which would have a positive impact
on the above. In terms of the welfare state, there were major transfor-
mations during AK Party rule. This was not only in the form of social
aid but also in terms of investments in education, healthcare infra-
structure, and regional development. The welfare state is stronger
than ever. This can also be seen from the expenditures. In the future,
these will become even stronger.

The moderator and Head of Turkey Programme, Dr Esra Elmas,
thanked the speaker for his insightful presentation and the partic-
ipants for attending and adding their valued contributions to the
meeting.

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Conclusion

and understand the challenges and openings that COVID-19 offers in
the fields of conflict resolution and peace building.

Overall, this online roundtable meeting highlighted the importance of
responding to the situation created by the COVID-19 pandemic and
keeping dialogue and discussion on conflict resolution alive during
this challenging time. The online meeting brought together 42 partic-
ipants from various parts of Turkey and the world.

In their feedback, participants mentioned that they intended to share
the knowledge gained during the meeting with their co-workers, in
their social networks, academic contexts and journalistic work. Many
participants expressed that they appreciated the opportunity to have
such a meeting during these unprecedented times and thought that
the online platform worked smoothly. Some participants also under-
lined how rare it was for people from different backgrounds to come
together and engage with a high-level government representative.
While some participants believed that it was a uniquely frank conver-
sation, others thought that it could have been a more open conver-
sation. Overall, the discussion was engaging and participants appre-
ciated the scope of discussion, though some would have preferred to
have more time for discussion.

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Regarding future activities, a participant suggested that DPI could
focus on the impacts of COVID-19 on conflict resolution.

There was a suggestion for
a similar type of meeting with media representatives. Another sug-
gested topic was the relationship of the central government and local
governments should be discussed within the framework of Copenha-
gen criteria. Various participants also noted that they were excited
about the upcoming meetings, hearing about the perspectives of op-
position parties, specifically the new parties.

This meeting was the first of a series of meetings with political party
leaders, including AK Party, CHP, DEVA Party, Future Party, HDP and
Saadet Party. DPI will hold online roundtable meetings with other po-
litical parties in Turkey in order to continue the dialogue it has built
over many years and keep discussions alive during these unprece-
dented and challenging times.
