Foreword

On 16 September, DPI hosted an online roundtable meeting on ‘Opposi-
tion’s Perspective on the political, social and economic effects of COV-
ID-19 in Turkey with Kemal Kilicdaroglu, President of the Republican
People’s Party (CHP) and his delegation, namely Levent Gok, MP; Selin
Sayek Boke, Secretary-General of CHP and MP; Unal Cevikoz, Chief Advi-
sor to President Kilicdaroglu for Foreign Affairs; and Yiiksel Taskin, Dep-
uty Chairman Responsible for Social Policies. This was the fifth meeting of
our online roundtables engaging the wide spectrum of political parties in
Turkey, including AK Party, CHP, DEVA Party, HDP, Future Party and Saa-
det Party. Previous meetings hosted representatives of AK Party, HDP,
Future Party and Saadet Party. The next online meeting of this series will
be with Ali Babacan, Leader of DEVA Party.

The roundtable brought together through a virtual platform a diverse
group of participants from Turkey, including academics, civil society lead-
ers, journalists, lawyers, politicians, members of Wise Persons Committee
(WPC). The meeting was also attended by representatives from the Euro-
pean Union and different Embassies in Ankara. The group of participants
included those who have previously attended DPI activities to allow for
a continuation of knowledge and experiences from past meetings, which
facilitates trust and open dialogue, especially on the topics of democrati-
sation and conflict resolution. The roundtable also brought new partici-
pants, in order to expand DPI’s reach and audience.

The aim of this online roundtable is to continue the discussion on recent
developments in Turkey today amid the context of the political, social
and economic impact of COVID-19. In addition, this roundtable facilitat-
ed discussion on the prospects for peace and democratisation from the
perspective of the main opposition party in Turkey amidst the ongoing
conflict in Turkey. Due to the travel restrictions the pandemic poses, it is
important we continue to discuss the possible resolution of the Kurdish

Yuvarlak masa, Turkiye'den akademisyenler, sivil toplum liderleri, gaze-
teciler, hukukgular, politikacilar ve Akil insanlar Heyeti tiyelerinden olugan
gesitli katilimeilar sanal platform tzerinden bir araya getirdi. Toplantiya
Avrupa Birligi temsilcileri ve Ankara'dan cesitli Buytkelcilik calisanlar: da
katildi. Ge¢mis toplantilardan gelen bilgi ve deneyimlerin devam etme-
sini saglamak adina katilime: grubu, ¢zellikle demokratiklesme ve catisma
¢6zUmu konularinda giiven ve acik diyalogu tesvik eder bir bicimde yeni
katilimcilarin yaninda énce DPI faaliyetlerine katilmis genis bir grubunu
iceriyordu. Yuvarlak masa, DPI'nin eristigi kesimleri ve hedef kitlesini
genisletmek amaciyla yeni katilimcilar: da biinyesine katti.

Bu cevrimici yuvarlak masa toplantisinin amaci, COVID-19'un politik,
toplumsal ve ekonomik etkileri baglaminda Turkiye'deki son gelismeler
Uzerine tartismayr sturdirmektir. Yuvarlak masa toplantisi aym zaman-
da, Turkiye'de devam eden catisma ortaminda ana muhalefet partisinin
perspektifinden baris ve demokratiklesme konularinin ele alinmasini
sagladi. Pandeminin getirdigi seyahat kisitlamalar: nedeniyle, Kirt so-

issue and democratisation, as well as ensure that channels of communi-
cation stay open and dialogue is kept alive.

Kiligdaroglu stated that the key role of CHP, as the main opposition party,
has been to bring forward recommendations for the government during
this time, focusing on presenting constructive suggestions rather than
criticisms. The main goal of CHP’s recommendations was to minimise the
effects the pandemic poses on the social, political, and economic aspects.
Kiligdaroglu discussed Turkey’s five main problems: democracy, econo-
my, education, foreign policy, and social peace. These problems are not
independent, but rather interconnected which prevent development and
restrict freedoms in Turkey. Kilicdaroglu stated that these issues have
intensified due to the pandemic.

Kilicdaroglu highlighted that Turkey’s relations with its neighbouring
countries have recently deteriorated, further ostracising Turkey on a
global scale. He argued that the government is using its foreign policy as
a distraction from domestic issues. Kilicdaroglu advocated for better re-
lations with its neighbours and other countries, which would also benefit
the economy in Turkey. Kilicdaroglu believes that a new organisation for
peace and stability should be established in the Middle East, with Turkey
as a key player.

With regards to the Kurdish issue, Kilicdaroglu highlighted that CHP is
the only party that would be able to solve it. Despite the previous attempts
from the AK Party to resolve the Kurdish issue, Kilicdaroglu argued that
the solution process began with the wrong measures and lacked trans-
parency, hence its failure. CHP believes that the Turkish Grand National

Kiligdaroglu, CHP'nin ana muhalefet partisi olarak kilit rolinin bu stre
zarfinda hutkimete tavsiyelerde bulunmak oldugunu, elestirilerden
cok yapicl Oneriler sunmaya odaklandigini belirtti. CHP'nin o6neriler-
inin temel amaci, salginin toplumsal, siyasi ve ekonomik etkilerini en
aza indirmekti. Kiligdaroglu, Turkiye'nin bes temel sorununu ele ald::
demokrasi, ekonomi, egitim, dis politika ve toplumsal baris. Bu sorunlar
bagimsiz degil, birbirleriyle baglantili; Tirkiye'de kalkinmay: engelliyor ve
ozgurlikleri kisitliyorlar. Kihicdaroglu, pandemi nedeniyle bu sorunlarin
daha yogun tecriibe edildigini belirtti.

Kiligdaroglu, Turkiye'nin komsu ulkelerle iliskilerinin son zamanlarda
kotulestigine, bu durumun Turkiye'yi kiresel 6lgekte daha da dislan-
mus bir héle getirdigine dikkat cekti. Hikimetin dis politikay1 giindemi
ic meselelerden kaydirmak icin kullandigini savundu. Kilicdarogly,
Turkiye'nin komsularyla ve diger ulkelerle daha iyi iliskiler kurmasi
gerektigini, bunun ekonomiye de faydal: olacagini belirtti. Kilicdaroglu,
Ortadogu'da baris ve istikrar icin yeni bir érgiitlenmeye gidilmesi gerek-
tigini, bu baglamda Turkiye'nin kilit aktérler arasinda yer almasi gerek-
tigine inanryor.

Kilicdaroglu, Kurt meselesiyle ilgili olarak CHP'nin sorunu ¢ozebilecek
tek parti oldugunu vurguladi. Kiligdaroglu, AK Parti'nin Kurt meselesini
¢ozmeye yonelik 6nceki girisimlerine ragmen, ¢ozim strecinin yanls ted-
birler alinarak basladigin ve seffafliktan yoksun oldugunu, dolayisiyla
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Assembly should play an important role in bringing all parties together.

He also explained that an independent group of intellectuals, such as the
Wise Person’s Committee, can have valuable input on the issue. Groups
from inside and outside the parliament should come together to nego-
tiate and provide their own recommendations. This solution should be
underpinned with a focus on democracy, accountability, and freedom.
Kiligdaroglu also discussed the issue of education in one’s mother lan-
guage. This is still ongoing debate within the CHP.

When asked about the practicalities of negotiating peace in Turkey;,
Kilicdaroglu stressed that the CHP is against negotiating with PKK as
a political part cannot come together with an illegal entity to solve the
Kurdish issue. Instead, the focus should be on the addressing needs and
demands of the citizens.

The discussion session also touched upon the need for a new constitution
and reforms in the judiciary in order to move away from authoritarianism
and towards democratisation. He argued that the Kurdish issue is inter-
woven with general issues of democracy and human rights in Turkey:.

This online roundtable provided an opportunity to engage with the lead-
er of the main opposition party; to hear the vision and strategy of CHP;
as well as discuss the challenges and opportunities for normalisation,
democratisation, resolution process and dialogue during this difficult
time.

The online roundtables form part of a larger series of activities in the con-
text of the project ‘Supporting inclusive dialogue at a challenging time in
Turkey’, supported by the EU, the Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and the Irish Department of Foreign Affairs.

CHP, tim partileri bir araya getirmekte me-
clisin 6nemli bir rol oynamasi gerektigine inanyor. Kiigdaroglu, Akil in-
sanlar Heyeti gibi bagimsiz bir entelektieller grubunun bu konuda deger-
li katkilar1 olabilecegini de acgikladi. Parlamentonun icinden ve disindan
gruplar bir araya gelerek miizakere etmeli ve kendi tavsiyelerini sunma-
lidir. Bu ¢6zim demokrasi, hesap verebilirlik ve ¢zgirlige odaklanilarak
desteklenmelidir. Kiligdaroglu, anadilde egitim konusunu da ele aldi. Bu
konudaki tartisma CHP i¢inde hélen devam ediyor.

Turkiye'de baris miuizakerelerinin uygulamaya yonelik yonlerine dair
sorulara cevaben Kiligdaroglu, CHP'nin siyasi bir parti olarak PKK ile
muzakereye karsi oldugunu vurgulayarak, Kirt sorununun ¢ézimd igin
yasadist bir olusumla bir araya gelemeyecegini vurguladi. Bunun yerine,
vatandaslarin ihtiyag ve taleplerini karsilamaya odaklanilmalidir.

Toplantida ayrica otoriterlikten uzaklasmak ve demokratiklesmek icin
yeni bir anayasaya ve yargl reformuna yonelik ihtiya¢ olduguna da
deginildi. Kart sorununun Turkiye'deki genel demokrasi ve insan haklar
meseleleriyle i¢ ice gegmis oldugu 6ne surildd.

Bu cevrimici yuvarlak masa toplantisi, ana muhalefet partisinin lideriyle
bir araya gelme firsati sagladi; bunun yan sira CHP'nin vizyon ve strate-
jisini duymak, bu zor dénemde normallesme, demokratiklesme, ¢6zim
sureci ve diyalog icin mevcut olan zorluklar: ve firsatlar: tartisma imkani
yaratti.

Cevrimici yuvarlak masa toplantilari, AB, Norveg Disisleri Bakanlig1 ve
irlanda Disisleri Bakanhg tarafindan desteklenen "Turkiye'de zorlu bir
zamanda kapsayici diyalogu desteklemek” projesi baglaminda daha genis
bir faaliyet dizisinin bir parcasini olusturmaktadir.

The online meeting was opened by DPI's CEO, Kerim Yildiz, who
warmly welcomed Kemal Kiligdaroglu and the participants. During
his opening remarks, the CEO noted the changes the CHP has gone
through in recent years, including the adoption of the practice of quo-
tas for women and youth for intra-party elections, as well as build-
ing bridges with the religious and conservative sections of society. In
his speech during the Congress, Kilicdaroglu stated that CHP is the
only party that is able to solve the Kurdish issue in Turkey. The CEO
welcomed Kiligdaroglu to discuss the role of CHP in the current situ-
ation and the challenges and opportunities for a possible resolution
process.

Kemal Kiligdaroglu started his presentation on the topic of how the
current Turkish government have handled the COVID-19 pandemic.
He stated that the aim should be to overcome the public health chal-
lenges in the pandemic, while minimising social, political, and eco-
nomic losses. These factors all intersect, and he gives the example of
shutting down workplaces or putting curfews, which secures public
health, but has an effect on unemployment, which in-turn leads to
poverty. He does not believe the government grasped the full dimen-
sion of this, and says they are hurriedly making decisions without a
long-term strategy. He gives the example of the economic packages
they announced to deal with the pandemic. People on the furlough
scheme, for example, receive 1,168 liras a month regardless of their
pre-pandemic income. For people who were on 5,000-6,000 liras a
month pre-pandemic, this would not be enough for them and they
would struggle to make ends meet. He gives another example that
schools started without the appropriate precautions in place. There
are two million students without access to internet connection who
cannot access remote education; while for in-person socially dis-
tanced learning, there are not enough classrooms. CHP municipalities
offered to help, but the government did not respond. These are as-
pects that need to be accounted for in the government package.

Turkiye'deki Gincel Durum,

Cevrimici toplanti, Kemal Kilicdaroglu ve katiimcilar: sicak bir sekilde
kargilayan DPI fcra Kurulu Baskani Kerim Yildiz tarafindan baslatildi. Yil-
diz acilis konusmasinda CHP'nin son yillarda parti ici secimler icin kadin
ve genglere kota uygulamasinin yani sira toplumun dini ve muhafazakar
kesimleriyle kopriler kurulmas: da dahil olmak tzere yasadigi degisik-
liklere dikkat cekti. Kilicdaroglu, kongre sirasinda yaptigi konusmada,
CHP'nin Turkiye'de Kirt sorununu ¢ozebilecek tek parti oldugunu belirt-
ti. Yildiz CHP'nin mevcut durumdaki rolinu ve olasi bir ¢ozim siirecine
yonelik zorluklari ve firsatlar: tartismak Gizere s6zi Kiligdaroglu'na verdi.

Kemal Kiligdaroglu, hikiimetin COVID-19 salginiyla nasil basa ¢iktigina
deginerek konusmasina basladi. Hedefin pandemide halk saghigina yone-
lik tehditlerin Gstesinden gelirken bir yandan da toplumsal, politik ve eko-
nomik kayiplar: en aza indirmek olmasi gerektigini belirtti. Bu faktorlerin
hepsi kesisiyor; Kiligdaroglu buna érnek olarak isyerlerinin kapatilmasi
veya sokaga cikma yasaklar: érnegini verdi. Bu eylemler halk saghgin gi-
vence altina alir, ancak issizlik tzerinde de etkileri olur, bu da yoksulluga

yol agar. Kilicdaroglu hikidmetin durumu tam olarak kavradigina inan-

muyor ve uzun vadeli bir strateji olmaksizin aceleyle kararlar aldiklarini

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The pandemic has further compounded and intertwined the five main
problems Turkey already had prior to the pandemic, namely democ-
racy, economy, education, foreign policy, and social peace. The most
pressing of these issues is unemployment. He states that the Turkish
Statistics Agency (TUIK) downplays unemployment figures, but that
the real unemployment rate stands at 30%, meaning there are more
than ten million people unemployed in Turkey. This is closely linked
to the issue of the economy. The economy in Turkey needs to flourish
in order to create jobs and reduce unemployment, but the economy is
struggling as tax income has been reduced due to the pandemic, re-
sulting in the biggest budgetary deficit in the history of the Republic.
According to Kiligdaroglu, Turkey is experiencing an economic emer-
gency. Both the government and the public are trapped in a cycle of
taking out loans to cover their income deficit, followed by taking out
more loans to cover the interest payments on the debt. CHP is willing
to support legislative changes in parliament brought forward by the
government to deal with this issue.

The pandemic has also highlighted the issue of government misman-
agement. Kihicdaroglu discussed two areas where funds were allocated
to deal with issues brought on by the pandemic - supporting the en-
tertainment and arts sector, and ensuring remote education access for
schoolchildren. However, in both of these cases, the allocated funds were
misused by those in charge and not put to their correct purpose. He uses
these examples to argue that Turkey has the capacity and experience
to solve its own problems, but the government is not capable to do so.
Kiligdaroglu uses this point to talk about the importance of democracy,
freedom, and meritocracy - themes that underpinned his entire pres-
entation. He says in order for a government administration to be man-
aged well everyone must know their own delineated remits, roles must be
held by capable people, and everyone must be able to speak up and have
their opinions heard. He criticised the current government for not fol-
lowing this - people in the government make unfounded statements on
areas they are not familiar with, meritocracy is not respected, and previ-
ously independent institutions, such as the Central Bank, have been polit-
icised and cannot work freely. He says doing this and leaving everything
to whims of a single person is not an effective way to govern a country.

What role can CHP play as the main opposition party? Kiligdaroglu
notes that there used to be a perception of the CHP that they always

Yiz ylize ama sosyal
mesafeli egitim icin ise yeterli sinuf yok. CHP'li belediyeler yardim teklif
etti ancak hikimet bu tekliflere yanit vermedi. Bunlar, hikimetin destek
paketi konusulurken hesaba katilmas: gereken hususlardir.

Pandemi, Tirkiye'nin pandemiden énce de sahip oldugu bes ana sorunu,
yani demokrasi, ekonomi, egitim, dis politika ve toplumsal baris meselele-
rini daha da karmasiklastird: ve birbirleriyle i¢ ice gecirdi. Bu sorunlarin
en acil olani igsizlik. Kiligdaroglu TUIK'in igsizlik rakamlarin oldugundan
az gosterdigini, gergek issizlik oraninin % 30 oldugunu, yani Turkiye'de
on milyondan fazla issiz oldugunu belirtti. Bu, ekonomi meselesiyle ya-
kindan baglantihdir. Ttrkiye ekonomisinin istihdam yaratmak ve issizligi
azaltmak adina gelismesi gerekiyor, ancak pandemi nedeniyle vergi gelir-
lerinin diismesi ve bunun da Cumhuriyet tarihinin en buytk butge agigina
yol acmas! nedeniyle ekonomi zor durumda. Kiligdaroglu'na gore Turki-
ye ekonomik olarak ¢ok zor durumda. Hem hitkimet hem de halk gelir
aciklarini kapatmak icin kredi ¢cekme déngistiine hapsolmus durumda;
ardindan borcun faiz 6demelerini karsilamak i¢in daha fazla kredi cekili-
yor. CHP, bu konuyu ele almak icin hikimetin meclise getirecegi yasama
degisikliklerini desteklemeye isteklidir.

Pandemi ayrica hikimetin koti yonetimini daha gérunir kildi. Kiligda-
roglu, pandeminin getirdigi sorunlarla ilgilenmek icin fonlarin ayrildig
iki alani, eglence ve sanat sektérini ve 6grenciler icin uzaktan egitime
erisim saglanmasinu ele aldi. Her iki ¢rnekte de tahsis edilen fonlar yet-
kililer tarafindan yanls kullanilmis ve dogru amaclarina yonelik harcan-
marmustir. Kiligdaroglu bu érnekleri, Turkiye'nin kendi sorunlarini ¢ézme
kapasitesi ve tecriibesi oldugunu, ancak hiukimetin bunu yapamadigini
anlatmak adina verdi.

has resulted in proposing suggestions to the government. He credits
these suggestions to the great team they have within and outside the
party, as they also liaise with many experienced and capable individ-
uals in society to develop their alternative proposals.

With regards to the Kurdish issue, Kiligdaroglu that the CHP are the
only party who can solve it. Despite the previous attempts from the
AK Party to resolve the Kurdish issue, Kilicdaroglu argued that the
solution process began with the wrong measures and lacked trans-
parency, hence its failure. The Parliament was bypassed in the solu-
tion process, and therefore so was the will of the people. The Parlia-
ment should be the place where this issue is addressed. In addition, a
committee similar to the Wise Person’s Committee of academics, civil
society leaders and respected opinions leaders can also provide their
input. The importance of democracy and freedom was underlined as
underpinning the entire process, to ensure everyone is able to freely
and equally state their opinions and recommendations.

CHP Leadership

Since the election of Kemal Kilicdaroglu as party leader, there have
been significant changes in the CHP. There has been resistance against
these changes from within the party, specifically from the ultra-Kemal-
ist faction. Will it be possible to advance these changes even further?

The most difficult thing is to change the culture. Once the culture is al-
tered, substantial change can occur. Kilicdaroglu stated that governing
the CHP can often be more challenging than governing the state. People
have different opinions and they should be allowed to have those differ-
ent opinions without being excluded. Rather, this should be embraced as
they bring a richness of opinions to the party.

CHP should focus on providing constructive solutions, rather than just
raising criticisms as it often did in the past. Atatiirk, the founder of the
Turkish Republic, represents values that are common to everyone in
Turkey. There should not be a division such as those who are pro- and
anti-Atattrk. This would be misleading. Those who fought in the Inde-
pendence War came from all around the country, represented different
backgrounds, religions, and beliefs. They fought under the leadership of
Ataturk and therefore, claiming Atatirk as the representer of CHP would
be wrong. He represents the common values of the nation.

Changing the system in a way where the person who gets 50%-+1 of the
votes can make all the decisions, has resulted in a lack of independence
of the judiciary, and central institutions such as the Central Bank. Despite
this, Kilicdaroglu is hopeful due to a new culture of democracy that is
flourishing in Turkey. In the last local elections, people from all back-
grounds got together to champion and reclaim democracy through the
ballot box - this is a first in global politics, especially to do so without
violence as it happened in Turkey.

A political party trying to meddle with democracy to preserve their power
indicated that they are on their way out. AK Party is trying to find a way
to stay in power through meddling with election legislation. Throughout
history, every party that has tried to do this has lost elections. There is
no longer an AK Party to speak of, as it is all about Erdogan now:. It is not
a political party in practice, because there is no debate within the party,
and no one can freely speak their views, or express a difference in opin-
ion. True democracy will come about in Turkey without violence. Beyond

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a left-wing or right-wing understanding of politics, there is a new dual
structure in Turkey between those who are pro-democracy and those
who are pro-authoritarianism. This will be demonstrated in the results of
the next elections.

The ruling party is arguably going through its weakest period since
the establishment of the party. They are trying to dominate the
agenda with contentious issues such as turning Hagia Sophia into a
mosque and using foreign policy to consolidate their position of pow-
er and suppress dissent. There is a great opportunity for the opposi-
tion. However, it is also a delicate balance since opposition parties,
including the CHP, are also cautious about alienating their more con-
servative and nationalist votes and sometimes fall in the trap of not
being able to take a stance against the government policies. Would
you agree?

The government tried to distract the people with different contentious
topics such as Hagia Sophia or the discovery of natural gas. However,
they failed because in the end everyone’s primary concern is still the
economy. The government is trying to utilise foreign policy and nation-
alism to create an artificial sense of social unity behind President Er-
dogan.

CHP has always advocated for a drastic change in Turkey’s foreign pol-
icy, for a policy that is based on negotiation and dialogue, instead of
divisions. CHP often voices its concerns about the president’s foreign
policy. Nowadays, Turkey faces isolation in the international arena, be-
cause of these wrong policies, even in issues where Turkey is on the
right side of the debate. Before, if a politician from the US visited Cy-
prus, they would visit both sides to preserve balanced diplomacy. Now,
they only visit the Greek side. Kilicdaroglu believes that the AK Party’s
wrong policies put Turkey in this position.

The opposition has a responsibility to expose the wrongdoings of the
government and those in power. In criticising the government, it is also
highly important to consider the wellbeing and the international integ-
rity of the country. For example, if Turkey had not damaged its relations
with Egypt, it would not have been in the position it is in concerning the
situation in the East Mediterranean. Nevertheless, it is always wrong
to use foreign policy as a tool to dominate the agenda, to distract the

One of the disadvantages
of CHP is that it does not have the power that the AK Party has when it
comes to the media. There is a government monopoly on media. This is
also why some of CHP’s statements and suggestions are not highlighted
as much. Still, Kilicdaroglu believes that they should focus on reaching
wide audiences and better explain their position.

This year Turkey will be celebrating the centenary of the Grand Na-
tional Assembly of Turkey, and next year the centenary of the first
constitution. Within this context, could a new fortified parliamenta-
ry system be a common ground for the opposition parties?

The institution of politics should always be held accountable. In CHP’s
‘Call to the Second Century statement, there is a call for the establish-
ment of a new commission in parliament, headed by the main opposi-
tion party. This commission will play a role in holding the government
accountable. The commission will go over the previous year’s budget and
make sure that everything is transparent and the way it should be. With
this committee, CHP aims to initiate a tradition where the ruling parties
are accountable. A strong parliamentary system cannot be established
and protected with the current constitution. For opposition parties, de-
mocracy and its universal principle can serve as a common ground.

The government is planning on making a new legislative amendment
to the election law. This change aims to ensure the perpetuity of the
existing government and could further damage Turkey’s democracy.
What would be the opposition’s strategy in case of such a change?

The local elections in 2019 and the re-elections in Istanbul was a lesson
for both CHP and AK Party. The government tried to ignore the rules
and did an unjust thing. However, this backlashed. In the re-elections,
the CHP candidate received an overwhelming win against the AK Party
candidate. The CHP also learned a lot from this experience. The party
invested in building a strong electoral infrastructure. They keep close
track of who voted, when, and where, and it is all open information.
There is an archive that goes back to 1989. In this sense, Kiligdaroglu is
confident that they have reliable and undeniable data. The most impor-
tant thing is to convince people to come out to vote and freely express
their opinions.

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Without solving issues of democracy, human rights, constitutional rights,
rule of law and the independence of the judiciary, it will not be possible to
normalise the country and attract the investments that are needed to bet-
ter the economy. What kind of initiatives is CHP undertaking in these are-
as? Secondly, people in different parts of this country have different defi-
nitions of peace. What are the principles and starting points of CHP when
it comes to peace and resolution? Lastly, for sustainable and strong peace,
to transform the future, there is a need to reconcile with the past, with
issues such as the Armenian genocide, Dersim, 6-7 September Events, the
Wealth Tax (Varhk Vergisi).? What are your thoughts on these issues?

Kiligdaroglu discussed the need for a new constitution in Turkey. This new
constitution needs to be a complete overhaul of the current constitution
which is a product of the 12 September military coup and the 20 July coup.®
There is a need to get rid of the elements that allow martial law and state of
emergency to ensure that the principle of democracy will always be upheld.
However, this constitution cannot and should not be the product of a single
political party. There is a need to create a new constitution that all citizens
can identify with.

In theory, there are already laws in Turkey that require the independence of
the judiciary. There are stipulations for this within the constitution, but in
practice, the Interior Minister openly criticises and threatens the head of the
constitutional court. This is unacceptable. How can a citizen feel protected
before the law when the president of the constitutional court is being threat-
ened by the Interior Minister? There needs to be a fundamental change, start-
ing from law schools.

Regarding coming to terms with past incidents, Kilicdaroglu said that history
should be left to historians. Every state has had difficulties, atrocities, and
plights in its foundations and history. While it would be wrong to defend the
mistakes of the past and it is important to draw lessons from those mistakes,
history should be left to historians to move past the incidents. There is a need
to focus on the future.

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The Kurdish Issue

It was mentioned that the Kurdish Issue in Turkey can only be addressed
through democratisation and extended freedoms. Could you elaborate?

The Kurdish issue is not an unsolvable problem. Every social problem can be
solved through rational, reasonable policies. To address the party’s stance
on the Kurdish issue, CHP prepared a document titled “22 Questions and 22
Answers” in 2015. A shortcoming of the report was the issue of education
in mother tongue language. To better understand how to address the issue,
CHP organised a meeting and invited academics who have experience on
similar issues in other countries. One academic from Germany talked about
incidents where children, who did not speak the official language, were
transferred to classes with students who were classified as mentally handi-
capped which in some cases prevented them from reaching their full poten-
tial. However, in reality when children start the first few years of education
in their mother tongue, before transferring to classes in the official language
of the country, often do not need to be transferred to classes for students
with mental disadvantages and can be successful in their education. This
practice is developed based on the UN’s understanding of upholding ‘the

Son olarak, jeopolitik
cikarlar ve otoriterlik arasinda giderek artan bir baglantinin oldu-
gunu goriiyoruz. Bu iliskiyi nasil degerlendiriyorsunuz?

Istanbul'daki segimlerden 6nce parti yetkilileri, Kurt kanaat énderleri
ve bu konuda calisan farkl kisilerle fikir alisverisinde bulunmak igin
bir araya geldi. Bu siire¢ secimlerle durma noktasina geldi ama par-
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supreme interest of the child’ In this case, it was concluded that children
receiving education in their mother tongue for the first years of their edu-
cation and learning the official language meanwhile was a good alternative.
They later continue their education in the official language of the country.
Kilicdaroglu mentioned that the issue of mother tongue language is still an
ongoing debate within the CHP.

In terms of freedoms and democracy, Turkey should implement the same
principles as other advanced democracies such as rule of law, the impartial-
ity of the judiciary, freedom of expression, etc.

The “22 Questions and 22 Answers” document was released in 2015. Will
the document be updated? Apart from this document, are there any ad-
ditional recommendations regarding the Kurdish issue? Secondly, could
the opposition form a realistic alliance to tackle and resolve the Kurdish
issue? Lastly, there is an increasing link between geopolitical interests
and authoritarianism. How do you evaluate this relationship?

Before the elections in Istanbul party officials got together with Kurdish
opinion leaders and different people who work on this topic to exchange
views. This process came to a halt with the elections, but the party contin-
ues to work on this matter. There is a specific focus on not doing these talks
behind closed doors and they try to be as all-encompassing as possible. For
instance, the party tries to come together with organisations, intellectuals,
and people who have been working on this topic to get their opinion and
better understand how the CHP can contribute to the resolution of this
conflict.

Kiligdaroglu expressed his uncertainty about the possibility of all opposition
parties working together on the resolution of the Kurdish issue. He wishes
that in the future this will be possible. Even though it seems highly challeng-
ing, if there is a shared understanding of fundamental principles, such as
democracy, there could be a chance of working together in the future.

There is indeed a rise of authoritarianism about issues related to geopolitics.
However, another way is also possible. Geopolitical problems can also be
solved within the confines of democracy. Every country has its interests,
and they can defend these interests within the international bodies that they
are a part of. While there are some shortcomings in the international com-
munity, there are many democratic processes, rules, and methods that are
available to reach results.

Kilicdaroglu was quoted saying “when the time comes, we will talk,
but right now it is about joblessness and poverty”. Additionally, it
was also mentioned earlier that the wrong steps were taken at the
beginning during the Kurdish peace process. What would CHP and
Kiligdaroglu do differently? When is the right time to resolve the
Kurdish issue?

Kilicdaroglu expressed that the quote was from a TV programme inter-
view discussing the economy and he wanted to be able to discuss the
Kurdish issue separately and properly, along with professionals. Accord-
ing to Kilicdaroglu, the quote was intentionally misrepresented.

In terms of where to begin addressing the Kurdish issue, the discussion
should start in the parliament, by setting up a new committee where
every political party is represented in equal numbers. Outside of the par-
liament, again there should be another committee formed of represent-
atives from different backgrounds who are opinion leaders and experts
in the matter. This can be similar to the Wise People’s Committee. This
committee could play an instrumental role in informing the parliamentary
committee of the expectations on the ground. Kiligdaroglu said that even
though it would not be easy and there would be some who would oppose
it, there can be a resolution.

Lessons Learned from the Peace Process

Kiligdaroglu said that the government started from a wrong place
to address the Kurdish issue and therefore the peace process failed.
One of AK Party’s first steps was to get the armed organisation to lay
down its weapons which is one of the most fundamental issues of the
current conflict in Turkey. This has also been often the case in other
conflicts around the world such as in Ireland and Colombia. In both
cases, they first had secret talks, and officials said that if the public
had known about them, they would have failed. How do you think it is
possible to achieve peace in Turkey without talking to the PKK? How
can it be resolved in parliament?

Kiligdaroglu said that the CHP did not support negotiating with the PKK.

The Kurdish issue will not be solved by keeping in line with the expecta-
tions of the PKK, but by keeping in line with the expectations of the peo-

¢o6zmek icin yasa disi bir olusumla bir araya gelemez. Kiligdaroglu'na
gore bu, onceki ¢6ziim sirecinin de en biytk hatalarindan biriydi. Va-
tandaslarin ne istedigine odaklanilmas: gerekiyor. Kirt meselesi zor
bir konu.

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ple. A legal, legitimate entity cannot come together with an illegal entity
to solve the issue. According to Kiligdaroglu, this was also one of the big-
gest mistakes of the previous solution process. There is a need to focus
on what the citizens want. The Kurdish issue is a difficult matter. There
was even a time in the past when the existence of Kurdish people was
denied. People from different backgrounds need to come together and
talk. In this sense, the biggest contribution to the discussion will come
from intellectuals, specifically Kurdish intellectuals.

Foreign Policy

The Turkish economy, foreign policy strategy, government discourse, and
resource allocation is moving further towards warfare mentality. What
are your recommendations for Turkey?

All countries have a defence industry in order to ensure their future welfare.
However, the issue becomes problematic when the military is used to inter-
fere with the domestic issues of neighbouring countries or to wage unjust
wars against another country. Countries are bound by international law and
must live in peace with their neighbours. In this part of the world especially,
we need to be on good terms with them because problems in their countries
may trickle into Turkey. Kilicdaroglu has never supported interfering with
Syria’s domestic affairs. He advocates for dialogue with the Syrian govern-
ment to solve the conflict in Syria. He also opposed the conflict with Egypt, as
its been damaging for Turkey. The cost of intervening and sending in troops
in different countries is high - the money comes from the discretionary funds
of the presidency, as they are not budgeted.

In order to move out of this quagmire, Kilicdaroglu proposes dialogue with
all neighbouring countries and building good relationships thought estab-
lishing a Peace and Cooperation in the Middle East Organisation (OBIT),
which would be spearheaded by Turkey, Iran, Iraq and Syria, joined by Is-
rael, Palestine, and Egypt. This region is rich with natural resources, which
should be utilised by the population living here, rather than by global powers.
Kilicdaroglu stated that he has discussed the idea with Iranian, Iraqi, and
Syrian politicians, who expressed similar feelings. It would be difficult to es-
tablish due to the influence of Russia and the United States in the region,
but despite these difficulties, this development would help bringing peace
to the Middle East. There is a lot of kinship and fraternity between different
countries in the region, and this common-ground should be put to good use.

With regards to the ostracization of Turkey in the international arena,
what can the opposition do to fill in the void that is created by the cur-
rent government which is not capable of solving Turkey’s foreign affairs
problems?

In terms of isolation in foreign policy, there is a need to ask who is the Minis-
ter of Foreign Affairs? Is it Ibrahim Kalin? He often goes to the negotiations,
especially the closed-door ones. Are there any records of the meetings that
he is participating in? If Mevltat Cavus who is the Minister of Foreign Affairs,
is indeed the minister, then what is Ibrahim Kalin doing? If Ibrahim Kaln is
the minister, then what is Hulusi Akar doing? In all this, the direst point is that
they all by-pass the foreign ministry bureaucracy, the diplomats. This needs
to change completely.

In an effort to establish a platform for dialogue with fellow democrats in other
countries, CHP sent representatives to Egypt following the coup by Sisi. The
committee called the government to avoid political executions because they
needed to avoid the tragedy Turkey has experienced in the past. In October,

Kilicdaroglu also expressed that
they were in regular contact with EU officials.

Turkey is being governed with the mentality of the Treaty of Sévres syn-
drome, an effective strategy on both the public and the opposition par-
ties.” It is a rhetoric that mobilises religionists, nationalists, and Kemal-
ists. This is a strategy that ties the hands of the opposition, except the
HDP. Can CHP reassess its position and move to pass this rhetoric, even
though it is difficult to change the traditional reflexes?

Indeed, this rhetoric, as well as ‘the survival of the state’ rhetoric (devletin
bekasi) sometimes ties the hands of the opposition.® There are efforts to de-
velop new strategies. For example, the previously mentioned Turkish delega-
tion to Egypt is one of such attempts. This is also well perceived by the people.
Citizens are also aware of the fact that the government is using the survival
discourse as a tool. Outside of the party’s foreign policy department, CHP
also often meets with a Foreign Policy Advisory Group, comprised diplomats,
retired military personnel, and former ministers. They brainstorm together to
come up with new and alternative ways.

This roundtable was the fifth meeting of DPI's online roundtable se-
ries involving a wide range of political parties in Turkey, including
AK Party, CHP, DEVA Party, HDP, Future Party and Saadet Party. This
meeting provided a valuable platform for dialogue with leader of the
main opposition party, Kemal Kilicdaroglu, to discuss CHP’s role in
the current situation in Turkey due to the COVID-19 pandemic and
their party strategy on issues such as the economy, democratisation,
foreign policy, and the Kurdish issue. The speaker presented both
CHP’s criticisms and recommendations on how to deal with the cur-
rent problems that Turkey faces. Kilicdaroglu reference to the discus-
sions on one’s right to education in mother tongue was important as
this is an issue that CHP has previously shied away from. During the
course of the meeting, Kiligdaroglu advocated for peace and dialogue
to solve domestic issues as well as improve foreign relations. Such
discussions contribute to broadening bases for dialogue on conflict
resolution themes in Turkey.

The online roundtable meeting brought together 58 participants. Par-
ticipants responded positively to the meeting stating that these on-
line meetings are important in keeping dialogue alive and prompting
politicians to discuss the Kurdish issue and resolution process during
challenging times - in keeping with DPI's aim and objectives. Many
participants noted they prefer face-to-face meetings to online meet-
ings as it allows them to ask more sensitive questions to speakers
and for more open discussion. In addition, some participants suggest
meetings with a smaller group. The meeting was reported on a num-
ber of media articles in Turkey, thus reaching a wider audience.

The roundtable took place during the course of a challenging time in
Turkey and the surrounding region, which proved timely and useful
in sustaining dialogue and maintaining efforts to build peace. DPI is
planning meetings with figures from other political parties in Turkey
to ensure a continuation of conversation with key leaders of political
parties.
