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Foreword

Writer and political commentator, Ali Bayramoglu, has composed a
thorough analysis of the changing political situation in Turkey. Turkey is
now widely considered as having entered a new era, and specific attention
is therefore paid to the impact of the Kurdish dynamic in such changed
circumstances. Mr Bayramoglu outlines the new era of Turkish politics
starting from the evident shift from the recent period of extensive political
transformation and accompanied by a series of elections between 2014 and
2019. He then contrasts this with the forthcoming period, and the notable
absence of scheduled elections until 2023. As Mr Bayramoglu maintains,
the current circumstances at the transition between eras are likely to have

a great impact on the future of Turkey’s politics.

Mr Bayramoglu scrutinises a multitude of key determinants that have
influenced elections, with particular consideration for the 31 March local
elections, including the overall slight decline of the ruling AK Party’s
prevalence, the consolidation of opposition parties, changing voting and
social trends and the instrumentality of opposition parties, especially the
HDP, among newly formed dynamics of alliance politics. All of these facets
of the transforming political landscape give rise to hopes for the Kurdish
Issue to be resolved. The possible inclination of many in Turkey toward
a political centre as well as the example of the ruling party permitting
Ocalan to send out messages, exhibits, Mr Bayramoglu argues, a promising
reinvigoration of politics in Turkey. Yet, he also voices concerns as to the

possible reaction of the ruling party to its own electoral decline.

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INTRODUCTION

The first half of 2019 in Turkey passed in a flurry of election campaigns

and the elections themselves. Turkey’s harsh political realities,

authoritarian trajectory and deepening social polarisation all contributed

to the experience of the 31 March 2019 local election, which has taken

on a meaning beyond its original scope. The election put to the vote not

only the local government, but also the country’s political trajectory and

the general state of affairs.

THE ELECTIONS AND WHAT THEY
MEAN FOR TURKEY'S POLITICS

Two points are particularly important within this context.

1.

END OF AN ERA

The 31 March election marks the end of an era and the beginning of
a new one. Turkey went through 8 elections in 5 years: once in 2014,
twice in 2015, once in 2017, twice in 2018 and once in 2019. 31
March was the final point of this era. There will be no more elections
until 2023. Discounting the possibility of snap elections, Turkey is
looking at four to five years without any elections. A partial end to
the “populist” effects of the elections and the political parties’ worries
regarding their potential votes means that between these two phases
— one with elections and one without — there are crucial differences
which might, in turn, affect politics, political decisions (such as those

concerning the Kurdish problem) and political alliances.

A PARTIAL BREAK
Even though the 31 March 2019 election was only one of an 8-part

process, its results and effects on the political equilibrium have
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been decidedly different from those of previous elections. All of the
elections up until the spring of 2019 had functioned as plebiscites
towards a change in the political order and paradigm. The period of
2014-18, during which the resolution process of the Kurdish problem
also ended, is one of a historical fracture, marking the passage to
a personalised rule, the party-state model and authoritarianism, in
which the de facto unity of powers became institutionalised. All of
the voting held after 2014 (one constitutional referendum, three
general elections, and two presidential elections) have essentially
been about this new institutional and ideological structuring;
they have served to confirm the transition by the majority, and so
to “legitimise” it. The 31 March election differs from the others
in that the results indicate an objection rather than confirmation.
As such, the political equilibrium has become open to discussion,

and it is very likely that this is the beginning of a new era.

The results of the 31 March elections yield ample data regarding a
number of issues — political equations and alliances, potential new

input and actors, but also, and chiefly, the Kurdish problem.
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ANALYSIS OF THE ELECTIONS

1.

SOME DETERMINATIONS

Firstly, and most importantly, the election indicates a break in AKP’s
winning streak. At first sight, it might be said that this is a relative
break. Indeed, the People’s Alliance got 53.6 % of the vote Turkey-
wide in the general election of June 2018, and in the 31 March
election it got 51.4 % of the vote. Both the polarisation and the
difference in the amount of votes between the ruling bloc and the
opposition parties have remained largely unchanged (apart from the
2% shift, that is). At the same time, the implications of this 2-point

loss, as well as the subtext of the election results, are not insignificant.

A The decline of AK Party
AK Party, which used to control much of Turkey, has
experienced a decline in its votes to varying degrees all
over the country, with losses of constituencies noticeably

in the Black Sea and Central Anatolia regions.

With AK Party losing Istanbul and Ankara, and with Izmir
already under CHP’s control, the three metropolises, where
32% of the entire electorate lives, have switched over to CHP.
There is both an actual and symbolic significance to this
handover. The RP (Welfare Party) — FP (Virtue Party) — AKP
line made its first move towards rule 25 years ago, when it
won the Ankara and Istanbul municipalities. This 25-year
period is now at an end, and in Turkey’s political and cultural-
economic capitals, in Ankara and Istanbul, power has changed
hands. This situation, in itself, is immensely significant

within the general context of Turkey’s election results.
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14 of the 30 metropolitan municipalities, i.e. the economically and
culturally developed places where 85% of the country’s population
lives, have been won by the opposition. AK Party has lost one of the
biggest cities in the country, Antalya, to CHP; its ally MHP has
lost Mersin and Adana to CHP. As of 1 April 2019 (and assuming
that the results of the renewed Istanbul elections will not change),

CHP is in control of 5 of Turkey’s 10 biggest provinces.

Based on approximate calculations of the General Provincial
Administrative Board, compared to the local elections of
2014, AK Party’s (45.5) de facto decline is at around 7%.

This indicates a considerable rift in AK Party’s monopoly on

overnance, and an expansion of the opposition’s bases.
g

B Aspects of the People’s Alliance that favour MHP

The election results seem to demonstrate that the People’s
Alliance formed with MHP has harmed AK Party. Studies on the
provincial general council’s votes, which are based not on mayoral
candidates but on political parties, show that of the 51.6% of the
total votes AK Party and MHP have received, 13-14% come from
the MHP constituency whereas 37-38% come from AK Party’s
constituency. Accordingly, AK Party has declined even beneath
40%, which was its average percentage in local elections. It
appears that in some constituencies, AK Party’s supporters have
gone over to MHP. Indeed, in the Central Anatolia region, where
AK Party and MHP’s voter profiles generally overlap, and in 27
provinces where they competed against each other, there have
been shifts from AK Party voters to MHP, and Erdogan’s party
lost such strongholds as Bayburt and Cankiri.




THETRANSFORMATION OF TURKEY'S POLITICAL EQUATION

C Two axes of voting behaviour: Cultural polarisation and
political objection
At the same time, the elections show that the 52% — 48%
division between the ruling bloc and the opposition is still a
polarisation with structural roots in cultural identities. Indeed,
the determining element in election results has been the in-
group shifts and movements within the blocs themselves rather

than any shift between the ruling and opposition blocs.

At this point it is apposite to talk of two

defining aspects of voting behaviour.

The first aspect is feelings of belonging regarding political
parties and identities. This dominant aspect shows how voting
behaviour is shaped by belonging, and how distancing oneself
from the “other” identity and political actor is part of it.
Indeed, shifts between the blocs have been possible through the
bridges between parties such as AKP — SP (The Felicity Party)
and MHP - IYIP (The Good Party), which have the same

ideological roots even though they are on opposing blocs.

The second aspect is a reality indicated by these limited shifts
and protests in the form of not voting. This aspect shows that
in some sections of society at least, political objection is more
important than cultural identity. Once again, we see that there is
a separation in the cultural poles themselves, and that the reason

behind this separation is political objection.

D The politicisation of disgruntled conservatives
We observe the most serious indicators of this situation within

the AK Party electorate. The disgruntled AK Party supporters
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have become partially politicised for the first time in this election.
Electoral data as well as post-election research shows that especially
in metropolises, AK Party votes have declined compared to the
2018 general election. This decline is the result of the electorate
not participating in the elections or casting invalid votes rather
than voting for the opposing bloc. Indeed, the rate of participation
has declined Turkey-wide from 88.18% to 84.66%, with a deficit
of 1,323,000. Participation is at 84.51% in the 30 metropolises,
which is below Turkey’s average. “Since a considerable number of
these metropolises are clearly dominated by AK Party, the decline
in participation can certainly be interpreted as a message from a
section of the AK Party electorate.” In Istanbul, for instance, the
votes of the People’s Alliance have decreased by 439,000, a number
which amounts to approximately 4% of the Istanbul voters. This is
an important part of AK Party’s losing Istanbul in the 31 March

election. Sections of its electorate have moved away from AK Party.

E The decisive role of the HDP electorate
Especially in metropolises of the West such as Ankara and
Istanbul, HDP voters have played a crucial role in the CHP
candidates’ vote increase and victory and they have played an
important part in national politics. This is particularly true in
the case of the Istanbul election, which has both symbolic and
critical importance. Three fourths of the 1,146,000 votes received
by HDP in Istanbul in the 2018 general election, which amounts
to 12.5%, were cast for Imamoglu. The most important factor
behind AK Party losing Istanbul since 1994, and the increase
in the opposition’s self-confidence, has been the HDP electorate

rather than the abstaining conservatives.

CHANGES IN POLITICAL EQUATIONS AND THEIR
CAUSES

AK Party’s decline is by far the most important outcome of
the 31 March local election. This is a comprehensive decline,
observable at all points of political relations and the competitive
field, and most particularly on three levels: 1) AK Party is
becoming weaker in relation to the opposition. 2) AK Party is
becoming weaker in relation to its ally MHP, losing votes to
it. 3) AK Party is losing parts of its own religious-conservative

constituency, who are having increasing doubts.

The reasons behind this decline can be sorted into two groups. The
first group has to do with AK Party’s attitude and policies. The
second group is concerned with reasons beyond AK Party’s scope or

control.

A Factors related to AK Party

a. Authoritarian and arbitrary policies and the financial crisis
AK Party’s authoritarian policies, its moving away from such
essential principles as justice, conscience and right, which are
particularly important for the conservatives, its arbitrary use
of power, the personalisation of government, the psychological
results of this such as political arrogance and estrangement
from the public, the fatigue created by the discourse of danger
and threats, the transformation of its image from one of change
to status quo, the effects of a financial crisis which cannot be
made to go away — all of these factors have contributed to a
decline in the trust placed in Erdogan. These factors had been
bothering the AK Party electorate for quite some time. In other
words, a group of disgruntled AK Party supporters had been

caught between the reflex to protect the political, psychological,
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economic and legal benefits conferred by AK Party and objecting
to the attitude and general trajectory of the party. The objections
weighed slightly heavier in the 31 March election and showed that
internal divisions can become politicised. As we previously noted,
this politicisation underlines the fact that strong ideological
tendencies, the financial crisis and criticisms of Erdogan are fast
becoming as important as identity-based behaviours. Within the
same framework, in some areas where there is a strong tradition of
nationalism, conservatives have voted for MHP, which represents

such policies more completely, than AK Party.

. Anti-Kurdish discourse and populist discrimination

Erdogan’s anti-Kurdish ~discourse, the exclusionary and
discriminatory language and HDP policies have had an important
and negative impact particularly on the behaviour of Kurdish
voters in the western provinces. These voters grouped around
candidates opposing the People’s Alliance, and for some radical
Kurdish voters, their insistence on not voting for CHP was cast
aside. Anti-Kurdish policies, the populist discriminatory language,
the implied positing of a legitimate society with its reasonable and
passive citizens versus illegitimate communities consisting of “the
others”; all of these elements have contributed to the weakening of

the ruling bloc and the consolidation of the opposition.

. Loss of authenticity

Another loss suffered by AK Party has been the decline in the
collective, participatory and grassroots nature of its general
headquarters as well as local branches. The strictly hierarchical
structure centered around a chairman, the rift between the
party administration and the grassroots; these have damaged the

authentic relationship, and the gap between the administration
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and the supporters is widening. It may be presumed that this will

have an impact on political behaviour.

Factors not related to AK Party

Below is a list of factors relatively unrelated to, or uncontrolled
by, AK Party:

. HDP’s constituency has a crucial and decisive political weight

in Western cities, even beyond their reaction to the anti-Kurdish

discourse (this point will be analysed in more detail further on).

. The opposition is becoming increasingly more consolidated;

in other words, the preferences of the voters and the alliances
resulting from these preferences have become more important
than the alliances between political parties themselves. As a result,
an alliance-based political order is becoming more commonplace

in political behaviour.

. CHP’s policies regarding its candidate and its local government

campaign. The CHP headquarters kept a low profile during the
election period, and allowed its candidates to establish relations
with society on their own terms. The discourse and campaigning
of the candidates were thus relatively free of the policies of CHP’s
headquarters. Important examples in this regard are Mansur
Yavas, mayoral candidate for Ankara Municipality and Ekrem
Imamoglu, mayoral candidate for Istanbul Municipality. Both
candidates banked on an image representing the societal average,
and not in conflict with traditional values. They established
the relationship between politics and society through ordinary,
daily symbols and behaviours. Especially for Imamoglu, who is a
relatively new political figure, such a humane, grassroots-oriented

and self-confident attitude, as well as his attitude concerning

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conservative values, championship of justice and authenticity
seem to have played an important, positive role. This new type
of candidate represents a new wave in Turkish politics whereby
a central ground between the two poles is emerging once again.
After the cancellation of the Istanbul election, Erdogan ordered the
AK Party organisation to say “the CHP candidate” or “Imamoglu
of CHP” and not “Imamoglu”. This shows that the ruling power

is also aware of the situation.

3. A BRIEF AND GENERAL EVALUATION OF THE RESULTS
How to contextualise this information in a socio-political framework;
how to interpret it all?

A few points stand out:

A Erdogan and failure
AK Party’s decline might be the first step in the establishment of
a link between Erdogan and failure, or the perception of such a
link. Success, or “winning” to be more precise, is an important
part of Turkey’s political culture. The clientelist, partisan
and communitarian cultural system means that success, and
the potential for success, is always attractive. Success and the
possibility of winning play an important role in gaining votes,
while weakness and loss play their part in losing votes. Erdogan
has been winning almost all of the elections for 17 years, keeping
his control over critical strongholds and cities; the belief of
the conservatives that he can do all of these things under any
circumstances, their belief and trust in him, is an important part
of Erdogan’s political power. This time, there is failure of some
kind on the table. It is open to debate what kind of effects this will
have on the conservatives. If the link between Erdogan and failure

becomes more entrenched, alternative political movements and
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actors might emerge on the same front, and these might trigger a
move away from Erdogan — this is a possibility. Indeed, Erdogan’s
decision to cancel the Istanbul election in a controversial way,
which bothered all sections of society, can be seen as an attempt

to rebuild his success.

B The limits of polarisation, a new social wave on the horizon
The election results as a whole, the indecision of conservative
voters, the consolidation of the opposition, and the attraction of
candidates such as imamoglu; all of these bear important clues
to a new wave in Turkey regarding the relations between society
and politics. This wave is still barely perceptible but it is indicative
of a growing demand — a demand, most likely, for a societal and
political centre. The polarisation has been tiring and damaging to
all parties; the objection is not just towards the style of government,
but also to the polarisation engendered by this style, and to the
political style contained in this polarisation. Indeed, the objection
is a tendency to demand a political and societal centre in the
face of such polarisation. This growing demand can be likened
to an increase in speed, politically speaking, which may affect
existing balances. This increase in speed means that in addition to
voting behaviour determined by cultural identity, the increase in
authoritarianism and arbitrariness in government and the decrease
in rationality in decision-making influences voting behaviour
based on political style. In other words, identity-based and

populist politics may be losing traction with the electorate.

It is necessary to focus on this point, and to draw attention to a
societal tradition which exists in Turkey: whenever identity-based-
authoritarian politics become too much, the communitarian

structure of society and its identity-based multipartite
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composition step in to behave as an antidote. In a society with
underlying communitarian structures, communitarian politics
ultimately harms all communities, including those sections that it
purportedly represents. The triggering system is clear: it paves the
way for authoritarian, identity-based and arbitrary governance.
The cost of entering through this door is the estrangement of
cultural, economic and political areas from their own rules,
and their submission to arbitrary and monopolistic governance.
This, in turn, brings in a bevy of political, economic and moral
disruptions and crises. It’s not only the counter- or oppositional
identities that are disrupted; all communities, including the
ruling identity, undergo moral, political and economic upheavals.
Rationality, which upholds the common grounds serving as a
pressure valve and maintains the links between the individual
and identity-benefits, is damaged. In Turkey’s experience, one of
the balancing elements of identity-dominant social structure has
been the precision scales weighing individual benefit, community
benefit and societal benefit against one another. Factors to
everyone’s benefit such as stability, the rationality of the system
or its definition of rationality presuppose a transition and balance
among these; as such, each item protects the others. From Islamic
sections of society to Kurds, from seculars to Alawites, history on
every level is full of examples that prove the “rationality-benefit-
identity” relationship, as was the case in the transformation of
Kemalism, during 28 Februaryand also the Hendek (¢rench) period.
Indeed, where AK Party currently stands, on the one hand the
field related to the existence and values of the identity represented
by the ruling power is in the process of expanding; yet on the other
hand, this is a chaotic and lawless expansion that is inimical to the

“other” and to common values, and as such, links between the
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judiciary and justice, elections and democracy, politics and equity,
economy and rationality are being severed more and more. Step
by step, polarising politics and the systematic manufacturing of

internal enemies produce results that are to the detriment of pro-
government identities and their constitutive values; this identity-
based language, this discourse of survival is strugeling against the
guag ggling ag

limits of its own rationality.

It might be said that this tradition is on the move against AK

Party’s identity-based policies.

C The partial breaking up of the ruling power’s monopoly

We reported some statistics at the beginning of this report and
demonstrated that cities like Istanbul, Ankara, Adana, Antalya
and Mersin as well as half of the 30 metropolitan municipalities
with a population over 750,000 are now under the control of the
opposition. This means that the monopoly on the government of
Turkey enjoyed by AK Party, and the People’s Alliance during
the last few years, is at least partially broken up. Apart from the
South-eastern provinces where Kurds are the majority, this is a
new development which indicates a growing plurality in terms of
government. The psychological and political implications of this
situation are not to be underestimated. It gives hope to the cynical,
low-expectation supporters of the opposition, and brings up the
possibility of expanding the quite narrow political arena. The
three biggest metropolises of the country which have the ample
resources as well as cultural, economic and political opportunities,
and where 30% of the population lives, are going to be governed
by CHP; this implies a de facto expansion for the opposition. For
AK Party, which makes extensive use of the municipalities’ social

and clientelist networks of support and donation, the same results

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mean a narrowing down and loss of influence. There is a plurality
of political voices, a new sense of political competitiveness, and
a variety in decision-making centres, all of which are new and

positive developments, especially compared to the past 15 years.

D The opposition’s culture of trust and alliances
It is clear that the election results gave hope to the supporters
of the opposition, and raised their self-confidence. This political
psychology became evident immediately after 31 March.
The assumption that Erdogan, through his construction of a
majoritarian system, guaranteed to win all of the time, was
partially overturned and the idea that he could be beaten took
hold. Of course, Erdogan’s pressuring the Supreme Electoral
Council into renewing the Istanbul elections undermined this
feeling, but the general trend is a sense of hopefulness. Another
result of 31 March is that the idea of a politics of alliance has
taken hold, and people have witnessed its power. As stated above,
different sections of the opposition bloc have established ties with
one another through alliances made by the electorate itself; this
will continue to be the case. On the level of the political parties
themselves, this alliance might expand to include, for instance,

HDP; which, in turn, would turn a new page for Turkish politics.
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THE KURDISH PROBLEM IN
THE LIGHT OF THE ELECTION:
DEVELOPMENTS AND POSSIBILITIES

HDP’S ELECTORAL STRATEGY AND ITS RESULTS

HDP followed a bipartite strategy in the 31 March local election. In
the Western provinces it did not nominate any candidates against
the People’s Alliance, and especially against AK Party. This meant
that the opposition’s votes were not divided, and in Ankara, Istanbul
and Izmir, most of the HDP electorate voted instead for CHP’s
candidates. In the East and the Southeast, HDP fought against AK
Party in the field and in the elections, and intended to take back the
municipalities to which trustees had been appointed. The first part
of the strategy was massively successful, but the second part did not
yield the expected results. HDP, which had won 102 municipalities
in the 2014 local elections, lost most of these positions and was
left with 65 municipalities. We must note that apart from a few
exceptions, HDP in the Southeast repeated its success in the more
populous provinces, whereas in the rural areas and smaller districts it
experienced a decline against AK Party. In the Turkey-wide General

Provincial Council its members went down from 132 to 101.

Compared to the behaviour of the HDP electorate in the Western cities
this is an unexpected development, especially considering the AK
Party’s anti-Kurdish policies and discourse; indeed, it is a paradoxical
situation. In the report published by HDP titled “An Evaluation of
the 31 March Provincial Election Reports,” under the subtitle “Self-

criticism”, it says the following:

“The preparations for the election did not begin in time, nor were

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they planned as they ought to have been. We went out to the field
too late. The matter of transferred voters in particular was not given
enough attention; objections were raised but not carried through.
The people’s opinions were not taken into account in nominating
the candidates. The spheres of local government and central politics
should be distinguished from one another. The oppression and plans
of the system were not sufficiently explained to the people. The
alliance with the Kurdistani parties was not reflected on the field
on a practical basis. The persuasion commissions did not fulfil their
missions during the election campaign as they ought to have. In
some places there was a lack of communication between coordination
members, the programme was not carried out, the decisions were
questioned during practical application, in communicating with
the public individuals used their own style rather than adopting
the party’s discourse and style, and instead of organised behaviour
and stance, individual attitudes prevailed. Some colleagues from the
party HQ thought they were at the centre of everything and made

decisions not suitable to the principles of being organised.”

This self-criticism draws attention to the deficiencies in the party’s
organisation more than anything else. In addition to the points
raised here, we may add the tendency of pluralism in the Kurdish
political sphere, the role of non-identity factors in politicisation, the
distancing from the organisation’s policies, the effects of the Hendek
(trench) politics of the summer of 2015, as well as the link between

the candidates and tradition in small places.

THE ROLE OF HDP IN NATIONAL POLITICS
A new reality for Turkish politics has been on the table since the
presidentialelectionof2014. Thisrealityisthat HDP,asapolitical party,

isabletogetmorethan 10% of thevotescountrywide.In2014, Demirtas
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made it to 9.8%, and HDP built on this in the following elections:
13.1% in June 2015, 10.8% in November 2015, 11.70% in June 2018.

This trajectory demonstrates that the Kurdish problem, which first
started in Eastern and South-eastern Anatolia, and which then
spread to Syria after 2011, is now an important element of Turkish
politics as a whole. Considering Turkey’s multipartite electorate, the
HDP constituency is of crucial importance from now on. Its vote
percentage from 2014 onwards made HDP the third biggest political
party after AK Party and CHP. In the last general election HDP
outperformed MHP and I'YI Party, and became the third largest group
in the National Assembly.

This shows the answer given by the Kurdish problem to the anti-
Kurdish alliance, to the discourse of survival and security policies. The
answer has been expansion, becoming popular on a national scale and
exhibiting dynamic variety. In the 1990s this was a problem for 10-15
provinces in Turkey. Today, on aline stretching from Syria to Istanbul,
itisa constitutive and decisive dynamic for the country and the region.
The latest local election was proof of this, as the HDP constituency

played a decisive role, especially in Istanbul.

As such, it is important to note two things in particular with
regard to the Kurdish problem and the HDP constituency’s

relation to Turkish politics:

First, there is a discrepancy between the weight of the Kurdish
presence in Turkish politics, and the dominant Kurdish policy of
all political parties except HDP, and this situation is bound to have

repercussions.

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Because of Turkey’s new political system and the two-round electoral
system, the new reality for both the electorate and the political
parties is a general “politics of alliance™; as such, HDP, with its 10-

12% potential Turkey-wide, cannot be overlooked.

Some developments which speak of a hesitant awareness of this reality
are as follows: Kilicdaroglu, who did not react to HDP’s not being
invited to Yenikapi, called the HDP co-chair Buldan for Samsun this
time; Ocalan-related developments are taking place with Bestepe’s
permission; and lately, Erdogan has adopted a discourse of Turkey
and unity rather than that of survival. However, the prevailing
attitude of the system’s Kurdish policy is still an expectation that the
Kurdish problem, HDP and its electorate might simply vanish and

cease to be a problem.

This paradox has the power to bring the system to a standstill and
Turkish politics has to find a way to overcome this. It will become
more and more difficult to establish the political reality without the

participation of the Kurds.

Secondly, a relative change has taken place with regard to the HDP

constituency.

For along time, the various political parties of the Kurdish movement
were parties which got 5-6% of the vote; parties which depended on
the region’s electorate only. This threshold was crossed in 2014. The
threshold had to do not only with the number of votes, but also
with the demographics of the HDP electorate. As HDP’s electorate
increased in number, it also became more diverse. The first visible data

as regards this diversification is the socio-economic development of
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the Southeast, the urbanisation, the middle-class emerging in those
urban centres, the urban capital and its reflection in HDP. HDP’s
electorate outside of the Southeast, especially in metropolises, is
heterogeneous in terms of ethnicity, political tendencies and also
class. As such, the relation between HDP’s electorate and its party
organisation goes beyond one of “militant party-militant customer/
partisan”. In other words, HDP’s policies do not exactly correspond
to the HDP electorate. The HDP electorate is a political category
unto its own, relatively speaking, and it has an autonomous aspect
in terms of politics. The HDP electorate is homogeneous when it
comes to taking ownership of the oppressed Kurdish sphere, and of
HDDP, but its political behaviour is heterogeneous in terms of HDP’s

strategies.

This development indicates a multilevel and multilayer electorate, and
it is a new development, both for the Kurdish problem and Turkish
politics. We need to observe that this creates an opportunity for the
Kurdish movement to become mainstream, or centralised. A new
tendency in the country’s electoral behaviour is the reestablishment
of the societal and political centre after a long period of polarisation
and HDP’s current electorate has a role to play in this, and it will
represent just such a political attitude within the Kurdish movement.
Such a development would be a crucial instrument not just in re-
establishing Turkey’s political sphere, but also in resolving the

Kurdish problem.

OCALAN’S MESSAGES

Another important part of the developments regarding the Kurdish
problem was that some time after the 31 March election, on 6 May
2019 Ocalan met with his lawyers. After this first meeting the PKK

leader sent a message to the outside world. This was the first time
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after the end of the resolution process and the 2015 Newroz that
Ocalan was allowed to talk to the Kurds and send a message to the

outside world.

This shows that the ruling power has need of Ocalan’s voice once
again. We do not have the concrete reasons for why this is the
case, not yet. The cancelled Istanbul election and Kurdish votes,
a partial abandonment of the unsuccessful discourse of survival,
possible pressures from the Middle East and various negotiations are
all possible causes. What is really important, however, is Ocalan’s
opinions — because the ruling power allows them to be propagated,
the implication being it finds them useful. A brief summary of
these opinions is as follows: “societal reconciliation, democratic
negotiations, Syria’s indivisibility, Kurds settling for local democracy
and paying attention to Turkey’s sensibilities”. This last item in

particular is a possible starting point for a new agreement.

This is a new window that is being opened, and it matters greatly in
the context of the Kurdish problem and the expectations of political

normalisation.

If the necessary conditions arise and the political mind rises to
meet it, these developments indicate that the Kurds, the Kurdish
problem and the Kurdish movement can find a place among both
the opposition and the ruling power, and that there is another option

than the politics of exclusion, survival and security.
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CONCLUSION

The signs indicate that Turkish politics may be about to exit the
bottleneck of identities. From an optimistic point of view, this departure
from stagnation has the potential to refresh the political equation and
alliances, and to renew the relationship between politics and society. The
uncertain future of the AKP-MHP alliance, alliances in which HDP is
included, the current circumstances being favourable to the emergence
of new political actors — all of these elements herald a renewed pluralist
character in the political sphere. Both the internal dynamics and the
international state of affairs with regards to the Kurdish problem favour
a return to politics. From a pessimistic perspective, it’s a likely possibility
for AK Party to become harsher as it downsizes, thus temporarily

blocking the path to a return to politics.

Whatever direction it may take, it is clear that AK Party’s relative decline

has begun.

Yazar ve siyaset yorumcusu Ali Bayramoglu Tiirkiyenin degisen siyasi
durumunun derin analizini yapmustir. Tiirkiye'nin yeni bir doneme girdigi
distintilmekle birlikte, degisen sartlarda Kiirt tinstirtiniin yarattig: etki de
yakindan izlenmektedir. Sayin Bayramoglu, calismasinda 2014 ve 2019 yillar:
arasinda gerceklesen segimlerin ardindan ortaya ¢ikan siyasi gegis siirecinden
yola ¢ikarak Tiirk siyasetinin yeni donemini incelemis ve 2023’e kadar segim
yapilmayacagint da géz 6niinde bulundurarak éniimiizdeki donemi de ele
almistir. Sayin Bayramoglu mevcut sartlarda bu gibi donemsel gegislerin

Tiirkiye'nin siyasi geleceginde onemli bir etki yaratacagini belirtmistir.

Sayin Bayramoglu basta 31 Mart yerel secimleri olmak {izere, segimler
tizerinde etki yaratan, iktidarda bulunan Ak Partinin secimlerdeki
hakimiyetinin hafif gerilemesi, muhalefet partilerinin bir araya gelmesi ve
ozellikle HDP olmak tizere yeni ortaya ¢ikan dinamikler ve siyasi ittifaklart
olusturan muhalefet partilerinin etkilerinin ve oy kullanma trendlerinin
ve sosyal trendlerin degismesi gibi belirleyicileri dikkatle incelemistir.
Tiim bu etmenler Kiirt Sorunu ve ¢6ziim siyasetinin yeniden baglamast
yoniinde siyasi sahnenin yeniden déniisiime girecegi konusunda timit vaad
etmektedir. Tiirkiye’de pek ¢ok kesimin, Bayramoglu'nun da ele aldig: gibi,
iktidar partisinin Ocalanin mesajlarin1 gondermesine izin vermesi 6rneginde
oldugu gibi ¢oziim siyasetinin yeniden giiclenerek devam edecegi yoniinde
egilimler oldugunu gostermektedir. Bununla beraber Bayramoglu yine de
iktidar partisinin se¢imlerdeki diistisiine bir reaksiyon gosteriyor olabilecegi

ihtimalini de dile getirmektedir.

Tiirkiye 2014te bir, 2015te iki, 2017’de bir, 2018’de
iki, 2019°’da 1 oylamayla 5 yilda 8 kez sandiga gitti. 31 Mart bu
dénemin son etabiydi. Bundan sonra yapilacak ilk secimler, yasal
takvime gore 2023 yilinda gerceklesecektir, Tiirkiyenin oniinde
(bir erken se¢im olmadig1 takdirde) secimsiz 4,5 yil bulunmaktadir,
Segimlerin “popiilizan” etkileri ve siyasi partilerin oy endiselerinin
kismen devre dist kalmasi bakimindan secimli ve secimsiz bu iki
evre arasinda, siyasi hayat, (Kiirt meselesi gibi) siyasi kararlar, siyasi

2019 Baharina kadar yapilan
secimlerin bir ortak 6zelligi siyasi paradigma ve diizen degisikliginde

oynadiklari plebisiter fonksiyondu. Kiirt meselesinde ¢oziim siirecinin

AKParti’ninistanbulveAnkara’ylkaybetmesiyle,bunlaraizmir’inde
dahil oldugu, toplam se¢menin yiizde 32’sinin yasadigt 3 biiyiik
kent muhalefetin, CHP’nin eline gegmistir. Bu el degistirmenin
fiili anlami kadar simgesel anlami da 6énemlidir. RP-FP-AKP
cizgisinin iktidara yiiriiyiisii bundan 25 y1l 6nce Istanbul ve Ankara
belediyelerinin kazanilmasiyla olmustu. Bu 25 yillik dénem sona
ermis Turkiye'nin siyasi ve kiiltiirel-ekonomik baskentlerinde,
Ankara ve Istanbul’da iktidar el degistirmistir. Bu durum kendi
basina Tiirkiye genelinde se¢cim sonuglari icinde ayr1 ve 6zel bir

agurlik tagimakeadir.

AK  Parti'nin izledigi otoriter politikayla, adalet, vicdan,
hak gibi muhafazakar kesimin hassasiyetleri olusturan kimi
temel degerlerden uzaklagmasi, keyfi giic kullanimi, iktidarin
sahsilesmesi, bu durumun siyasi kibir ve halktan kopma
gibi psikolojik etkileri, tehdit ve tehlike sdyleminin yaratug:
yorgunluk, tiim bunlarin degisimden ¢ok statitkoyu vurgulayan
bir siyasi parti imaji ¢izmeye baglamasi haline déntigmesi,
iddialara ragmen geriletilemeyen ekonomik krizin etkileri,
Erdogana olan giiveni sarsan etkilerde bulunmugtur. Bu etki,
uzunca bir zamandir AK Parti secmeni iizerinde rahatsizlik
yaratiyordu.

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siyasallagsma daha 6nce de altni ¢izdigimiz gibi kuvvetli ideolojik
vurgularin, ekonomik krizin ve Erdogan’a yonelik elestirilerin
kimliksel davranis dgelerin kadar agirlik kazanma istikametinde
ilerledigini vurgulamaktadir. Bu agidan madalyonun 6te yiiziinde
ise bir grup milliyetgi gelenegin kuvvetli oldugu bélgelerde
muhafazakar segmenin AK Parti yerine, bu politikalari tem temsil

eden MHPyi tercih etmesi bulunmaktadir.

“kazanma” Turk siyasal kiltiriiniin 6nemli unsurlarindan
birisidir. Kliantelist, partizan ve cemaatgi bir kiiltiirel sistem,
basariyt ve basari ihtimalini her zaman ¢ekim ve cazibe aract
kilar. Basar1 ve kazanma ihtimali oy ¢ekme, zayiflik ve kayip ise
oy kagirmada kendilerince bir rol oynarlar. Erdogan’in 17 yildir
hemen her secimden galip ¢ikmasi, kritik kaleleri ve kentleri
her daim elinde tutmasi, bunu her kosulda yapabilecegine dair
muhafazakar kesimdeki inang ve giiven siyasi giiciinde 6nemli bir
yer tutmaktadir. Bu kez ise ortada bir tiir basarisizlik vardir. Bu
durumun muhafazakar kesim bakimindan ne tiir sonuglar verecegi
ucu agik bir tartisma konusudur. Basarizilik-Erdogan iligkisinin
derinlestigi takdirde, ayni cephede ortaya cikabilecek alternatif
siyasi hareketler ve aktorlere kapi agabilecegini, Erdogan’dan
kacist tetikleyebilecegini bir ihtimal olarak beliremek gerekir.
Nitekim, Erdogan’in Istanbul secimlerini tartigmali ve tiim
kesimleri rahatsiz eden bir bicimde iptal edilmesini saglamasi
basarty1 yeniden insa etme ve bunun pesinde kogsma arayist olarak

degerlendirilebilir.

B Kutuplagmanin istiap haddi ve yeni bir  toplumsal
dalganin isaretleri

Bir biitiin olarak secim sonuglari, muhafazakar oylardaki
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tereddiit hali, muhalefetteki konsolidasyon ivmesi, 1mamoglu
tipi aktorlerin  yarattuigi cazibe, Tiirkiye'de siyaset-toplum
iligkileriyle ilgili yeni bir dalganin ipuglarini tasimaktadir. Bu
dalga heniiz belli belirsiz, ancak alttan alta kabaran bir talebi
distindiirmekte, muhtemelen toplumsal ve siyasal merkez
talebine isaret etmektedir. Yorucu ve tiim kesimlere zarar veren
bir sekilde kutuplasan tilkede itiraz sadece yénetim tarzina degil,
ayni zamanda bu tarzin irettigi sonuca mevcut kutuplagmaya,
bu kutuplagmanin icerdigi siyaset tarzina yonelik tepki olarak
tanimlanabilir. Nitekim itirazda bulugma ise kutuplar karsisinda
siyasi ve toplumsal merkezi yeniden a¢ma ve talep etme egilimi
olarak okunabilir. Bu kabarma dengeleri etkileyebilecek bir siyasi
devir hizlanmasina benzetilebilir. Hizlanmanin anlami, kiiltiirel
kimliklere endeksli se¢men davranigt yaninda, yonetimde
otoriterlesme/keyfilik dozunun artmasi, kararlardaki rasyonelligin
azalmasiyla birlikte giiven duygusu ve siyaset tarzina endeksli
segmen davraniginin yeniden giic kazanmaya baglamasidir.
Diger ifadeyle kimlikgi ve popiilist siyasetin kirilma ihtimaline

yapilan bir se¢men géndermesidir.

Bu konu {izerinde biraz durmakta, sosyolojik bir gelenegin altin:
cizmekte yarar var. Tiirkiye’de kimlik¢i-otoriter siyasetin dl¢tisti
kacinca, tilkenin cemaatgi dokusunun, kimliklere dayali ¢ok
parcali toplumsal yapisinin bir panzehir gibi devreye girmesi
bildik bir gelismedir. Bu dogaldir cemaatci yapinin veri oldugu
bir toplumda, cemaatgi siyaset, eninde sonunda, adina hareket
ettigi kesim dahil olmak tizere tiim kesimlere zarar vermektedir.
Tetikleme sistemi agikeir: Otoriter ve kimlik merkezli keyfi bir
yonetim kapisint acar. Bu kapidan girmenin bedeli ise kiiltiirel,

ckonomik, siyasi alanlarin kendi kurallarindan koparilmasi,

keyfi ve tekelci yonetime maruz kalmasidir. Bu ise, siyasi,
ekonomik, ahlaki altiist oluglar ve krizler serisiyle tanigmak
demektir. Altiist olan sadece karst kimlikler alani olmaz, hakim
kimlik dahil tiim topluluklar ahlaki, siyasi, ekonomik sarsintilar
yasarlar. Supap islevini géren ortak alanlari ayakta tutan, kisi
ve kimlik faydasi arasinda bag kuran rasyonalite tahrip olur.
Tiirkiye’de deneyiminde kimlik egemen toplumsal yapinin denge
unsurlarindan birisi, kisisel fayda, topluluk faydasi, toplum faydas:
kefelerini igeren hassas terazidir. Herkesin faydasina olan istikrar
gibi gibi unsurlar, sistemin rasyonelligi ya da rasyonellik tanimi
bunlar arasindaki gegisleri ve dengeyi varsayarlar, bu ¢ercercevede
her fayda kefesi digerlerini koruyan bir islev goriir. Tarih,
kemalizmin déntismesinde, 28 Subatta Hendek déneminde
oldugu gibi Islami kesimden Kiirtlere, sekiiler kesimden Alevilere
degin her katmanda “rasyonellik-gikar-kimlik” iligkisini
kanitlayan onlarca ornekle doludur. Nitekim AK Parti’nin
geldigi son noktada bir yandan iktidarin adina hareket ettigi
kimligin varligina ve degerlerine iligkin saha genislemekte, ancak,
diger yandan, bu genigleme kaotik, kuralsiz, 6tekinin ve ortak
degerlerin aleyhine oldukga, yargt ve adalet, se¢im ve demokrasi,
siyaset ve hakkaniyet, ekonomi ve rasyonellik arasindaki baglar
git gide kopmaktadir. Kutuplastirict siyaset, sistematik i¢ diisman
tiretimi, adim adim, iktidara destekleyen kimliklerin ve bunlarin
temel degerlerinin hilafina sonuglar tiretmekte, kimlik¢i soylem,

beka dili kendi rasyonalitesinin sinirlarini zorlamaktadir.

Denebelir ki, bu gelenek AK Parti’'nin kimlik¢i politikalar:

karsisinda kimildamaya baslamistir.

C iktidar tekelinin gorece kirilmasi

Bu raporun baginda verdigimiz kimi istatistiki bilgiler, Istanbul,
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Ankara, Adana, Antalya, Mersin gibi kentlerin ve niifusu
750.000’in tizerinde olan 30 biiyiik sehir belediyesinin yarisinin
muhalefetin eline ge¢mesi, AK Parti’nin, son dénemlerde cumhur
ittifakinin, Ttrkiye yonetimine iliskin tekelini bir 6l¢tide kirmistir.
Bu durum, Kiirtlerin yogun yasadiklart Giineydogu illeri disinda
yeni ve onemli gelismedir, bir iktidar yerleri bakimindan bir
coklagmaya (pluraliteye) isaret etmektedir. Bu durumun siyasi
hayattaki psikolojik ve politik etkileri azimsanamaz. Sinmis,
umutsuz, beklentisi diisitk muhalif kesime hem bir 1sik sunmakta,
hem daralmig siyasi alani kismen genigletme ihtimalini akla
getirmektedir. Ozellikle niifusun yiizde 30’nun yasadig1, genis
kaynaklara, kiiltiirel, ekonomik ve siyasi imkanlara sahip tilkenin
eh biiyiik 3 belediyesinin CHP tarafindan yonetilecek olmast
mubhalefet acisindan bir fiili alan agilmasini da ima eder. Ayni
tablo, belediyelerin sosyal yardim, bagus, kliantelist aglarin:
imkanlari derin bir sekilde kullanan AK Parti bakimindan ise,
bir alan ve etki araci kayb: anlamina gelmektedir. Siyasi seslerin
artmasi, siyasi alanin rekabet¢i olmasi, karar verici merkezlerin
cesitlenmesi gosteren bu hal, gectigimiz 15 yila oranla yeni ve

olumlu bir gelismedir.

D Mubhalif giiven ve ittifak kiiltiirii

Secim sonuglarinin muhalif kesimler bakimindan bir umut
olusturdugu ve 6zgiveni yiikselttigi muhakkakur. 31 Mart'in
hemen sonrasi bu politik psikoloji yiikselmistir. Erdogan’in
cogunlukeu bir sistem insastyla kazanmay1 garanti altina aldig:
ya da kazanmanin bir yolunu buldugu 6n yargisi kismen ters
yiiz edilmis ve yenilebilecegi fikri gii¢c kazanmistir. Siiphe yok,
Erdogan’in Yiiksek Se¢im Kurulu iizerinde olusturdugu bask:
ve Istanbul segimlerinin yenilenmesi karart bu duyguda yeniden

sapmalara yol agmigsa da, trend esas olarak umudun yiikselmesi
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istikametindedir. “1 Mart’la ilgili diger bir sonug ittifak siyaseti
fikrinin yerlesmesi ve bunun giiciiniin ortaya ¢ikmasidir.
Mubhalefetin farkli par¢alarinin, daha énce sdylendigi gibi, secmen
bizzat gerceklestirdigi ittifaklarla bag kurmasi 6ntimiizdeki
donem siyasetiyle ilgili kalici bir unsur olarak karsimizdadir.
Bu ittifak gereginin siyasi partiler diizeyinde 6rnegin HDP'yi
icerek sekilde genislemesi Tiirk siyasetinde kimi yeni sayfalarin

agilmasinda 6ncil bir rol oynayabilir.

HDP’NIN SECIM STRATEJISI VE SONUCLAR

HDP, 31 Mart Yerel Yonetim segimlerinde ikili bir strateji izledi. Bat1
illerinde, biiyiik sehirlerde Cumhur ittifakina, 6zellikle AK Parti’ye
karsi konumlanarak aday c¢ikarmadi. Bu davranis muhalefetin
oylarinin boliinmesini, Ankara, [stanbul ve Izmirde HDP segmenin
onemli o6lcide CHP adaylarina yonelmesini sagladi. Dogu ve
Giineydogu'da izledigi strateji ise AK Parti’yle sahada ve secimlerde
miicadele ederek, kayyum atanan belediyeleri ve fazlasini geri almay1
hedefliyordu. Stratejinin ilk ayaginda biiytiik bir basart saglandi.
Ikinci ayak ise beklenen sonuglari vermedi. 2014 yerel yonetim
secimlerinde 102 yerlesim yerini kazanmis olan HDP, bu yerlerden bir
cogunu kaybetti, elindeki belediye sayis1 65% diistii. Bununla birlikte
belirtmek gerekir ki, bir iki istisna disgtnda HDP Giineydogu’da
bityiik il merkezlerinde basarisini tekrarlarken, kirsal alanda, kiicitk
yerlerde AK Parti karsisinda geriledi. Tiirkiye genelindeki Genel Il
[rade Meclisindeki iiye say1st ise 132’den 101’ diistii.

Bu tablonun gerek Bati kentlerindeki HDP se¢meni davranisina
oranla gerek AK Partinin anti-Kiirt politikasina ve soylemi
kargisinda, beklentilerin  tersine  gelistigi ve bir paradoks
olusturdugunu belirtmek gerekir. HDP, yayinladigi, “31 Mart 2019
[l Segim Raporlart Degerlendirmesi” baslikli ¢alismada “Ozelestiri”

baslig1 altinda bu durumu syle izah etmistir:

“Se¢im  ¢aligmalarina  zamaninda, planli  ve  programli

baglanmamistir. Diizenli bir planlama ortaya konulmamistir.
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Sahaya ¢ok ge¢ cikilmistir. Ozellikle tasinan segmenler konusunu

yeterince dnemsenmemis, sadece itirazlarla yetinilmistir.

Adaylar belirlenirken halk esas alinmamistir. Yerel yonetimler
merkezi siyasetin alanindan ¢ikarilmalidir. Sistemin yapugi baskilar
ve planlar halka yeteri kadar anlatilmamistir. Kiirdistani Partilerle
yapilan ittifak pratik anlamda saha calismalarina yansimamuistir.
Secim ¢alismalarinda ikna komisyonlarinin misyonlarini tam olarak
yerine getirmemistir. Kimi yerlerde koordinasyon tiyeleri arasindaki
iletisimsizlik yasanmistir, calisma programina bagli kalinmamustr,
alinan kararlarin pratik uygulanma esnasinda tartisilmaya acilmistir,
halk ile iletisimde parti dili ve tislubu yerine bireyler kendi tarz ve
yontemiyle yaklasim gostermistir, orgiitlii durus ve kisilikten uzak
tamamen bireysel yaklagimlar sergilenmistir. Genel Merkezimizden
gelen bazi arkadaslar kendini her seyin merkezinde goriip orgticliilitk
esaslarina uygun olmayan sekilde kararlar almaya ve uygulamaya

calismistir.

Daha ¢ok parti teskilati eksiklerine génderme yapan bu ozelesti
faslinda belirtilenler disinda, bu paradoksu, Kiirt siyasi alaninda
yasanan cogulculasma egilimiyle, kimlik digt unsurlarin
siyasallagmadaki payiyla, devlet kadar orgiitiin  politikalarina
mesafe alinmasiyla, 2015 yazi Hendek siyasetinin heniiz silinmeyen
etkileriyle ve kiigiik yerlerde aday kimlikleri ve gelenekler arasindaki
iliskiyle agiklamak yerinde olacakur.

. ULUSAL SIYASETTE HDP FAKTORU

2014 Cumbhurbaskanligi secimlerinden bu yana Tiirk siyasetinin
yeni bir ger¢egi bulunuyor. Bu ger¢ek, HDP’nin oy oraninin ulusal
diizeyde olgunlagsmasi ve yilizde 10'u asan bir seviyeye yerlesmis

olmasidir. 2014’te 6nce Demirtas ylizde 9.8’lik bir oya ulagmis, bu
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oran takip eden secimlerde HDP adina yiizde 13.1 (Haziran 2015),
yiizde 10.8 (Kasim 2015), yiizde 11.70 (Haziran 2018) olarak devam

etmistir.

Bu seyir esasen Dogu ve Giineydogu Anadolu merkezli baslayan,
2011’den sonra Suriye’ye sirayet eden Kiirt sorununun, son
asamada Turk siyasi alanina agirlik koymaya baslamasina isaret
eder. Tirkiye'nin parcali se¢men dokusunda HDP segmeni bugiin
itibariyle kilit bir 6neme sahiptir. HDP, 2014 sonrasi oy oranlariyla
AK Parti ve CHP’den sonra Tirkiye'nin tgiincii biytik siyasi
egilimi olmustur. Son genel segimlerde MHP'yi ve [YI Parti’yi geride
birakmig, TBMM’in ti¢iincii biiyiik grubu olusturmus durumdadr.

Sadece bu tablo bile, Kiirt sorununun, anti-Kiirt bir ittifaka, beka
sdylemine ve asayis politikalarina verdigi yaniti gdsterir. Bu yanut,
alan geniglemesi, ulus sathina yayilma ve dinamik cesitlenmesi
seklinde olmusgtur. 1990’larda Tirkiyenin 10-15 ilini kusatan bu
sorun bugiin Suriye’den Istanbul’a uzanan bir hat iizerinde iilkenin
ve bolgenin belirleyici bir dinamigine dontismiistiir. Buna dair en
yakin kanit son yerel secimlerde karsimiza ¢ikmis. HDP se¢meni

ozellikle Istanbul’da belirleyici bir rol oynamistir

Bu tablo, Kiirt meselesi ve HDP se¢menin Tiirk siyasetiyle iliski

bakimindan iki hususun altini ¢izmeyi gerektirir

[lk husus Tiirkiyenin HDP disindaki tiim partileri kusatan hakim
Kiirt politikastyla Kiirt siyasi agirliginin ters orantili hali ve bunun

muhtemel sonuglarina iligkindir.

Tirkiye’nin yeni siyasal sistemiyle ve iki turlu se¢im diizeniyle, gerek
secmen gerek siyasi partiler diizeyinde genel bir “ittifaklar siyaseti’ne

dogru yol aldig: dikkate alinirsa, Tiirkiye genelinde yiizde 10-
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12’lik potansiyele sahip HDP se¢meninin siyasi yelpazedeki rolii

gormezden gelinemez.

Yenikapi mitingine HDP’nin ¢agrilmamasina tepki vermeyen
Kiligdaroglu'nun bu kez Samsun icin HDP es baskani Buldan
aramasi, Bestepe'nin onayiyla Ocalan etrafinda yasanan gelismeler,
Bahgelinin “Ocalanavukatlariylagoriisebilir” agtklamasi, Erdogan’in
beka yerine Tiirkiye ve birlik séylemini devreye sokmasi, bu agidan
bir farkindaliga isaret eden gekingen adimlar olarak nitelendirilebilir.
Ancak, bununla birlikte sistemde Kiirt politikasinda hakim riizgar,
hala, soruna, HDP’ye ve HDP se¢menine iliskin bir buharlagma

beklentisi ve yok sayan tutumdur.

Bu, sistemi kilitleyebilecek bir paradokstur ve Tiirk siyaseti
ontimiizdeki dénemde bunu soyle ya da boyle asmak durumunda
olacakur. Siyasi masay1 Kiirtler olmadan, Kiirt segmenini dikkate

almadan kurmak gitgide zorlasmaktadir.

Ikinci husus HDP segmen kitlesinin yapisinda yasanan gorece

degisimle ilgilidir.

Kiirt hareketinin gesitli siyasi partileri uzun siire oy oranlari ylizde
5-6 arasinda degisen, bolge se¢meni tizerine kurulu yapilar oldular.
Esik 2014’te agild1. Agilan esik sadece oy oranlarina degil, HDP’nin
secmen yapisina da ilisgkindi. HDP se¢meni sayisal olarak artarken,
secmen dokusu da ¢esitlenmeye basladi. Giineydogu’daki sosyo-
ekonomik gelisme, kentlesme, kentlerde yiikselen orta kesim ve kentli
sermaye ve bunun HDP’ye yansimasi, segmen ¢esitlenmesinin ilk
ve goriinen verisidir. HDP’nin Giineydogu disinda, 6zellikle biiytik
kentlerdeki segmen dokusu da gerek koken gerek siyasi egilim gerek
sinifsal doku agisindan heterojen bir yapida karsimiza ¢ikmakeadir.

Bu ¢ergevede HDP se¢meni ile HDP tegkilat iliskisi “militan parti-
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militan miigteri/partili” iligkilerinin 6tesine ge¢mektedir. Diger bir
ifadeyle HDP politikalari ile HDP se¢meni arasinda iliski tam bir
miitekabiliyet iligkisi degildir. HDP se¢meni gorece olarak kendi
basina bir siyasi kategori olusmakta ve siyasi anlami bakimindan
ozerk bir boyut tagimaktadir. Bu se¢men, baski altundaki Kiirt
alanina ve HDP’ye sahiplenme bakimindan homojen, HDP’nin

stratejileri acisindan heterojen bir siyasi davranis gdstermektedir.

Cok boyutlu, ¢ok katmanli muhtemel bir segmen dokusuna isaret
eden bu gelisme hem Kiirt sorunu hem Tiirk siyaseti igin yeni bir
girdidir. Bu girdinin, Kiirt hareketinin sistemin igine, merkeze
¢ekilmesi bakimindan bir imkan olusturdugunu belirtmek gerekir.
Bugiin iilkede se¢men sosyolojisi bakimindan dogmakta olan
yeni egilimlerden birisi, kutuplagmayla eriyen toplumsal merkezin
yeniden kurulmasi, buna iliskin siyasetin 6ne ¢ikmasi ise, HDP’nin
mevcut segmen dokusuyla bu ¢ercevede ve alanda bir rolii olacagini,
Kiirt hareketi icinde bu yonde bir siyasi durusu tesvik edecegini
gormek gerekir. Bu tiir bir gelisme Tiirkiye’de siyasi alaninin
yeniden kurulmasi kadar Kiirt sorununu ¢oziimii istikametinde

onemli aractir.

OCALAN’IN MESAJLARI

Kiirt meselesiyle ilgili diger 6nemli bir husus, 31 Mart segimlerinden
bir siire, 6 Mayis 2019’da Ocalan’in avukatlariyla gériismesiydi.
[lk goriismede PKK lideri disartya bir mesaj yayinladi. Bu, ¢éziim
siirecinin sona ermesinden ve 2015 Newrozundan sonra Ocalan’in
ilk kez Kiirtlere konusmasina ve disartya mesaj yollanmasina izin

verilmesiydi.

Bu durum, her seyden once siyasi iktidarin Ocalan’in sesinin

duyulmasina yeniden ihtiyag duydugunu gostermektedir. Bu
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ihtiyacin nasil ve nereden hasil olduguna dair ortada heniiz somut
bir bilgi bulunmuyor. Iptal edilen Istanbul segimleri ve Kiirt oylarini
mesaj yollamak, basarisizligi getiren beka sdyleminden kismen
sapmak, aOrtadogu’da ortaya ¢ikan muhtemel baskilar ve pazarliklar
gibi bir ¢ok ihtimalden soz edilebilir. Ancak bugiin itibariyle
onemli olan Ocalan’in siyasi iktidar tarafindan aktarilmasina onay
verilen, dolayisiyla faydali gordiigii goriisleridir. Bunlar kisaca,
“toplumsal uzlagma, demokratik miizakere, Suriye’nin bittinligi,
burada Kiirtlerin yerel demokrasiyle yetinmeleri ve Tirkiye’nin
hassasiyetlerini dikkate almalari” olarak 6zetlenebilir. Ozellikle bu

son husus yeni bir mutabakatin baglangi¢c noktasi olmaya adaydir.

Bu haliyle bile soz konusu olan bir pencere agilmasidir, Kiirt
sorununun iklimiyle ve siyasi normallesme beklentileriyle ilgili

olarak 6nemsenmesi gerekir.

Kosullar olusursa ve siyasi akil galebe calarsa, bir biitiin halinde
bu gelismeler, gerek muhalefet denkleminde gerek siyasi iktidarin
hareket tarzinda Kiirtler, Kiirt meselesi ve Kiirt hareketinin yeni
bir yer bulabilecegi, dislanma, beka ve asayis dist bir limana dogru

yelken agabilecegini gostermektedir.
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SONUC:

Tiirk siyaseti kimliklere sikigmis bir solokajdan ¢ikma sinyalleri
vermistir. Olumlu acidan bakilacak olursa, duraganliktan ¢ikis, siyasi
denge ve ittifaklari tazeleyici, toplum-siyaset iliskilerinin yenileyici bir
potansiyel tagimaktadir. AKP-MHP ittifakinin tartusmali gelecegi,
HDP’nin icerildigi ittifak sistemleri, kevcut kossularin yeni siyasi
akeorlerin sahaya ¢ikmasina elverisli olmasi siyasi alanda bir canlanmay1
ve ¢oklagsmay1 vadetmektedir. Kiirt meselesinde hem i¢ dinamikler hem
uluslararast dengelerin siyasete doniis ihtiyacini tegvik etmesi beklenir.
Olumsuz bir persfektiften bakildiginda muhtemel gelisme AK Parti’nin

kiiciilerek sertlesmesi siyasete doniis yollarini gegici olarak tikamasidir.

[stikamet hangisi olursa olsun AK Parti’'nin gorece inisi agik bir

baslamistir.

A defining moment of Mr Ahern’s
three terms in office as Taoiseach was the successful negotiation of the
Good Friday Agreement in April 1998. Mr Ahern held the Presidency of
the European Council in 2004, presiding over the historic enlargement of
the EU to 27 member states. Since leaving Government in 2008 Mr Ahern
has dedicated his time to conflict resolution and is actively involved with
many groups around the world. Current roles include Co-Chair of The
Inter Action Council; Member of the Clinton Global Initiative; Member of
the International Group dealing with the conflict in the Basque Country;
Honorary Adjunct Professor of Mediation and Conflict Intervention in
NUI Maynooth; Member of the Kennedy Institute of NUI Maynooth;
Member of the Institute for Cultural Diplomacy, Berlin; Member of the
Varkey Gems Foundation Advisory Board; Member of Crisis Management
Initiative; Member of the World Economic Forum Agenda Council on
Negotiation and Conflict Resolution; Member of the IMAN Foundation;
Advisor to the Legislative Leadership Institute Academy of Foreign Affairs;
Senior Advisor to the International Advisory Council to the Harvard

International Negotiation Programme; and Director of Co-operation
Ireland.
