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Foreword

On 11 June, DPI hosted an online roundtable meeting entitled ‘Opposition’s
Perspective on the Political, Social and Economic Effects of COVID-19 in Tur-
key with Temel Karamollaoglu, Leader of Felicity (Saadet) Party. This was the
third roundtable meeting of a series of online meetings engaging representa-
tives from a wide spectrum of political parties in Turkey, including the ruling
Justice and Development Party (AK Party); the opposition parties Republi-
can People’s Party (CHP) and The Peoples’ Democratic Party (HDP); and the
newly established parties, Democracy and Progress (DEVA) and Future Par-
ty. Previous online meetings hosted representatives of AK Party and HDP.

The roundtable brought together a diverse group of participants, including
academics, civil society leaders, journalists, lawyers, politicians, members of
Wise Persons’ Committee (WPC), some of whom have been part of DPI's core
group as well as new participants. We were pleased to also be joined by rep-
resentatives from the European Union, different Embassies in Ankara, and
other peacebuilding organisations.

The aim of the event was to continue discussing the role of the opposition
in the current situation in Turkey, as well as the challenges and opportuni-
ties presented by COVID-19 in terms of conflict resolution. Through online
roundtable meetings, DPI aims in ensuring that channels of communication
remain open and dialogue is kept alive during this time of uncertainty.

During the roundtable, Temel Karamollaoglu highlighted the key principles
of the Saadet Party being moral values such as justice, social solidarity and
freedom of thought. Karamollaoglu spoke about current issues in Turkey
which include polarisation, lack of freedom of press and lack of transparen-
cy in governmental institutions. He emphasised the need for dialogue that
includes the opposition, in order to combat polarisation in the country. The
speaker also criticised the lack of justice and transparency which generates
corruption and a weak judiciary system. Strengthening of the parliament is
important in bringing opposition parties together.

In addition, Karamollaoglu discussed the importance of economic and tech-
nological development of the country, though he argued these two are of
secondary importance to the aforementioned moral values. He also spoke
about the foreign policy and argued that developed countries continue to
be exploited today by stronger states. Thus, Turkey needs to create an inde-
pendent foreign policy, without the influence of other states.

During the discussion session, participants had the opportunity to ask ques-
tions and discuss the role of the opposition in the earlier peace process in
Turkey. The speaker stated that though they did not go against the peace
process, which was initiated by the government, the party did not give it its
full support. Regarding the Kurdish issue now, he stated that is should be
resolved through peaceful means rather than a military solution. Therefore,
a similar peace process and negotiations are needed to resolve the Kurdish
issue.

The online roundtables form part of a larger series of activities in the context
of the project ‘Supporting Inclusive Dialogue at a Challenging Time in Turkey,
supported by the EU and the Norwegian and Irish governments. Our online
discussion will continue with leaders from other political parties in Turkey.

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‘Current Situation in Turkey &
the Political, Social and Economic

Temel Karamollaoglu, Leader of Saadet Party, started off the presenta-
tion by thanking DPI for the opportunity to speak at this roundtable.
Karamollaoglu emphasised the establishment of peace, welfare and secu-
rity, as the main objectives of Saadet Party. He then highlighted justice,
social solidarity, freedom of thought and belief as the main principles of
the party. The economic and technological development of the country
are also important, but they are secondary. Additionally, he argued that
Turkey needs to create a foreign policy independent of the influence of
strong countries.

Throughout his presentation, Karamollaoglu underlined the importance
of solving differences in peace and through dialogue. Turkey is currently
facing many issues — one of them being the long-term governance of the
ruling party. He discussed that Turkey needs to have an environment of
peace and dialogue where people can speak freely, which should be cre-
ated by the ruling party. Karamollaoglu stated that justice should be the
foundation of property and the state as lack of justice can result in a po-
lice state. In Turkey, the confidence in the judiciary system has weakened.
Justice and law are the main issues that the ruling party should address,
and the opposition can also play an important role to tackle these issues.
Karamollaoglu argued that transparency is crucial to tackle corruption.
The state supervisory bodies, for example, the Court of Accounts, have
become almost unfunctional due to the high level of corruption.

Freedom of thought and belief are important because citizens should be
able to freely write about government actions and inactions. In Turkey;,
this issue is violated. People are not able to talk about various issues in
the media. These restrictions are also reflected in parliament.

Karamollaoglu argued that economic reforms are needed for Turkey’s de-
velopment. People do not want to keep their savings in their own country
if they suspect that their savings will be confiscated.

The Role of the Opposition in Turkey

Is there a strong and constructive opposition in Turkey? Is it possible
to argue that the opposition also played a role in the deterioration
of human rights and democratisation attempts in Turkey? Uphold-
ing the ‘survival of the state’ (devletin bekasi) has been a well-known
argument of governments in Turkey. Could it be argued that the op-
position often gives in to this argument and that therefore allows the

governments to use it as an excuse to violate human rights?

Karamollaoglu began by saying that there is a need for the opposition to
be more coherent. They should be able to form alliances. There have been
some attempts in this regard. However, because of certain political games
that aim to prevent the opposition from coming together, it is not easy to
form a unified voice against the current situation in Turkey. Furthermore,
the parties have serious concerns about how different voter bases would

react. Voters have their sensitivities that cannot be easily ignored.

Tiirkiye'de gilicli ve yapici bir muhalefet var mi1? Tiirkiye'de insan
haklarinin ve demokratiklesme girisimlerinin gerilemesinde muha-
lefetin de rol oynadigini séylemek miimkiin miidiir? Devletin beka-
sim saglamak Tiirkiye'deki hiikiimetlerin iyi bilinen bir argiimani
olmustur. Muhalefetin bu argiimana sik sik teslim oldugu ve bu
nedenle hiikiimetin bunu insan haklarim ihlal etmek i¢in bir baha-
ne olarak kullanmasina izin verdigi s6ylenebilir mi?

Karamollaoglu, muhalefetin bir araya gelebilmesine yoénelik bir ihtiyac
oldugunu soéyleyerek sozlerine basladi. Muhalefet, ittifak kurabilmeli.
Bu konuda bazi girisimler oldu. Ancak muhalefetin bir araya gelmesi-
ni engellemeyi amaglayan bazi siyasi oyunlar nedeniyle, Turkiye'deki
mevcut duruma karsi hep bir agizdan ses ¢ikarmak kolay degil. Daha-
s1, partilerin farkli segmen tabanlarinin nasil tepki verecegi konusun-
da ciddi endiseleri var. Se¢menlerin, kolayca géz ardi edilemeyecek
hassasiyetleri var.
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Karamollaoglu argues that the ‘survival of the state’ is a real problem
in Turkey. The partition of Turkey is still a serious threat and the gov-
ernments in Turkey often use it for their political purposes. In principle,
everything should be discussed in an atmosphere of unity. Karamollaoglu
believes that the opposition is learning lessons from the past. There are
still very rigid attitudes in politics, but they are slowly changing.

Currently, there are two blocs in Turkish politics. There is the ruling bloc,
formed by AK Party and MHP, which seems to be unified in a lot of as-
pects and the opposition bloc, which is much more segmented. On the
other hand, there is the National Alliance (Millet ittifaki) formed by CHP,
ivi party, and Saadet Party alliance. Additionally, there is HDP, which
‘unofficially’ supported this alliance in certain areas, as well as the newly
created parties. Will this threefold opposition be able to form a unity and
move together? Will there be new alliances within the opposition bloc?

Karamollaoglu argued that Turkey needs a new rhetoric, not only regard-
ing the peace process, but also about other social and political topics.
There should be an environment of dialogue and the opposition should
be able to agree on basic principles and form alliances based on these
principles. The peace process should be included in these agreed prin-
ciples. Politicians and parties involved should, from the very beginning,
accept the fact that there will be differences of opinions and difficult con-
versations ahead. Everyone needs to be patient and prioritise peace and
stability. Once this is achieved, there will also be room to focus on the
economic development of the country. The main priority should be the
creation of an environment for peace.

Karamollaoglu argued that talking about alliances outside of the elections
season is not very useful or constructive. Parties that will eventually form
alliances will have different opinions and ideologies. That is why there are
different parties in the first place. If it were not for the 10% parliamen-
tary threshold in Turkey, many parties would not even form alliances.
However, this is not the case. Therefore, political parties need to come
together and be able to work together on some issues. During the last
elections, two major issues brought parties together. First, the agreement

Karamollaoglu, Turkiye'nin sadece baris sireciyle ilgili degil, diger
sosyal ve siyasi konularda da yeni bir sdyleme ihtiyaci oldugunu sa-
vundu. Bir diyalog ortami olmali, muhalefet temel ilkeler Uzerinde
anlasabilmeli ve bu ilkelere dayal ittifaklar olusturabilmelidir. Baris
sureci, Uzerinde anlagmaya varilan bu ilkelere dahil edilmelidir. ilgili
politikacilar ve partiler, en basindan itibaren, ileride fikir ayriliklari ve
zor konusmalar yasanacag: gercegini kabul etmelidir. Herkesin sabirl
olmasi ve baris ve istikrara 6ncelik vermesi gerekir. Bu bir kez saglan-
diginda tilkenin ekonomik kalkinmasina da odaklanilacaktir. Baris icin
gereken ortamin yaratilmasi esas ¢ncelik olmalidir.

Karamollaoglu, secim doénemi disinda ittifaklardan bahsetmenin ¢ok
yararli ve yapici olmadigini savundu. Sonunda ittifaklar kuracak olan
partiler farkl gorus ve ideolojilere sahip olacak.

Turkey. There could be an alternative presidential system where checks
and balances are in place, but as it is, the powers of the president are
unchecked. The opposition parties managed to unite around this issue.
They all believe that the parliament should be above the president. Sec-
ond, the issue of the parliamentary threshold. There are new parties in
the picture, DEVA Party and the Future Party and their direction will be
very significant.

According to the most recent polls, AK Party’s votes have decreased
dramatically. The AK Party and MHP alliance receive around 40% in the
polls. This means that the opposition, along with the undecided voters,
forms approximately 60% of the voters. If the opposition manages to
form an alliance, there is a real possibility of change in the government in
the next elections. However, creating these alliances is not easy. For ex-
ample, when the parties forming the 60% decide to form an alliance, they
might also lose votes, and the votes for the ruling bloc might increase. The
opposition needs to work on establishing basic principles that they agree
on. It should also be noted that these questions and figures are not only
valid for the opposition. The president is aware of the situation.

Saadet Party’s Political, Social and Economic Vision

A participant expressed that Karamollaoglu, as well as the former Pres-
ident Abdullah Gul and the current President Erdogan, come from the
same political tradition, the National Vision (Milli Gortas) Movement®.
A movement that first came into the political sphere in Turkey with the
National Order Party (Milli Nizam Partisi) under the leadership of Nec-
mettin Erbakan. This tradition has a focus on preserving and promoting
religious and conservative values and traditionally argued against the re-
strictions imposed on these principles by the Kemalist Republic. “Bearing
in mind that a branch of this tradition holds the government, what
can be said about the current state of this tradition?”

() The National Vision (Milli Gériis) Movement is a religious political movement in Turkey.
Throughout the history of modern Turkey, there have been various conservative political
parties that that were inspired by this movement and its initial leader, Necmettin Erbakan.
Up until early 2000s, political parties and politicians that came out of the movement were
repeatedly banned from politics for violating the republic's principle of secularism. In 2000,
the movement was divided into two and reformers established AK Party. Today, AK Party and
Saadet Party represent two different branches of this movement.

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Karamollaoglu further argued that the National Vision Movement in Tur-
key must make peace with its history and religious tradition. He stated
that this is why when he became the chair of Saadet Party, he said that he
was not an Islamist, but a Muslim. One cannot and should not ignore fun-
damental rights and principles, to impose their world view. What should
be done is to create an environment where people with different princi-
ples are accepted and respected like everyone else. People from the Na-
tional Vision tradition and others should be able to come together. Refer-
ring to CHP’s anti-headscarf stance in the past, Karamollaoglu expressed
the importance of the CHP party leader, Kemal Kilicdaroglu's recent com-
ments on the issue. This is a significant move by the opposition party.
There were two milestones in this regard. First was in 1974 when, for the
first time in the republic’s history, CHP and a party from the National Vi-
sion Movement, National Salvation Party (Milll Selamet Partisi), formed
a coalition. Then, the party leader of CHP Ecevit was critical of his party’s
policies concerning conservative movements. The second milestone was
Kilicdaroglu's above-mentioned remarks about the headscarf issue.

Karamollaoglu stated that people who come from the National Vision
Movement should be able to talk with anyone whose fundamental princi-
ples are justice, freedom of speech and thought, transparency, account-
ability, and peace. For example, there are a lot of communalities with so-
cial democrats concerning economic policies. The ruling party repeatedly
brings up the fact that the national income has gone up. However, if there
is no equal distribution, if people are living under the hunger limit, the
fact that the national income has gone up is irrelevant.

People from the National Vision tradition prioritise morals, spiritual val-
ues and culture, but the foundation of these moral valued should be the
beforementioned principles. There are many misunderstandings about
this. Other Islamic countries where these principles were unfortunately
never adequately prioritised also plays a role in this misunderstanding.
When they first came into power, AK Party claimed to be the first Islamic
country to do this put they failed. After gaining control, AK Party started
going back on their principles. This resulted in some people leaving the
party; the initial cadre changed. If people who joined a cause together
split, it means that there have been significant problems.

It could be argued that in Turkey, there is a need to redefine the so-
cial contract. what should be the foundation of the social contract

Karamollaoglu, Turkiye'deki Milli Goris Hareketi'nin kendi tarihi
ve dini gelenegini kabullenmesi gerektigini savundu. Saadet Partisi
genel bagkani oldugunda islamci degil Misliman oldugunu belirt-
mesinin sebebinin bu oldugunu soyledi.

Karamollaoglu, Milli Gorus Hareketinden gelenlerin temel ilkeleri
adalet, ifade ve distnce 6zgurlugu, seffaflik, hesap verebilirlik ve ba-
ris olan herkesle konusabilmesi gerektigini belirtti. Ornegin, ekono-
mik politikalarla ilgili olarak sosyal demokratlarla ¢ok sayida ortak
nokta var. Iktidar partisi, milli gelirin arttigini sirekli tekrarliyor. An-
cak esit dagilim yoksa, insanlar aglik sinirinin altinda yastyorsa milli
gelirin artmis olmas: 6nemsizdir.

Milli Gorus gelenegine mensup kisiler ahlaki degerlere, manevi de-
gerlere ve kultire oncelik verir, ancak bu ahlaki degerlerin temeli yu-
karida belirtilen ilkeler olmalidir. Bununla ilgili bircok yanlis anlama
var. Bu ilkelerin ne yazik ki hi¢cbir zaman yeterince onceliklendiril-
medigi diger Islam tlkeleri de bu yanhs anlamada rol oynamaktadir.

Bir
davaya birlikte katilan insanlarin yollarini ayirmasi, énemli sorunlar
oldugu anlamina gelir.

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in Saadet Party’s vision? Should it be rights or moral, cultural, and

political norms?

In such issues, Karamollaoglu argued that norms and values inevita-
bly play a role, but fundamental rights should also not be overlooked.
However, what happens if they contradict each other? There is a need
to look from a point that encompasses both. Every citizen should be
able to feel safe and peacefully live together despite their religious or
ethnic background. Due to the extreme attitudes of the people in both
ends of the spectrum, Turkey is currently not in a position to have
this conversation. It should also not be forgotten that dialogue does
not start from these ends. It starts in the middle. According to Kara-
mollaoglu, despite its shortcomings and wrongdoings, the process in
Turkey helped the opposition to mature in a sense that it promoted
dialogue.

Talking about the time that he was in prison during the 1980 coup at-
tempt, Karamollaoglu expressed that though he was not tortured himself,
he witnessed what was done to others, especially left-wing activists. He
talked about how, regrettably, these methods were backed up by some
right-wing activists.

Karamollaoglu, katilimcinin ayrimciliktan kaynaklanan siddet ortami-
na iliskin degerlendirmesine katildigini belirtti. Siddet her toplumda,
bizim toplumumuzda, ABD'de ve Avrupa'da var. Varliginin nedenleri-
ni dogru bir sekilde belirleme ve onu ¢ézmeye calisma ihtiyac: vardir.
Yaklasimlar farkl olabilir, ancak bu tartismalar gerceklesmelidir.
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Karamollaoglu believes that there is a need to reconsider the concept
of secularism, which the National Vision Movement has been critical of.
There is a difference between French secularism (laicité) and English sec-
ularism. While he notes the shortcomings of both, he is more critical of
the French approach. Either way, Karamollaoglu notes that secularism
should not be seen as being anti-religious.

“George Floyd'’s killing, his ‘I can’t breathe!’ screams echoed around
the world and in Turkey and prompted a reaction from both the rul-
ing party and opposition parties. There is also a problem of violence
in Turkey, particularly in relation to women, minorities, LGBTQ+, and
environmentalists. There is a general atmosphere of violence. What
would Saadet’s practical approach for example in relation to violence
against women?”

Karamollaoglu expressed that he agreed with the participant’s assess-
ment of the environment of violence, which is rooted from discrimina-
tion. Violence exists in every society, in ours, in the US and Europe. There
is a need to correctly identify the reasons for its existence and try to solve
it. The approaches might be different, but these should be discussed.

In terms of violence against women, Turkey has come to a point where
when a woman calls the police and declares that she has been subjected
to violence; the police does not question it, but takes the husband right
away. He believes that this situation is open to manipulation and could
also have a counter effect, increase violence. Signalling the Istanbul Con-
vention, Karamollaoglu thinks the root of the problem that Turkey is in
right now is the law that allows this to happen. He argues that family is
the foundation of society, created by a man and a woman.

Parties that come from the National Will Movement claim to have a
political Islamist approach to the economy and highlight issues such
as welfare and equal distribution of resources. There is also a claim of
being an alternative to the system. In this sense, Erbakan’s Fair Order
Project (Adil Diizen Projesi) was a product of this claim. However, up
until now, when parties from the National Will Movement came into
power, they implemented neoliberal approaches. What is the econom-
ic strategy of the Saadet Party?

Saadet Party believes that economic development can only be achieved

Karamollaoglu, kadina yonelik siddet acisindan Turkiye'nin, bir ka-
dinin polisi arayip siddete maruz kaldigini séylediginde polisin bunu
sorgulamadig1 ve kocayl hemen alip goétirdigi bir konuma geldigini
soyledi.

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through increased productivity and that the government needs to play a
part in this. They are in favour of a mixed economy approach and believe
that following an increase in the national income due to increased produc-
tivity, there should be a fair distribution of income. Disagreeing with the par-
ticipant’s assessment of previous policies, Karamollaoglu talked about two
significant developments that happened in 1974. First, the foundation of an
interest-free development bank, and second, the investments into the in-
dustry. Later, during the governments with Demirel, the industry was again
prioritised. In 1996, Erbakan made initiatives with regards to the Fair Order
Project and introduced a raise for civil servants. These initiatives demon-
strate what can be done in terms of economic development.

Regarding the minimum wage, Karamollaoglu stated that the aim should
be the poverty line, not the hunger line. There is a lot that needs to be
done for the farmers. Saadet Party’s priority would be to increase pro-
ductivity. In the beginning, the state would need to be involved in the
economy because there is not enough capital accumulation. Agriculture,
food, and medicine should be the highest priorities of the government.
Finally, Karamollaoglu noted that Artificial Intelligence and high tech are
also critical fields that could create employment.

What are your thoughts about the current Hagia Sophia debate? Saa-
det Party campaigned for turning Hagia Sophia into a mosque for a
long time.®

() At the time of the meeting turning Hagia Sophia into a mosque was still a debate. Turkey’s
Council of State - the highest administrative court in the country - paved the way for Hagia
Sophia’s conversion back into a mosque, overturning a decision that turned the then mosque
into a museum in 1935.

Karamollaoglu, bu konunun abartilmamasi gerektigini savundu. Cum-
hurbaskani Erdogan, giindemi nasil degistirecegini biliyor. Birdenbire
bir konu ortaya cikarir, herkes onun hakkinda konusur ve tartisir.
Ayasofya ile ilgili tartisma bunun bir baska érnegi.

Ote yandan kiliseleri camiye dénistiirmek, var olmasina ragmen ok
yaygin bir gelenek degildir. istanbul fethedildiginde Ayasofya, Fatih
Sultan Mehmet tarafindan cami olarak kutsandi. Saadet Partisi buna
saygl duyulmas: gerektigine inaniyor.

Kirtge yayin yapan bir devlet kanalinin (TRT 6) agilmasi
gibi olumlu ve degerli gelismeler yasandi. Kisinin ana dilini ézgurce

Ulkenin en yiiksek idare mahkemesi olan Danistay, Ayasofya'nin camiye déniismesinin éniin
acti ve 1935'te o zamanki camiyi muizeye ceviren bir karar bozdu.
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Karamollaoglu argued that this issue should not be exaggerated. Presi-
dent Erdogan knows how to change the agenda. He suddenly brings up
a topic, and everyone is talking and fighting about it. The debate about
Hagia Sophia is another example of this.

On the other hand, turning churches into mosques is not a very wide-
spread tradition, though it exists. When Istanbul was conquered, Hagia
Sophia was consecrated as a mosque by Fatih Sultan Mehmet. Saadet
Party believes that this should be respected. However, today this topic
should not be a priority. When there are so many other pressing issues,
Hagia Sophia is not an urgent topic.

The Kurdish Issue and the Solution Process

The Kurdish issue was not mentioned as one of the main issues that
Turkey is experiencing. Would you consider the Kurdish issue to be
one of the biggest challenges in Turkey?

Karamollaoglu argued that the Kurdish issue in Turkey needs to be resolved
peacefully. The current government has tried to address this issue in the
past. These were positive and valuable developments, such as having a gov-
ernment broadcasting channel in Kurdish (TRT 6). Being able to speak one’s
native language freely and the right to education in the native language are
essential rights that need to be discussed. However, these demands should
not turn into initiatives that divide Turkey. There is a need to come together
and develop policies collectively. However, these are sensitive issues. Kara-
mollaoglu reminded the prison sentence that Necmettin Erbakan received in
2000 due to his remarks in Bingol regarding the Kurdish issue.

“Since the end of the solution process in 2015, there has been an in-
crease in the use of nationalist and polarising language. Did the oppo-
sition adequately contribute to the solution process? In a future peace
process, what should be the role of the opposition?”

Karamollaoglu stated that there was a general atmosphere of hope when
the peace process started in 2013. The fact that the people who partici-
pated in the process represented many different backgrounds was also
very important. However, things changed, and now people are not even
talking about a peace process. There has been a lack of transparency over
the reasons why and how the process ended. Karamollaoglu also noted
that there was an initial lack of transparency about the aim of the process

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and the government’s goals. These were some of the reasons why the
opposition was hesitant to fully support the peace process at the time.
He mentioned that one of the initiatives of the process, the Wise People
Committee, was a promising initiative that could have had a lasting posi-
tive influence if it was not restricted.

Karamollaoglu also believes that certain groups utilised the environment
for peace to enforce extreme agendas. Using the example of Cizre, he
mentioned that it was not realistic to expect the government to turn a
blind eye to what was happening. Nevertheless, he highlighted the im-
portance of solving these issues through dialogue and negotiations and
expressed a need for a new peace process in Turkey.

Foreign Policy

“You were critical of the operations in Afrin and took a stance against
the government. What are your thoughts about the government’s pol-
icy in Syria?”

Karamollaoglu expressed that, according to Saadet Party, the govern-
ment’s policies concerning Syria are wrong and destructive. There are
grave problems in Syria that need to be addressed. However, the gov-
ernment ignored suggestions concerning how these problems should be
handled. Today, the situation that Turkey is a result of the government’s
misguided policies. Syria is destroyed. There are 7 million refugees that
fled the country and 7 million refugees that are internally displaced.

“Following the 1980 military coup, fundamental rights and freedoms
in Turkey were heavily restricted in the constitution of 1982. People
were tortured and the state violated people’s rights. In the 2000s,
there were various changes in the law to protect and uphold human
rights. Most of these new laws and regulations could be implemented
because of the EU accession process. What is your assessment?”

Karamollaoglu stated that, in principle, he agreed with the participant’s
assessment. The 1980 coup and the following period were very challenging
times in Turkey. There were many rights violations. He also expressed that
it cannot be denied that currently in Turkey, anyone who feels like they
cannot find a space to exist in Turkey wants to go to the West. However,
it should also be noted that even Western countries fail to uphold human
rights and all the principles mentioned above when they are cornered.

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Conclusion

This online roundtable was the third of DPI's meeting series with po-
litical party leaders, including AK Party, CHP, DEVA Party, Future Par-
ty, HDP and Saadet Party. This meeting focused on the role and vision
of opposition, namely the Saadet Party, in the current situation Tur-
key due to COVID-19. In his closing remarks, the CEO, Kerim Yildiz,
highlighted the importance in discussing the role of the opposition in
democratisation, conflict resolution, and keeping dialogue alive dur-
ing these challenging times.

Overall, the roundtable provided a fruitful discussion on the stance of
the leader of the Saadet Party on prevalent issues such as dialogue,
human rights, democratisation, and normalisation efforts in Turkey,
which are important for a possible peace process. It was notable that
Karamollaoglu emphasised the promotion of peace and dialogue as
key priorities for Saadet Party.

This roundtable presented an opportunity for participants to hear an
alternative perspective on the current situation in Turkey. The online
roundtable meetings exposed the participants to a key political figure
in Turkey and contributed to the advancement of conflict resolution
and democratisation in Turkey. Though the online roundtable provid-
ed a valuable platform to engage a variety of participants and keep di-
alogue open, many participants stated that in-person activities more
beneficial and interactive.

DPI will hold online roundtable meetings with other political parties
in Turkey in order to continue the dialogue it has built over many
years and keep discussions alive during these unprecedented and
challenging times.
