Foreword

DPI held an online roundtable on 6 May, entitled ‘Opposition’s Perspective
on the political, social and economic effects of COVID-19 in Turkey. This
meeting was the second online roundtable held as part of a series of meet-
ings with political parties in Turkey, including AK Party, CHP, DEVA Party,
Future Party, HDP and Saadet Party. This second roundtable meeting wel-
comed Pervin Buldan, who is a Member of Parliament from Istanbul and a
co-chair of Peoples’ Democratic Party (HDP).

The purpose of this roundtable was to discuss the current political situ-
ation and the perspective and policies of HDP following the emergence
of COVID-19. The meeting brought together through an online platform a
diverse group of participants from different regions in Turkey, including
academics, civil society, former Wise Persons Committee (WPC) members,
journalists, politicians and lawyers. The participants represented the broad
spectrum of different political affiliations in Turkey to allow for a lively,
open and insightful discussion.

Pervin Buldan discussed the current political situation in Turkey arguing
that though the fight against COVID-19 is portrayed by the government as
a positive and successful one, the response has not been transparent or
comprehensive. During her presentation, Buldan argued that the pandem-
ic is being used as a political tool by the government by obstructing mu-
nicipalities and the opposition’s efforts to provide services and assistance
on regional and local levels; and by introducing a prisoner release plan
that excludes many political prisoners. Buldan also mentioned that some
regions in Turkey, especially in Kurdish region, are suffering due to lack of
health care and limited medical treatment. Furthermore, there has been
very limited media coverage of the situation in the region. She argued that
the government is focusing on economic recovery without taking democra-
tisation into consideration.

Various issues related to conflict resolution and normalisation were dis-
cussed during the discussion session, such as potential openings for democ-

Ekonomik Etkilerine Muhalefetin Yaklasimi’ baslikli bir gevrimici to-
planti duzenledi. Toplanti, Turkiye'deki siyasi partilerin (AK Parti, CHP,
DEVA Partisi, Gelecek Partisi, HDP ve Saadet Partisi) katilimiyla dizen-
lenen bir dizi etkinlikten ikincisi olarak gerceklesti. Bu ikinci etkinlikte
Istanbul Milletvekili ve HDP Esbaskani Pervin Buldan agirlandu.

Toplantinin amaci, COVID-19'un ortaya ¢ikmasindan bu yana giincel
siyasi durumu, HDP'nin bakis acisini ve politikalarini ele almakti. To-
plantida Turkiye'nin farkl kesimlerinden aralarinda akademisyenlerin,
sivil toplum temsilcilerinin, eski Akil insanlarin, gazetecilerin, siyas-
etcilerin ve hukukcularin oldugu bir grup sanal olarak bir araya geldi.
Turkiye'deki cesitli siyasi kesimleri ve farkliliklar: temsil eden katilim-
clar dinamik, yapici ve genis kapsaml bir tartismaya istirak etti.

Turkiye'nin gincel siyasi durumunu ele alan Pervin Buldan, hikime-
tin COVID-19’a karsi verilen miicadeleyi basariliymis gibi yansitmasina
ragmen, yapilan mudahalelerin seffaf ya da kapsayici olmadigini ifade
etti. Sunumu esnasinda Buldan, pandeminin hitkiimet tarafindan siya-
si bir arac¢ olarak kullanildigini, belediyelerin ve muhalefetin yerel ve
bolgesel olarak yardim ve hizmet saglama girisimlerinin engellendigini,
¢ogu siyasi tutukluyu kapsam disi birakan bir af programinin devreye
sokuldugunu ifade etti. Buldan Turkiye'nin kimi kesimlerinde, ¢zellikle
Kurtlerin agirlikli olarak yasadig: bolgelerde yeterli saglik hizmetlerine
erisim olmadigini belirtti. Bolgedeki durumun medyada yer bulama-
digini séyleyen Buldan, hiikiimetin demokratiklesmeyi goz ardi ederek
ekonomik kalkinmaya odaklandig: soyledi.

Tartisma oturumunda ¢atisma ¢ozimine ve normallesmeye dair cesit-
li konular ele alindi; 6érnegin pandemi sonrasinda demokratiklesme
icin olasi firsatlar, kurumlarin yerinden yonetim esasina gore dizen-
lenmesi, siyasi yetkilerin yerel yonetimlerle paylasilmasi gibi. Buldan,
hitkimetin halihazirda Kirt sorununa dair yeni bir adim atmaya hazir
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ratisation after the pandemic, including decentralisation of the institutions,
the devolvement of political powers and competences to local authorities.
Buldan stated that the government's current position indicates that they are
not ready or willing to seek new efforts relating to the Kurdish conflict at

the moment. Buldan speculated that early elections may occur after 2021.
Should an early election occur, she argued that this could provide an oppor-
tunity for democratisation, as the electorate will judge the government on
the basis of its performance during the pandemic.

During the course of the meeting, Buldan expressed an eagerness to work
with other opposition parties to advance democratisation in Turkey. She
argued that such cooperation between HDP and other opposition parties
should be transparent and it would provide an opportunity for working to-
wards democratisation and normalisation.

This meeting provided an opportunity to discuss the current situation in Tur-
key and Kurdish issue and listen to HDP'’s perspective on the subject. Though
the exact impact of the pandemic remains largely unknown at this stage,
democratisation and normalisation efforts remain important issues for dis-
cussion during COVID-19. The online roundtable brought together over 60
participants from many countries, including the UK, Ireland, France, Turkey
and South Africa, connecting a wide range of people. Thus, the roundtable
offered a valuable platform in keeping dialogue open and laying the ground-
work for a possible solution process and contributing to the advancement of
conflict resolution and democratisation in Turkey.

We will continue our online discussions with other leaders of the political
parties in order to keep dialogue alive during the course of this challenging
and unprecedented time. The roundtables form part of a larger series of ac-
tivities planned in the context of the project: “Supporting inclusive dialogue
at a challenging time in Turkey”, supported by the EU and the Norwegian
government.

Toplanti esnasinda Buldan, diger muhalefet partileriyle is birligi yapar-
ak Turkiye’'nin demokratiklesmesine katkida bulunma istegini dile
getirdi. HDP ve diger muhalefet partileri arasinda béyle olas is bir-
liklerinin seffaf olmasi gerektigini, bunun demokratiklesmeye ve nor-
mallesmeye ¢ok katkida bulunacagini savundu.

Toplant: katilimcilara Turkiye'deki giincel durumu ve Kirt sorununu
ele alma, bunlarin yani sira HDP'nin bu konudaki gorislerini dinleme
imkanini sundu. Her ne kadar bu asamada pandeminin tam etkileri
hentiz bilinmiyor olsa da demokratiklesme ve normallesme cabalar:
COVID-19 esnasinda da 6énemli olmaya devam ediyor. Sanal etkinlikte
aralarinda Birlegik Krallik, Irlanda, Fransa, Turkiye ve Guiney Afrika'nin
oldugu cok sayida tilkeden 60 Uzerinde katilimc: bir araya geldi; farkl
kesimlerden pek c¢ok insan ayni etkinlikte yer aldi. Etkinlik diyalogu
surdirmek, olasi bir ¢czim sureci i¢in zemini hazirlamak, Turkiye'deki
catisma ¢6zUmu ve demokratiklesme cabalarina katkida bulunmak
acisindan 6nemli bir platform tegkil etti.

Bu zor ve benzeri gorilmemis dénemde de diyalogu canli tutmak
amactyla diger siyasi parti liderleriyle sanal etkinliklerimize devam ede-
cegiz.

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Introduction

The CEO of DPI, Kerim Yildiz, started the meeting by welcoming all the
participants and the speaker, Pervin Buldan, to the second meeting in the
series of the online roundtable meetings with political parties in Turkey.

In his opening remarks, he noted the attendance of international partic-
ipants from various parts of the world, including DPI's funders - the EU
and Norwegian government, Council of Experts members, as well as rep-
resentatives from the Foreign and Commonwealth Office, French Minis-
try of Europe and Foreign Affairs, Embassies of the UK, Ireland, Kingdom
of the Netherlands and Denmark to Turkey, among others.

The objective of this meeting is to discuss the current situation and lis-
ten to the opposition’s perspective on the political, social and economic
issues in time of COVID-19. Governments may restrict individual rights
during the crisis. However, it is important to implement proportionate
measures that are in line with human rights. The fight against this pan-
demic should not be used as a pretext for attacking democracy and hu-
man rights, as can be seen in many cases. Considering this, the CEO wel-
comed the speaker to talk about HDP's perspective on the government’s
measures during the pandemic and their impact on the population.

After the introduction, the floor was given to Pervin Buldan, who is a
Member of Parliament from Istanbul and a co-chair of Peoples’ Dem-
ocratic Party (HDP). The online meeting was moderated by Dr Esra
Elmas, DPI’s Head of Turkey Programme.

Etkinligin amaci mevcut siyasi durumu tartismak, muhalefetin COV-

goruslerini dinlemekti. Hikumetlerin kriz esnasinda bireysel haklar
kisitladigr oluyor. Fakat bu esnada insan haklarina aykiri olmayan
orantili tedbirler almak gerekli. Pandemiye kars: verilen mucadele,
ornegine sik rastlandigi gibi demokrasiye ve insan haklarina saldir-
mak icin bahane olarak kullanilmamali. Bu hususlara deginen Yildiz,
konusmaciya sézi vererek hukumetin pandemic esnasindaki ted-
birlerine ve bunlarin halka etkilerine iliskin HDP’'nin géruslerini pay-
lasmasini rica etti.

Acilis konusmasindan sonra séz, Istanbul Milletvekili ve HDP
Esbaskani Pervin Buldan’a verildi. Sanal etkinlik, DPI'in Turkiye Pro-
grami Direktora Dr. Esra Elmas tarafindan yonetildi.

Pervin Buldan began by examining the successful management of
the pandemic in countries such as Germany, who have included the
whole society in their response. In contrast, countries such as Turkey,
have tried to create a government focused response. Although the
government has attempted to represent its response as transparent,
Buldan argued that this has not been the case. Only a section of the
society in Turkey was in lockdown. The largest part of the population
has continued working and many were forced to work without any
equipment protecting them from the virus. The government has im-
plemented some packages, though these do not take into account all
segments of society, but only pays attention to a small fraction of it.
The opposition has been expressing the need for a policy that covers
the whole of society.

During this pandemic crisis, as part of various measures to fight
against COVID-19 in prisons across the country, the government in-

Pandeminin Almanya gibi ulkelerde basarili yonetildigine dikkat
cekerek sozlerine baslayan Pervin Buldan, bu tlkelerin mucadel-
eye butin toplumu dahil ettiklerini séyledi. Turkiye gibi tlkeler ise
hiktimet odakll bir micadele yontemini benimsedi. Hikimet her
ne kadar salginla mucadeleyi seffafmis gibi lanse etmeye calissa
da Buldan, durumun ashinda boéyle olmadigini belirtti. Turkiye'de
toplumun sadece bir kismi kendini ¢evreden izole etti ve karanti-
naya aldi. Nufusun buytik bolimu ise gitmeye devam ediyor, ¢ogu
kisi kendilerini viristen koruyacak herhangi bir ekipman olmadan
calismaya devam etmek zorundaydi. Hikimet kimi destek paketler-
ini devreye soktu fakat bunlar toplumun tim kesimlerine yonelik ol-
maktansa sadece kicuk bir gruba hitap ediyor. Muhalefet, toplumun
timunu kapsayacak politikalar Gretilmesi gerektiginde 1srarci.

Pandemi krizi esnasinda COVID-19'la hapishanelerde mucadele
etmek amaciyla hikimet, kimi tutuklularin salinmasini mimkin
kilacak o6zel bir af yasasi cikardi. Fakat aralarinda siyasetciler-
in, akademisyenlerin, gazetecilerin ve baris ve demokratiklesmeyi
savunan digerlerinin de yer aldigi disince suglarindan mahkum
tutuklular bu affin kapsami disinda birakildi; su anda hapishanede
COVID-19’a yakalanma riskiyle kars: karsiyalar. HDP hapishanel-
erdeki yuksek yayilim oranindan dolayr buna kars: cikti fakat ne
HDP'nin, ne diger muhalefet partilerinin itirazlar: hesaba katild: ve
yasa meclisten gecti.

Buldan, Kurt cogunluklu bolgelerdeki HDP'li belediye baskanlarinin
gorevden alinmasina ve parti iyelerinin hapse atilmasina da degindi.
Hukumetin pandemiyi bahane ederek Kiurtlere, 6zellikle de HDP'ye
saldirdigini savundu. Konusmac: ayni: zamanda mezarliklara, 6zel-
likle de Kdurtlerin mezarlarina yapilan saldirilardan ve tahribattan
duydugu kaygryi ifade etti.
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troduced a special amnesty law that enabled the release of certain
prisoners. However, prisoners of conscience, such as politicians, aca-
demics, journalists, and others speaking up for peace and democrati-
sation, are excluded from this release plan and now face the threat of
COVID-19 in prison. HDP has opposed this, because of the high risk
of infection in the prisons. However, none of the objections made by
HDP and other opposition parties were taken into account and the
law was passed by the parliament.

Buldan discussed the dismissal of HDP mayors by the government in
majority Kurdish regions and imprisoning of party members. Over-
all, she argued that the government has used the pandemic to wage
an attack against the Kurdish people and the HDP. The speaker also
expressed her concern regarding the desecration of graveyards, espe-
cially of Kurdish graves.

Moreover, Buldan talked about Turkey’s military involvement in Syria
and Libya, as it continues to dispatch soldiers to these conflict coun-
tries. Thus, the speaker argued that the AK Party is still holding on to
a war mentality through its involvement in other conflicts.

The limited response of AK Party has prompted the HDP to launch an
assistance campaign during pandemic. However, Buldan argued that
the government tried to limit the scope of action for municipalities in
order to prevent the HDP from carrying out their campaigns. This has
prevented municipalities from assisting people during the lockdown.
HDP is trying to support people accessing assistance, which is not
limited to Kurds or the southeast region, but to the whole country.

Buldan discussed the prospects for democratisation in Turkey. She
stated that demands for democratisation are ignored and those who
call for democratic rights are often sued and imprisoned. The pris-
ons are populated with many people who have demanded democracy,
rule of law and justice. Buldan stated that HDP is working towards
democratisation, but the whole opposition should join in and support
democratisation. She argued that HDP is ready for a strong demo-
cratic alliance in the country despite the government’s attacks. The
speaker stated that an early election may occur after the pandemic,
which could be an opportunity for the opposition to come together to
work towards further democratisation. Should an early election not
occur, the opposition can begin developing a common approach. The
local elections in 2019 demonstrated that opposition parties can act

eden Buldan, Turk askerlerinin bu catisma yasayan tlkelerde
konuslandirilmasinin halen devam ettigini belirtti; AK Partinin
bu catismalardaki mevcudiyeti tGzerinden hélen savas zihniyetini
stirdirdigini 6ne sirdd.

Pandemi esnasinda AK Parti'nin kisitlh midahaleleri dolayisiyla HDP
bir yardim programi baslatt: fakat Buldan, hiktmetin belediyelerin
eylemlerini kisitlamaya calistigini, bu sayede HDP'nin yardim pro-
jelerini gerceklestirmesini engelledigini ifade etti. Bu da karantina
ve sokaga cikma yasaklari strecinde belediyelerin halka destek
vermesini engelledi. HDP, yardima ihtiyaci olan herkese yetismeye
calisiyor; bu yardimlar sadece Kiurtlere ya da Guineydogu bolgesine
yonelik degil, tim Turkiye'yi kapsiyor.

Turkiye'nin demokratiklesmesini tartisan Buldan, demokratiklesme
taleplerinin géz ardi edildigini, demokratik haklarin: talep edenler-
in siklikla yargilandigini ve hapse atildigini ifade etti. Hapishaneler
demokrasi, hukukun ustinligd ve adalete yonelik taleplerde bu-
lunanlarla dolu. HDP'nin demokratiklesme yoninde caba goster-
digini belirten Buldan, bu sturece muhalefetin timuyle dahil olmasi
ve demokratiklesmeyi desteklemesi gerektigini belirtti. Hukumet-
ten gelen saldirilara ragmen HDP'nin gi¢li bir demokrasi ittifaki-
na hazir oldugunu dile getirdi. Pandemiden sonra erken secim-
lerin gergeklesebilecegini séyleyen Buldan, bunun muhalefet igin
bir araya gelme ve demokratiklesme igin is birligi yapmaya yone-
lik bir firsat sundugunu séyledi. Erken secim gerceklesmese dahi
muhalefet ortak bir yaklasim gelistirmeye baslayabilir. 2019 yerel
secimleri, muhalefet partilerinin hitkimet karsisinda is birligi yapa-
bildigini goésterdi. Bu surecte kilit bir rol oynayan HDP, ulkenin
batisinda muhalefet partisi adaylarina destek verdi. Buna karsilik
doguda da belediyeleri kayyumlardan geri alma stratejisini izleyen
HDP iki tarafta da basarili oldu; bu da muhalefetin ortaklasa mu-
cadeleye devam etmesi gerektigini gosteriyor.

Hukumetin pandemiyle mucadelesi seffaf degil, 6zellikle bulas ve
olumlere dair bilgiler paylasilmiyor. Saghk Bakanhg: ve Bilim Kurulu
tarafindan yapilan agiklamalar muhtemelen gercgegi yansitmiyor; bu
kurumlar sadece Cumhurbaskanhgi’na karsi sorumlu. Uygulamaya
gecirilen kisitlamalar ekonomik zorluklar yaratty; hikimetin poli-
tikalar1 tamamen ekonomik ve siyasi kaygilar tarafindan sekillen-
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in unison vis-a-vis the government. HDP acted as a key political party
and endorsed the vote for opposition parties in the western parts of
the country. In the east, in turn, HDP launched a campaign to take
back municipalities from the trustees. This strategy was successful
in both parts of the country and it showed that the opposition has to
continue its fight together.

The government is not managing the pandemic transparently and
information is not being shared, especially in relation to infections
and death number. Announcements by the Ministry of Health and
Scientific Council probably do not reflect the truth, as they are only
accountable to the Presidential Palace. The restrictions introduced
in Turkey have created further economic hardship and therefore the
government’s policy is driven mainly by economic concerns and polit-
ical ones. Buldan expressed her support for a continued lockdown in
order to avoid an increase in infections and casualties. Easing of the
lockdown would put the population in danger.

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Discussion on Challenges and
Opportunities for Democratisation
and Normalisation

The discussion session provided a platform for participants to ask ques-
tions and discuss the challenges and opportunities for democratisation
and normalisation in Turkey.

COVID Management & Transparency

The discussion session questioned the role of the opposition in hold-
ing the government accountable for the management for the pandem-
ic and encouraging more transparency. Buldan argued that the efforts
of Health Ministry and Scientific Council should not be overlooked.
However, she states that their decisions and figures are completely
accountable to the Presidency. The government currently is trying to
portray Turkey in a very positive light and write a success story of
its response to the pandemic. Buldan suggested that all opposition
parties should come together to create a shadow Scientific Council.
Though this should have been done at the beginning of the pandemic,
the opposition can still work together to establish this.

The region around Agri lacks an adequate health care system, which
means that people have to travel to other cities to receive medical
treatment. In the region, extended family structures are common,
which might exacerbate the spread of the virus. HDP has tried to

COVID'in Yonetilmesi ve Seffaflik

Tartisma oturumunda, muhalefetin hikimeti pandeminin yoneti-
mi konusunda sorumlu tutmada ve daha cok seffaflik talep etmede
ne kadar basarili oldugu sorgulandi. Buldan, Saglik Bakanligi'nin ve
Bilim Kurulu'nun c¢abalarinin géz ardi edilmemesi gerektigini, fakat
6te yandan bu kurumlarin kararlarinin ve hesaplarinin sadece Cum-
hurbaskanligina aciklandigini belirtti. Hikimet Turkiye'deki duru-
mu ¢ok olumlu bir sekilde sunmaya calisiyor; pandemiye verilen
karsilig1 bir basar: hikdyesi olarak lanse ediyor. Buldan muhalefet
partilerinin bir araya gelerek bir “gtlge Bilim Kurulu” olusturmas:
gerektigini sdyledi. Esasen bunun pandemi baslangicinda yapil-
mas! gerekirdi, fakat muhalefet hélen birlikte ¢alisarak béylesi bir
girisimde bulunabilir.

Agr1 ve civarl bolgede saglik sistemi yeterli degil, dolayisiyla bolge

insani saglk hizmeti icin diger sehirlere gitmek zorunda kaliyor.
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reach out to these people and offer them assistance, including health
care. In her opinion, the central government has only concentrated its
efforts in the west of the country, while neglecting the situation in the
east. In addition, the situation in the south-east region has not been

covered in the media. This constitutes a grave discrimination of the
population living in that part of Turkey.

Post-COVID Developments

The participants discussed possible developments post-COVID in Tur-
key. Though it is difficult to predict what will change, Buldan argued
that the period after the pandemic could bring about democratisation
in Turkey. In the next elections, the electorate will vote according
to the government’s performance during the pandemic, which opens
up the possibility of a new democratic administration to be voted
into power. However, the Kurdish population still faces many diffi-
culties. While the methods of oppression have changed since 1980s,
the Kurds are still being oppressed by the government and the state.
Buldan highlighted the importance of democratisation, ensuring that
a government is all-encompassing and acknowledges all ethnic and
minority groups.

Buldan argued both a new constitution and decentralisation are nec-
essary for Turkey to become democratic. The constitution as it cur-
rently stands is anti-democratic and people living in Turkey cannot
voice their demands. Local authorities and mayors are replaced with

COVID Sonrasi Gelismeler

Katilimcilar COVID sonrasinda Turkiye'de yasanabilecek olasi
gelismeleri tartisti. Her ne kadar nelerin degisecegini ¢ngdrmek
zor olsa da Buldan, pandemi sonrasi donemde Turkiye'de demokra-
tiklesmenin gerceklesebilecegini savundu. Onumuzdeki secimlerde
secmenler, hikimetin pandemi esnasindaki performansina isti-
naden oy kullanacak; bu da yeni ve demokrat bir yonetimin iktidara
gelme ihtimalini ortaya koyuyor. Fakat Kirt nifusun tecriibe ettigi
zorluklar hélen devam ediyor. 1980’lerden buy ana baski yontemleri
degisti, fakat Kurtler halen hitkimet ve devlet tarafindan baskiya
ugruyor. Demokratiklesmenin o¢nemine dikkat c¢eken Buldan,
hikimetin kapsayict olmasi, tim etnik ve azinlik gruplar: tanimasi
gerektigini soyledi.

Buldan, Turkiye'nin demokratiklesmesi icin yeni bir anayasanin
yani sira yonetimin yerellesmesine ihtiya¢ oldugunu savundu. Ha-
lihazirdaki anayasa antidemokratik ve Turkiye halkinin taleplerini
dile getirmesine uygun degil. Yerel yonetimler ve belediye baskanlar:
gorevden aliniyor, yerine kayyumlar ataniryor. Yonetimin yerellesm-
esi sonucunda ise gig ve yetkiler, yerel yonetimlerin ve belediye
baskanlarinin eline ge¢mis olacak.

Tartismalar esnasinda HDP Esbaskani Mithat Sancar’in, Meclis'in
yuzinci yili munasebetiyle gerceklesen bir Meclis oturumunda
yaptig1, Turkiye Cumhuriyetinin kurucu ilkeleri arasinda ¢ogulcu-
luk, tim dini ve etnik gruplarin kapsanmas: gibi degerlerin de yer
aldigini belirttigi konusmanin 6nemine deginildi. Buldan, Sancar'in
konusmasinin yeni ittifaklar olusturma ve Kirt sorununa farkl bir
acidan yaklasma baglaminda bir donim noktasini temsil ettigini
soyledi. Fakat bu konusmaya verilen cesitli tepkiler 1s181nda Buldan,
CHP'nin béylesi bir ittifaka hazir oldugunu gosteren bir isaretin s6z
konusu olmadigini da ekledi.

state-appointed trustees. Decentralisation would ensure the devolu-
tion of competences and powers to local authorities and mayors.

The discussion session also examined the significance of the speech
made by Mithat Sancar, co-chair of HDP, during a General Assem-
bly session dedicated to the centenary of parliament’s establishment,
which mentioned the founding principles of the Turkish Republic
which included values such as pluralism and inclusiveness of all reli-
gious and ethnic groups. Buldan argued that Sancar’s speech reflect-
ed a new approach in searching for new alliances and an opportunity
to address the ‘Kurdish Question’ from a different angle. However,
the speech has since received mixed responses and Buldan argued
that there are no signs to show that Cumhuriyet Halk Partisi (Repub-
lican People's Party) is ready for such an alliance.

HDP Alliances

There were questions asked regarding HDP’s alliances in future elec-
tions. HDP has played an important role in the outcome of the recent
elections. However, HDP is not a member of either electoral alliance
(National Alliance or People’s Alliance).

With regards to HDP’s backdoor diplomacy, a participant asked what
methods will HDP use to build relationship with IYI Party and two
newly founded parties. Buldan said that before the last HDP con-
gress she stated that all the alliances should be transparent and HDP

HDP gectigimiz se¢imlerin sonuclarini belirleyici bir rol oynadi, fakat
iki buyuk ittifak bloguna da (Cumhur ve Millet ittifaklari) ait degil.

HDP'nin arka kanal diplomasisine istinaden bir katilimci, IYI Parti ve
iki yeni partiyle iliski insa etmek icin HDP'nin ne tur yontemler kullan-
acagini sordu. Buldan, son HDP kongresinden 6nce tim ittifaklarin sef-
faf olmasi gerektigini ve HDP'nin daha fazla acik ve seffaf ittifak icinde
yer almasi gerektigini ifade ettigini soyledi.

HDP kimi
adaylar1 profillerine bagh olarak, siyasi aidiyetlerinden bagimsiz bir
bicimde tekil olarak destekledi. HDP'nin bizzat kendisinin 6 milyon tze-
rinde oyu var, meclisteki Gicinct en buytk parti ve diger siyasi partiler
tarafindan marjinallestirilmesine ragmen HDP'nin arkasindaki bu biytik
destekte azalma yok. Fakat bu marjinallestirilme sebebiyle HDP'nin
secim ittifaklarinda yer almasi oldukc¢a giic. Buldan diger siyasi partil-
erin HDP'yi marjinallestirmemesi gerektigini, zira HDP'nin Turkiye'de
tabanuini siirekli gelistiren 6nemli bir siyasi giic unsuru oldugunu belirtti.
HDP nihai olarak yonetime aday, kapisi da toplumun demokratiklesme,
baris ve Kurt sorununun demokratik olarak ¢ozilmesini isteyen tim
kesimlere agik. HDP'nin degerleri baris, demokratiklesme, kardeslik ve
ozgurluk.

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should be involved in more open and transparent alliances. Electoral
alliances are necessary as they help parties overcoming some obsta-
cles, such as the 10% threshold. In the recent two elections, HDP has
been involved, but only unofficially. It supported individual candi-
dates, based on their profiles and independent of their political party
affiliations. HDP itself is able to have more than 6 million votes, mak-
ing it the third biggest party in parliament, and it continues to have
strong support in spite of its marginalisation by all other political
parties. However, because of that marginalisation, joining any elec-
toral alliance is very difficult. Buldan urged other political parties to
stop marginalising HDP, especially since it is has demonstrated to be
an important political force in Turkey, constantly extending its vote
base. Eventually, HDP aspires to govern the country and is open to
all sections of society that want democratisation, peace and also a
democratic solution to the Kurdish Question. Peace, democratisation,
brotherhood/sisterhood, and liberation are the values of HDP. As
elections in Turkey often occur earlier than planned, Buldan specu-
lates that there might an election after 2021.

Economy

Many participants expressed that the economic consequences of the
pandemic will be huge and Turkey is likely to face economic reces-
sion. The economy has been the driver of the government’s decision
to ease the lockdown in order to mitigate economic losses. One of the
participants argued that without solving issues, such as rule of law
and human rights, that are a precondition for societal peace, it is not
possible to improve the economy. The speaker was asked about HDP’s
attitude towards the government if it tries to revive the country’s
democratisation process post-pandemic. A participant stated that in
the last DPI online meeting with Cevdet Yilmaz, the idea of strength-
ening local administrations was put forward even during the times of
an economic crisis.

Buldan argued that likelihood of the government working towards
democratisation is not very high. The economic pressures due to the
pandemic will likely see the AK Party focus on economic recovery,
rather than democratisation. Buldan does not currently see any en-
gagement of the opposition, especially not of HDP, with the govern-
ment. The opposition is currently attacking the government, therefore

Pek cok katilimci pandeminin ekonomiye etkisinin devasa olacagini,
Turkiye'de buytk ihtimalle ekonomik gerileme yasanacagini ifade
etti. Hukumetin kisitlamalar: kaldirma motivasyonu da ekonomik
kayiplarin 6ntind almaya yonelik. Katilimcilardan biri, toplumsal baris
icin 6nkosul olan hukukun ustinligu ve insan haklar: gibi meselel-
er ¢ozulmeden ekonominin dizelmeyecegini savundu.

Hukumetin demokratiklesmeye yonelmesinin disik bir ihtimal old-
ugunu soyleyen Budan, pandeminin yarattig1 baskilarin AK Parti'yi
demokratiklesmeden ziyade ekonomiyi ayaga kaldirmak uzerine
yogunlastiracagini ifade etti. Buldan muhalefetin, 6zellikle de HDP'nin
hikimetle bir araya gelmesini bu kosullar altinda olas1 gérmuyor.
Muhalefetin hikimete yonelik tavrindan otird, pandemi bittikten
sonra hikimetin iliski kurmak istemesi diistik bir olasilik.

Katilimcilardan biri, yakin zamanda giindeme gelen, muhalefetle
baglantili olarak Turkiye'de yeni bir darbe girisimi olacagina dair
soylentileri dile getirdi. Buldan hikimetin bu tir asilsiz spekiilasyon-
lar aracihigryla magduriyet yaratmaya calistigini savundu. Darbe gibi
bir ihtimal mevcut degil. AK Parti boylesi soylentileri kendi krizi yo-
netme basarisizhgini értmek icin kullaniyor.

HDP'nin iktidar Hedefleri

Bir katimci, Tarkiyeli bir parti olarak HDP'nin neler yapmayl
distindigund, tabanini nasil genisletmeyi planladigini ve Ahmet Sik'in
istifasinin ne anlama geldigini sordu. HDP'nin tlkenin yénetimine
aday oldugunu soyleyen Buldan, partinin bu hedefi gerceklestirmek
dogrusunda calismalarini yurattiguni soyledi. HDP'nin sadece Kur-
tlerin degil ayni zamanda Ermenilerin, Alevilerin, Siryanilerin ve
digerlerinin de partisi oldugunu ekledi. HDP'nin orgltlenmesinde
guclu kadin gruplar: yer aliyor ayni zamanda. 2010’da kurulmasindan
bu yana HDP tabaminm Kirtlerden otesini de kapsayacak sekilde
genisletti; su anda farkli dini, etnik ve ulusal kimliklere sahip kisiler
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the latter is unlikely to reach out once the pandemic has ended.

One of the participants asked about the recent allegations about a
new coup in Turkey linked to the opposition. Buldan argued that the
government was using these speculations to create a sense of vic-
timhood. Currently, there is no threat of a military coup. In fact, the
AK Party is using these Tumours’ for political gains to conceal their
governance and management of the crisis.

HDP Governance Prospects

A participant asked the speaker regarding HDP’s perspectives as the
party of Turkey, plans to extend its voter base, and the significance
of Ahmet Sik’'s, HDP MP, resignation. Buldan argued that HDP wants
to govern the country and is working towards turning that objective
into reality. She stated that HDP is not only a party for Kurds, but for
Armenians, Alevis, Syriacs, among other groups. HDP also has strong
women’s groups in its structures. After the party’s establishment in
2010, HDP expanded its base beyond Kurds and included people with
diverse religious, ethnic and national identities. The aim is to appeal
to wider sections of the society and there are currently many commit-
tees working on that issue. The party has tried to reach out to people
that are not part of its traditional electorate, such as in the Black Sea
Region and Aegean Region. However, many HDP members have faced
difficulties, as illustrated by the attacks by the local government in
the Black Sea Region. Since the 2011 elections, HDP was better able to
reach out to other constituencies and regions and now it has a much
broader representation of society among its members. Buldan stated
that Ahmet Sik’s resignation was an individual decision. HDP respects
his decision, as he was an important member of the party and an MP.

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Conclusion

Kerim Yildiz closed the meeting by extending his thanks to the speaker
and the participants for a productive discussion. Buldan’s presenta-
tion has demonstrated that that even during difficult times, it is im-
portant to search for common ground and to continue discussing the
topics of democratisation and normalisation.

Overall, this online roundtable facilitated a constructive meeting on
the role of opposition to COVID-19 and the possible developments in
Turkey post-pandemic. It highlighted the importance of keeping dia-
logue and discussion on conflict resolution alive during this challeng-
ing time. The online meeting brought together 64 participants from
various parts of Turkey and the world. Participants express that they
appreciated the opportunity to talk with the leader of the political par-
ty, especially in such times when the space for politics has narrowed
and opposition leaders are not given as much voice. They mention
that hearing critical and opposition voices was crucial. Though some
participants noted that online meetings do not offer the same level
of interaction and networking as in person meetings, they still found
it useful to be part of these meetings. Participants appreciated DPI's
continuation with meetings especially at a time when public dialogue
is even harder due to the pandemic.

This meeting was the second of a series of meetings with political par-
ty leaders, including AK Party, CHP, DEVA Party, Future Party, HDP
and Saadet Party. DPI will hold online roundtable meetings with other
political parties in Turkey in order to continue the dialogue it has built
over many years and keep discussions alive during these unprecedent-
ed and challenging times.

Foundation Advisory Board; Member of Crisis Management Initiative;
Member of the World Economic Forum Agenda Council on Negotiation
and Conflict Resolution; Member of the IMAN Foundation; Advisor to
the Legislative Leadership Institute Academy of Foreign Affairs; Senior
Advisor to the International Advisory Council to the Harvard Interna-
tional Negotiation Programme; and Director of Co-operation Ireland.

Became Editor in Chief for
Taraf daily in 2013. Was part of the Wise People Committee in the
same year.
