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Almost all societies are beset by conflict of one kind or another.
The worry is when the underlying causes are not addressed by
peaceful means and tensions erupt into violence, often bitter and
prolonged. But very few violent conflicts have been solved by use of
force alone, and a solution by negotiation can usually be found if
there is sufficient political will, courage and vision. I believe that
the safe space provided by DPI has been invaluable in illustrating
examples of cases in which a way ‘from here to there’ has been found
through negotiated solutions as well as by DPI’s support for peace,
democracy, human rights and good governance.

democratic solution to the conflict. The Democratic
Progress Institute (DPI) is an independent organ-
isation working in the field of conflict resolution
with the guiding principle that all problems in the
world are solvable through non-violent means. This
is not merely a belief but an approach, tried-and-
trusted all over the world, with the expansion and
liberation of the political field making it possible
for societies to resolve their problems through talk-
ing rather than fighting.

Bu 10. yil
déniimii kitabinda, DPI yonetim kurulu, danismanla-
1, ¢alisanlart ve arkadaslarinin baris, insan haklari,
hukukun iisttinliigii ile ilgili prensipleri hayata gegir-
mek ve catismaya olast demokratik ¢oziimii tartismak
icin Tiirkiye’deki paydaslart nasil destekledigini gore-
ceksiniz. Demokratik Gelisim Enstitiisii (DPI) diinya-
daki tiim sorunlarin diyalog yoluyla ¢éziilebilir oldu-
gu ilkesini kilavuz edinmis, ¢atisma ¢6ziimii alaninda
calisan bagimsiz bir kurulustur. Bu sadece bir inang
degil, tiim diinyada denenmis ve giivenilen bir yakla-
stmdwr. Siyasi alanin genislemesi ve o6zgiirlesmesiyle
birlikte toplumlarin sorunlarint kavga etmek yahut
siddet yerine konusarak ve siyaset yoluyla ¢ézmeleri
miimkiin hale gelmektedir.
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DPI was founded ten years ago by a team of inter-
national experts, including former government offi-
cials, diplomats, journalists and academics; allowing
DPI access to incomparable levels of knowledge and
expertise. DPI's work embodies consistency, continui-
ty, and inclusivity, built upon a tripartite model, com-
prising of comparative study visits (CSVs), roundta-
ble meetings (RT’s) and research. The CSVs allow
lessons to be learnt from mistakes of past processes
through international experiences. Knowledge on
preventive diplomacy, the socialisation and institu-
tionalisation of peace, accountability, disarmament,
and legal infrastructure for peace, is expanded and
refreshed through exposure to external experiences
of conflict resolution. Reflections are then applied
to internal Turkish politics, and avenues for peace,
democratisation, and normalisation are explored.
The roundtable meetings held across the globe allow
attendance from participants on a national and local
level. These meetings bring together focus groups of
women, young people, media, civil society, religious
groups, and business communities to discuss how
they can best help and subsequently benefit from
the peace process. Finally, our research aims to shed
light on the ongoing political process and highlight
areas of interest to those in power.

DPI on yil 6nce aralarinda emekli hiikiimet yetkilileri-
nin, diplomatlarin, gazetecilerin ve akademisyenlerin
bulundugu ulusal ve uluslararast uzmanlardan olusan
bir ekip tarafindan kuruldu ve bu sayede esi goriilme-
dik bir bilgi ve ugzmanlik birikimine erisebilir hale gel-
di. DPI'in karsilastirmalt ¢alisma ziyaretleri, yuvarlak
masa toplantilart ve arastirmalardan olusan iiglii bir
model lizerine insa edilen faaliyetleri tutarly, siirekli
ve kapsayicidir. Bu ¢alismalar uluslararast deneyim-
ler iizerinden gecmis siireglerde yapilan hatalardan
dersler ¢ikarilmasina izin verir. Onleyici diplomasi,
barisin toplumsallasmast ve kurumsallasmasi, hesap
verebilirlik, silahsizlanma ve barisin hukuki altyapist
hakkindaki bilgiler, diger iilkelerdeki ¢atisma ¢oziimii-
ne iliskin deneyimlerin 6grenilmesiyle birlikte cogalti-
lir ve pekistirilir. Tiirkiye baglami, bu ¢alismalardan
edinilen bilgiler esliginde yeniden degerlendirilir; ba-
risa giden yollar, demokratiklesme ve normallesme im-
kanlart kesfedilir. Diinyanin farkli yerlerinde diizenle-
nen yuvarlak masa toplantilari, katilimcilarin ulusal
ve yerel diizeyde katilimina olanak saglar. Kadinlar,
gencler, medya, sivil toplum, dini gruplar, siyasi parti
temsilcileri ve is diinyast gibi topluluklardan olusan
odak gruplar, ézenle olusturdugumugz programlarimiz-
da bir araya getirilerek bu gruplarin baris siirecine en
iyi sekilde nasil katkt sunabilecekleri ve sonrasinda da
baris siirecinden nasil yararlanabilecekleri tartisilir.

The work of DPI over the last ten years has ad-
dressed the legal and political dimensions of the on-
going armed conflict, the impact on mechanisms for
conflict resolution in the region, and offered schol-
arly and practical explanations of a debate which
is often politically and emotionally charged. DPI is
working to promote peacebuilding and the culture
of democracy in Turkey, and creating a platform
whereby various sections of society, from different
political, social and professional backgrounds can
come together and share their knowledge and ideas
in places where there is conflict, with a view to de-
velop a democratic resolution.

Since its establishment, DPI has taken key stake-
holders and experts across the globe to places like
South Africa, Colombia, the Philippines and Ireland
to learn the lessons of peace-making and building.
Through these trips and a shared experience meth-
odology, a wealth of experiences and lessons learnt
were gleaned. Perhaps more importantly, a commu-
nity of practice was established. The provision of
safe and secure spaces and platforms also helped to
enlarge mutual understanding and overcome misun-
derstanding and has been critical to DPI’s achieve-
ments.

DPIin son on yildaki ¢alismalari, devam eden silahlt
catismanin hukuki ve siyasi boyutlarini, bolgedeki ¢ca-
tisma ¢oziimii mekanizmalart iizerinde yaptigi etkiyi
ele ald, genellikle siyasi yiiklerle malul, hassas bir tar-
tismaya bilimsel, pratik aciklamalar sundu. Tiirkiye’de
ve bélge genelinde baris insasint ve demokrasi kiiltii-
riinil tesvik etmek icin ¢calisan kurumumuz, toplumun
farkl siyasi, sosyal ve mesleki arka planlarina sahip
cesitli kesimlerinin bir araya gelmesini, ¢atismalarin
yasandigt yerlere giderek bilgi ve fikir paylastminda
bulunabilmesini saglayan bir platform saglamakta,
bunu yaparken de demokratik bir ¢6ziim gelistirme
perspektifiyle hareket etmektedir.

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Turkey has been, and continues to operate as an impor-
tant player in Middle Eastern geopolitics. By permeating
national borders, conflict in any part of the world ren-
ders the responsibility of the international community as
a whole. Transgressions in humanitarian protection, hu-
man rights, and international cooperation lasting over
two decades, has caused the conflict in Turkey to act as a
barrier between improved relations between Turkey and
the EU and destabilised the region as a whole.

Our work looks at the practical applications of the
mechanisms of armed conflict in the framework of
the ongoing situation in Tukey and the region, and
addresses challenging questions posed by politicians,
academics, civil society organisations, and other af-
fected parties. We explore the practical possibilities
of conflict resolution — including examining the po-
litical dynamics of the region and looking at where
lessons can be drawn from other peace processes,
such as Northern Ireland, Colombia, South Africa
and the Philippines.

Of course, each and every conflict is unique — and
thus so is its resolution. Each conflict bears its own
historical, social, political and economic contexts
and produces differing outcomes. Yet one shared
commonality between each conflict across the world
is that they were resolved by the very people who ex-
perienced the problems themselves. In other words,
if a problem within any given country is to be re-
solved, it must be done by the people of that same
country. For a conflict resolution process to aim for
the public good rather than the interests of specific

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individuals or groups, it is necessary to talk to ‘each
other’ as well as the ‘other’. Whatever the circum-
stances, an indispensable condition of conflict res-
olution and peace is that there is contact and dia-
logue between different political and social sections.
This is because, contrary to popular belief, talking to
‘each other’ and to the ‘other’ is the key to unlocking
the path which will resolve our problems. Talking is
a process, and this process determines what the res-
olution or peace will look like.

It was once argued by British Prime Minister Marga-
ret Thatcher that Britain would not negotiate with
the IRA, and at the time the concept of peace in
Northern Ireland seemed impossible to each of the
parties to the conflict. Yet now, previously irrecon-
cilable enemies are sharing power in government.
DPI has provided the opportunity for actors inter-
ested in the peace process to visit Northern Ireland
and discuss the peace process directly with govern-
ment officials and actors of the peace process. We
saw how success enabled hopes that ‘lessons to be
learnt’ from the process will presage successful peace
processes elsewhere. DPI structures its work careful-
ly and provides similarities and differences between
the different peace processes around the world and
in the region. Official recognition of the conflict and
addressing the solution that could bring violence to
an end between the parties, as well as the crucial
support of the international community, are univer-
sally imperative for an irreversible resolution.

Conflict in today’s world can no longer be solely a
domestic affair as hostilities and confrontations of-
ten have both anticipated and unforeseeable conse-
quences for regional and international affairs as well
as for individual states. While not all conflicts gar-
ner the attention of the media or the public, life for
not only those living in areas affected by unrest and
conflict, but internationally as a result, can be ex-
traordinarily difficult with livelihoods, security and
fundamental human needs at risk daily. As threats to
ongoing conflict and security increase, the resulting
transgression of humanitarian protection and human
rights affect us all. DPI’s work in Turkey has opened
up new avenues and provided platforms in the wid-
er discussion about conflict resolution and possible
ways of solving the Kurdish conflict, one of the long-
est standing conflicts in Europe.

In the context of reforms, peace, and democratisa-
tion, there is a strategic benefit to solving the on-
going conflict. The resolution of the Kurdish issue
would not only be a prerequisite for the normalisa-
tion and the full democratisation of Turkey, but also
for its economic stability. Inversely, any attempts to
normalise and democratise the country contribute to
the process. The longer the Kurdish issue remains
unsolved, the more complicated it becomes. Despite
the existing obstacles and challenges, the time is
therefore ripe for lasting peace in Turkey.

Whilst this publication will not endeavour to dissect
the historical position nor status of the Kurds, a brief
historical overview of the conflict is required in order
to highlight the important foundations laid by the
government and the role DPI has played in terms of
dialogue, peace and resolution of the Kurdish issue
in turkey over the course of ten years.

The Kurdish conflict, or the ‘Kurdish Issue’ stems
from historical and cultural roots in the Ottoman
Empire. The harmonisation of the Republic of Turkey
has resulted in decades of armed conflict in Turkey
and across the region, with the Kurdish Issue form-
ing the Turkish state’s largest domestic narrative to
date.

Decades of state policy in the region which denied
the existence of a distinctive Kurdish identity, com-
bined with the limitations on political participation
and a crackdown on freedom of association in Tur-
key following the 1971 and 1980 military coups, led
a number of political groups, including those on the
extreme left and right, to advocate the use of violence
to achieve political objectives. For the past hundred
years, conflict in the region has ensued in different
forms. It was within this context that DPI was estab-
lished — namely to support a search for peace.

DPI has conducted events in conjunction with various universities and NGOs
during its ten years, resulting in a number of conflict resolution platforms,
NGOs and academic units coming into existence. DPI is a programme
partner for Istanbul Bilgi University’s Conflict Resolution Studies and
Research Centre and continues to support the efforts of organisations such
as Turkey’s Democracy Platform, SES Equality Justice and Women Platform,
Turkey Women Mediators Group, Diyarbakir Institute for Political and

Social Research (DISA), Tigris Social Research Center (DITAM), The Peace
Foundation and Tenzile Erdogan All Girls Religious Vocational High School

in this field, both financially and in creating content.

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The emergence of a majority AK Party Government
in 2002 signalled a break in the impasse of blanket
denial of the Kurdish Issue, which had formed the
previous operating policy. Accession to the EU was
high on the political agenda, and party politics were
driven partly by requirements to meet the Copenha-
gen Criteria. The government came to realise that
in order to resume a strategic role in the region, it
needed to first resolve its issues, and thus a renewed
appetite for a peaceful solution was initiated.

In 2009, the government announced the ‘National
Unity and Brotherhood Project’ widely referred to
as the ‘Democratic Opening’ and ‘Kurdish Opening.’
The initiative expanded cultural and linguistic rights
and began to initiate practical steps towards a more
democratic constitution in Turkey. The establishment
of such a constructive initiative implicitly recognised
the resolution of the Kurdish issue as a fundamental
trigger to the democratisation of Turkey. The govern-
ment received overwhelming support across the po-
litical spectrum and throughout civil society, and in
the 2010 referendum received considerable approval
for the proposed constitutional changes towards a
democratic opening.

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The reform process began in September 2005 when
the then Prime Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan vis-
ited Diyarbakir, and for the first time alluded to the
existence of a ‘Kurdish reality.” After the subsequent
breakdown of talks, partly as a consequence of ad-
verse regional dynamics which arose as a conse-
quence of the Syrian conflict, Turkey entered a chal-
lenging period. Political consequences of the warfare
included deepened polarisation, political repression,
and human rights abuses.

Despite the ‘parked’ peace process, impulses, and a
desire to understand and uncover the lessons learnt
from peace-making processes were fostered and
maintained through DPI’s work. Communities from
across the political divide in Turkey have come to-
gether to continue to express an interest in and com-
mitment to discovering how peace has been built
and democratic solutions were found in other coun-
tries so as to be ready to re-engage or support any
renewed peace or dialogue process to find a demo-
cratic solution in Turkey.

Ondan sonraki bes alti yil boyunca baris siireci
bu kabule dayali olarak gelistirilmis, ¢éziime yonelik
onemli temeller atilmistir. Ancak baris siirecinin ‘park
edilmesinden’ bu yana, séylemde kayda deger bir degi-
sim meydana gelmis, iktidar partisi her ne kadar geg-
miste insan haklart ihlallerinin gerceklesmis oldugunu
kabul etse de bu fiiller heniiz silahli bir ¢catisma cerge-
vesine yerlestirilmemistir.

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The emergence of the ruling party in the early 2000s
and the launching of the peace process resulted in
the partial acknowledgement that the Kurdish issue
was a conflict for the first time in history, breaking
historical taboos. Throughout the next five to six
years the peace process was developed based upon
that recognition, establishing important foundations
for the resolution. Since the ‘parking’ of the peace
process, however, there has been a marked shift in
the rhetoric whereby whilst there is acknowledge-
ment from the ruling party of the human rights viola-
tions that took place, these acts are yet to be placed
within the framework of armed conflict.

Recognition of the ongoing armed conflict by all
parties is a prerequisite for lasting peace. So far, the
attempts by actors to solve the conflict through dia-
logue and negotiations have failed because these at-
tempts did not directly recognise the existence of the
conflict. Recognising an armed conflict under inter-
national humanitarian law activates rules governing
the conduct of hostilities that are binding on non-
state actors and entail an international responsibility
for their implementation; they are thus more likely
to be observed than other legal regimes, and reduce
levels of violence (due to the emphasis on necessity,
proportionality and distinction).

Uluslararasi
insan haklart hukuku uyarinca, silahlt bir ¢atismanin
varliginin tanminmastyla birlikte diismanliklarin ida-
resini diizenleyen ve devlet-dist aktorler igin baglayict
olan kurallar devreye girer ve beraberinde bu kural-
larin uygulanmasina dair uluslararast bir sorumluluk
glindeme gelir. Bu nedenle diger yasal rejimlere ktyas-
la bu kurallara uyulma ihtimali artar ve (gereklilik,
orantulilik ve ayrim yapmaya getirilen vurgu dolayisty-

la) siddet diizeyi azalir.

Yapilan arastirmalar gostermektedir ki bir silahli ¢a-
tismanin varliginin uluslararast insan haklart hukuku
temelinde taninmasi, taraflara siireci barisa gétiirebi-
lecek bir angajman temeli saglarken, bunu taraflarin
amaglarint ya da taktiklerini birbirine esdeger tutma-
dan yapmaktadir. Béyle bir tanima, uluslararast bart-
sin ve giivenligin gereklerini yerine getirmeye yonelik
uluslararast bir yiikiimliiliigii de beraberinde getirebil-
mektedir. Boylece durumun silahlt bir ¢catisma seviye-
sine ¢iktiginin kabul edilmesiyle, tek tek devletler ve
cok tarafli 6rgiitler bolgede barisin desteklenmesi me-
kanizmalarint kullanmaya tesvik edilmis olur.

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Recognising an armed conflict under international
humanitarian law provides the parties with a basis
for engagement that may lead to peace, without giv-
ing parity to the parties’ goals or tactics. The rec-
ognition also triggers an international obligation to
respond in the interests of international peace and
security. Thus the recognition that the situation has
risen to the level of armed conflict encourages indi-
vidual states and multi-lateral organisations to use
the mechanisms for promoting peace in the region.

The progress towards recognition of the existence
and the severity of the conflict has made the estab-
lishment of sustainable peace a real possibility in
Turkey. Over the past ten years DPI has integrated
the foundations laid by the state into our practice,
continued to discuss the peace process in Turkey and
shined a light on what would otherwise have been a
darkened corner of the policy process at a challeng-
ing time politically, socially and economically.

DPI, as one of the key organisations to succeed in
keeping dialogue alive in Turkey despite challeng-
ing periods indicates the impact on the ground with
peace, and the sheer indispensableness of inclusivity
in the promotion of peace and democracy building.
In just ten years, DPI has expanded its involvement
and reach in Turkish society as well as pursuing last-
ing communication with recurring participants to
promote knowledge growth and repeated opportuni-
ties for engagement.

DPI’s first ever event brought together an inclusive
delegation of representatives from different political
parties, including the ruling party and those repre-
senting Kurdish and Turkish opposition interests,
policy makers, opinion influencers, academics and
journalists for round tables where they shared com-
parative experiences.

In visiting London, Belfast, and Edinburgh and in
meeting key players in the Northern Ireland peace

This visit to Dublin brought together the partici-
pants from the previous comparative study visit (to
the United Kingdom), to follow up their study of the
Northern Ireland conflict and peace process. The
participants were brought together with a cross sec-
tion of Irish and UK-based professionals and experts
in specific subjects relevant to peace, conflict and de-
mocracy building. Topics included the roles of gover-
nment, media and civil society in the peace process,
the vocabulary of peace, and rights and identity as
part of the peace process.

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COMMON DIFFICULTIES IN A PEACE PROCESS:

THE CASE OF NORTHERN IRELAND

BARIS SURECININ ORTAK ZORLUKLARI:
KUZEY IRLANDA ORNEGI

Negotiations in the Northern Ireland peace process repe-
atedly hit precarious junctures, with a recurrent impasse
being a fundamental disagreement over the sequencing
of disarmament and inclusion into political institutions.
Yet the relative peace and DUP-Sinn Fein power-sharing
in Northern Ireland today demonstrates that this impas-
se is not, as it were, impassable and that certain structu-
ral formula can be used to break through.

Tensions between the expansion of participation and
the increasing difficulty of cooperation and decisive
action can hinder a process as the number of players
at the negotiating table increases. Strategies to ba-
lance these factors have been employed in different
scenarios. Parallel negotiation processes often aim
to provide an inclusive forum for civil society input,
while maintaining a separate sphere for principal
parties to negotiate.

The inclusivity of civil society actors in the building
of peace is essential for lasting resolution of the conf-
lict, yet the Northern Ireland peace process did not
just need to overcome initial obstacles, but also repe-
atedly respond to acts of violence that threatened to
derail the process. It is likely that moments of com-
munal tension and even violence will occur during
any peace process.

Genellikle paralel miizakere siiregleri
stvil toplumun katkistnin alinabilmesi i¢in kapsayict
bir forum olma gorevini goériirken, ayrt bir diizlemde
stirecteki baslica taraflarin miizakeresi devam ettiril-
mektedir.

Another difficulty faced during a peace process is of-
ten the access to independent third parties during
the course of the negotiations, as their presence can
greatly benefit a peace process. As the parties to the
conflict in Northern Ireland developed awareness
that the road to peace would be fraught and compli-
cated, they sought the assistance of international in-
terlocutors. US Senator George Mitchell, backed by
the Clinton administration, released a set of ‘princip-
les of democracy and non-violence’ in January 1996,
stating that all participants in negotiations should
affirm their commitment to democratic and exclusi-
vely peaceful means of resolving political issues, the
total disarmament of all paramilitary organisation,
verifiable by an independent commission and the
end of ‘punishment’ killings and beatings. The ‘Mitc-
hell principles’ offered a way forward to both parties
without reneging on their seemingly incompatible
stances. By affirming the principles, parties could
proceed along both tracks — decommissioning and
negotiations — in parallel, with the assurance that
violence had been publicly renounced and would not
be used to pressure negotiations.

Clinton yénetiminin destegini arkasina alan
ABD’li Senator George Mitchell, Ocak 1996°da bir dizi
‘demokrasi ve siddetsizlik ilkesi’ ilan ederek miizakere-
lerdeki tiim katilimcilarin siyasi meselelerin ¢dziimiin-
de demokratik ve miinhasiran bariscil araglara bagl
olduklarint ifade etmeleri gerektigini belirtmis, tiim
paramiliter orgiitlerin bagimsiz bir komisyon tarafin-
dan dogrulanabilecek sekilde tiimiiyle silahsizlandiril-
masint ve “cezalandirmaya” yonelik infazlar ve darp
eylemlerinin sonlandirilmasini talep etmistir.

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With their structural principles and international
backing and mentoring, the independent third party
can play an important role for the success of a pea-
ce process. By presenting participants with the op-
portunity to learn from the Northern Ireland peace
process, DPI ensures that ways in which obstacles
were overcome may serve as valuable examples to
those directly involved in the future peace process
in Turkey.

Another good example of this, and a key comparati-
ve study visit location for DPI is South Africa. Towar-
ds the end of the apartheid, civil society engagement
was established through the National Peace Accord
(NPA) signed September 1991 by politicians, secu-
rity forces and civil society leaders. The NPA set up a
network of peace committees throughout the country
as forums for dispute resolution, widely engaging so-
ciety in the process of peace and formulating chan-
nels of engagement between previous adversaries.
Other peace negotiations have relied on strong pub-
lic communication strategies to foster inclusion in
the process, such as opinion polls, discussion forums,
and regular reporting back of meetings with cons-
tituencies and designated communicators from the
parties. The South African experience thus demonst-
rates that high civil society involvement tend to lead
to sustained peace, whereas low society involvement
leads most often to the converse.

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GENDER INCLUSIVITY AND PEACE

TOPLUMSAL CINSIYET KAPSAYICILIGI VE BARIS

DPI has an ongoing programme on the role of women
in peace processes which provides opportunities for wo-
men from various countries and backgrounds to share
approaches and experiences. Through exposure to com-
parative studies of women’s role in peace processes, par-
ticipants are invited to explore examples of challenges
faced by women and the unique contributions they have
offered to peace and resolution processes.

DPI shares these stories and experiences with a broade-
ning range of participants in order to equip them with
the tools, knowledge and understanding with which to
positively contribute to peace and democratisation pro-
cesses in Turkey. Studies have found that inclusion of
women and civil society groups in a peace negotiation
makes the resulting agreement sixty-four percent less li-
kely to fail and thirty-five percent more likely to last at
least fifteen years. It is therefore paramount that gender

issues are at the forefront of any peace process.

In light of these principles, DPI commits to ensure gen-
der equality and encourage women’s participation in
peacebuilding by delivering programmes and activities
which focus on women’s involvement in conflict reso-
lution. These activities have added to the participants’
knowledge of conflict resolution as well as having stren-
gthened dialogue among these women from Turkey.

They have been attended by political and civil society
actors from different regions and representing the bro-
ad spectrum of different political affiliations in Turkey,
including MPs and members of political parties, repre-
sentatives of human rights organisations, lawyers, bu-
sinesswomen, media professionals and academics. Par-
ticipant feedback has been overwhelmingly positive,
confirming the importance of opportunities for partici-
pants to interact with others from different backgrounds
and perspectives.

DPI’s consistent gender-based work led to the establish-
ment, prior to 2017, of a cross-party Women'’s Coalition
in Turkey by the female leaders from the main political
parties in Turkey (AK Party, CHP and HDP) which they
modelled on the Northern Ireland Women’s Coalition,
with DPI’s assistance.

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THE RESOLUTION PROCESS

KAMUSAL TARTISMALAR VE COZUM SURECI

Beginning in early 2013, the peace process entered a new
phase, marking an increase in public debate which con-
tinued until early 2015. In the framework of these new
circumstances and opportunities, DPI carried out compa-
rative study visits to countries such as South Africa, Ger-
many and the Philippines, as well as to Wales and Ireland.
Roundtable meetings were held in Van, Mardin and Urfa
in Southeast Turkey and twice in Istanbul in order to acti-
vely assist the ongoing process and provide a platform for
public debate.

Despite the obstacles posed by the conflict, including
bombings, urban demonstrations, deaths, and public and
political tensions, DPI’s activities continued to serve an
important function for both society and politics through
its structured programmes. Lessons learnt benefited and
aided efforts in the preparation for a general basis for pub-
lic discussion of the conflict resolution process for people
in Turkey. Indeed, DPI’s programme made a difference on
the ground during this crucial period, influencing policy
makers and others alike. Discussions held between poli-
tical representatives as well as amongst prominent civil
society organisations and academics in these visits also
became integrated into the political sphere, and political
representatives transferred their newly acquired knowled-
ge to their relative parties.

DPI also extended its expertise on both theoretical and
practical levels. Its Council of Experts expanded to inclu-
de international actors, academics, artists and journalists,
and members of the Wise People’s Committee, bilaterally
established during the resolution process with sixty-three
members. DPI continued to diversify its participants to
further lend legitimacy to the resolution process. Women,
media and civil society groups were hosted with a focus on
the roles of such groups in conflict resolution, with the aim
to share lessons from previous experiences.

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CIVIL SOCIETY CAN BRIDGE THE GAP

SIVIL TOPLUM BIR KOPRU GOREVI GOREBILIR

As a mirror of society, civil society actors are crucial to
achieving inclusivity at every stage of a peace process.
They are the most effective in ensuring that peace agree-
ments reflect the needs and desires of the whole of soci-
ety and that their implementation is universal. Just like
the media, they have a mutually reinforcing role, both
wielding the capability to communicate negative infor-
mation, yet also to create a positive image for a construc-
tive conflict transformation process. For example, in re-
gions where official channels for conflict resolution, such
as truth and reconciliation commissions, prove to be of
limited effectiveness, civil society can assist in ‘bridging
the gap’ and playing a vital role in supplementing peace
processes.

Civil society actors are increasingly gaining traction as
one of the key pillars for conflict resolution and democ-
racy building. One example being the establishment of
the Committee of Wise Persons (WPC) in Turkey to help
shape public opinion regarding the peace process.

The potential of civil society cannot be understated. As
well as providing legitimacy to peace-building and con-
flict transformation efforts, it can promote and strength-
en dialogue in an objective and comprehensive manner,
bridging the gap between parties and the public. Around
the globe, peace processes which have resulted in lasting
peace have been those which have managed to achieve
an effective level of inclusivity.

In light of these points, DPI held its first event on the topic
of the role of civil society in April 2013. The creation of
the WPC and the growing interest at the time across the
country in the crucial role civil society actors have to play
in strengthening objective and comprehensive dialogue
were topics of discussion. Present at the roundtable were
themselves members of the WPC, including speakers Ali
Bayramoglu and Etyen Mahcupyan, Oztiirk Tiirkdogan
and Ahmet Faruk Unsal.

THE ROLE OF POLITICAL PARTIES IN CONFLICT RESOLUTION
SIYASI PARTILERIN CATISMA COZUMUNDEKI ROLU

During this period DPI began a series of discussions
with political parties in Turkey about policies and con-
flict resolution. Keeping with our principle of inclusiv-
ity, DPI activities sought to include politicians, local
administrators, bureaucrats and government officials.
From here on, constructive and consistent relations
were formed across the political spectrum.

DPI’s programme brought all political parties, both to-
gether and separately, to engage in comparative study
visits and roundtable meetings. This programme has
and continues to have a particular importance in the

framework of DPI’s activities.

These activities, which have taken place both in Turkey
as well as abroad, have proven crucial to developing
the path to peace, by initiating dialogue between polit-
ical parties as well as assisting policymakers to expand
and refresh their knowledge on preventative diploma-
cy, mediation, the socialisation and institutionalisation
of peace, accountability, disarmament and creating a
legal infrastructure for peace through various exam-
ples from around the world. The participation of polit-
ical actors during these activities boosts public morale
whereby opposing political groups are seen to come
together for the common good of the country.

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THE INFLUENCE OF MEDIA
MEDYANIN ETKISI

The role of the media is imperative for reporting, reflect-
ing, and influencing processes of conflict resolution. It can
be essential in fostering positivity and support for a pro-
cess among the public, or alternatively it could be used
negatively to perpetuate divisive discourse and warmon-
gering. Understanding the role of the media as crucial ac-
tors in peacebuilding and democratic reform is essential
in order to prepare for wider conflict resolution efforts.
Raising awareness of key issues and preparing society for
engagement with the process of conflict resolution are key
roles that the media plays in conflict resolution. Media at
local, national and international levels can influence and
shape debate, and its importance cannot be overstated.

The rise of new technologies across recent years can be
a positive force for the media in conflict resolution pro-
cesses. In an age where the media ecology is undergoing
tremendous change and social media becomes the prima-
ry channel through which people access news, the ‘com-
munication of peace’ is a vital element of the socialisation
of peace as well as the peaceful conclusion of resolution
processes.

Yerel, ulusal ve ulusla-
rarast diizeydeki medya tartismalart etkileyebilir, sekil-
lendirebilir ve tasidigt onemi iyice vurgulamak gerekir.

Son yiullarda yeni teknolojilerin yiikselisi, ¢catisma ¢o-
glim siireglerinde medyanin elini giiclendirebilir. Med-
ya ekolojisinin muazzam bir degisime ugradigt ve
sosyal medyanin insanlarin haberlere eristigi birincil
kanal haline geldigi bir ¢cagda, ‘baris iletisimi’ barisin
toplumsallasmasinda ve ¢oziim siireclerinin baris¢il
bir sekilde sonuclanmasinda hayati bir unsurudur.

Sosyal medyanin yadsinamaz onemi, bilginin yayilma
ve tiiketilme hizindaki artis, medyanin ¢atisma ve ba-
ris insasindaki roliinii daha da énemli hale getiriyor;
bu DPIn da yogunlastigi bir konudur ve bu nedenle
DPI'in etkinlikleri hizlica degisen medya diinyasina bir
yanit olarak evrimlesmistir.

The undeniable importance of social media and the rapid
rate at which information can be disseminated and con-
sumed places importance on the role of the media for con-
flict and peacebuilding; this is something that DPI places
a strong focus on and as such DPI’s events have evolved in
response to the rapidly changing world of media.

DPI's commitment to engaging in high level dialogue on
the role of the media has transpired across ten years in the
form of roundtable meetings and comparative visit stud-
ies in fdifferent countries, bringing together hundreds of
participants to discuss the role of media in conflict res-
olution. Prominent representatives of both mainstream
and alternative media in Turkey are among those brought
together to discuss their unique role in conflict resolution
and peacebuilding; as such, they are crucially important
to DPI's work. These meetings have strengthened dia-
logue among journalists and enabled debate on the me-
dia’s worldwide capacity to change the course of events in
everything from politics to the economy. Journalists from
a variety of publications and broadcasting organisations
are brought together with government officials, media-
tors and their colleagues in a number of countries, provid-
ing the journalists with the opportunity to listen to their
experiences. These events function to develop a knowl-
edge base and keep the public informed of developments.

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THE PHILIPPINES EXPERIENCE, 2015
FILIPINLER DENEYIMI, 2015

In the Southern Philippines archipelago Mindanao
and Sulu, where the population is predominant-
ly Muslim, armed groups claiming to represent the
Muslim population and aiming to establish an auton-
omous state have engaged in conflict with the state
dating back to 1969. Attempts at solving this conflict
through negotiations constitute the main framework
of the resolution process in the Philippines. The con-
flict was eventually resolved by recognising the au-
tonomy of the Moro.

In 2011 and 2012, negotiations took place between
the Philippines government and the Moro Islam-
ic Liberation Army in Malaysia. These negotiations
were facilitated by a group named International
Contact Group (ICG) consisting of representatives of
the governments of Britain, Japan, Turkey and Sau-
di Arabia as well as the Asian Foundation from San
Francisco, the Centre for Humanitarian Dialogue
from Geneva, Conciliation Resources from London
and the Muhammadiyah Association from Indonesia.

According to
the agreement, an autonomous region called Bang-
samoro would be founded on the Mindanao island. A
more comprehensive ‘Bangsamoro Peace Agreement’
was signed in the garden of the Malacafiang Palace
in Manila on 28 March 2014 and was witnessed by
more than a thousand people.

In order to allow valuable comparisons to be drawn
and concrete lessons to be learnt from the Philip-
pines experience of its own peace process, DPI was
hosted, in conjunction with the Centre for Humani-
tarian Dialogue, by the President’s office of the Phil-
ippines to the region in June 2015.

CHALLENGING TIMES
ZOR ZAMANLAR

Turkey has undergone several changes since 2015,
when the ‘difficult times’ began. The reform and de-
mocratisation agenda that marked the first decade
of the 2000s and the steps taken to resolve Turkey’s
Kurdish issue lost their momentum. The peace pro-
cess was ‘parked’ in 2015 and the failed coup attempt
of 2016 marked a turning point in Turkey’s political
dynamics and domestic priorities. The most obvious
outcome of the changing regional dynamics in 2015
and the coup attempt in 2016 was the emergence of
a ‘survival discourse’ which promoted a security-ba-
sed approach from the government and facilitated
sweeping changes in political partnerships.

DPI adapted its work to these changes and mainta-
ined contact with public authorities to continue its
efforts towards conflict resolution despite these dif-
ficulties. Our work focused on discussing and evalu-
ating the possibilities for a return to the resolution
process, the meaning of this experience with all its
successes and failures, and how it compares to simi-
lar international experiences.

Tiirkiye, ‘zor giinlerin’ basladig1 2015 yilindan bu yana bir-
cok degisim yasadi. 2000'li yullarin ilk on yilina damgastni
vuran reform ve demokratiklesme giindemi ve Kiirt mesele-
sinin ¢oziimil icin atilan adimlar ivme kaybetti. Baris stireci
2015te ‘park edildi’ ve 2016’daki basarisiz darbe girisimi
iilkenin siyasi dinamiklerini ve iilke icindeki oncelikleri bii-
yiik olgiide degistirdi. 2015’te degisen bolgesel dinamiklerin
ve 2016’daki darbe girisiminin en belirgin sonucu, hiikiime-
tin glivenlik¢i bir yaklasimi benimseyen ve siyasi ittifaklar-
da etrafli degisiklikleri kolaylastiran bir ‘beka soyleminin’
ortaya ¢tkmast oldu.

DPI bu dénemde de tiim bu zorluklara ragmen program-
larint devam ettirdi ve tiim aktorlerle iletisim kanallarint
actk tuttu. DPI Tiirkiye'deki siyasal ve toplumsal yelpaze-
nin her kesiminden insanlarla diyaloga girmenin miimkiin
oldugu tarafsiz bir alan sagladi. Bu sayede iktidardaki ve
muhalefetteki siyasetgiler bir araya gelerek Kiirt meselesinin
¢oziim thtimalini degerlendirmeye devam ettiler. Caligmala-
rimiz ¢ogiim siirecinin yeniden baslamastnin imkanlarin,
tiim basarilart ve basarisizliklartyla birlikte bu deneyimin
ne anlama geldigini, benzer uluslararast deneyimlerle ki-
yaslandiginda nasul bir yere sahip oldugunu tartismaya ve
degerlendirmeye odaklandu.

Bunu gerceklestirebilmek icin kendine 0zgii, tutarli ve istik-
rarl bir program sunmakta olan DPI'in bu programi ozenle
hazirlanmis katilima faaliyetler araciligiyla toplumun ku-
tuplasmus farkli kesimlerini siirece katmak igin tasarlandu.

GETTING A PROCESS BACK ON TRACK -

INTERNATIONAL EXPERIENCES, ANKARA, 2015

In the second half of 2015 and against the backd-
rop of a crucial time for Turkey, DPI held this event,
titled ‘Getting a Process Back on Track,” in Ankara.
Following a period of sustained ceasefire, Turkey was
experiencing renewed conflict and volatility in the
aftermath of the June 2015 general elections and
run up to the November 2015 re-elections. Identif-
ying the need for a platform for relevant dialogue
and discussion, the roundtable focused on exploring
the ways in which to bring a process ‘back on track’
when it has become derailed or is facing significant
challenges. Discussion on the cross-border dimensi-
on of the Kurdish issue, and similar cases with a ‘lack
of trust’ and ‘different paradigms’ in other countries
were studied as comparisons to the political process
in Turkey.

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THE COLOMBIAN EXPERIENCE
KOLOMBIYA DENEYIMI

For fifty years there was an asymmetrical, low-intensity
war in Colombia between the armed forces of the gov-
ernment and Marxist organisations such as the Revolu-
tionary Armed Forces of Colombia (FARC) and National
Liberation Army (ELN). The civil wars that broke out fol-
lowing the insurrections at the end of the 1940s, which
were known as ‘La Violencia’ (Violence) continued for
years. Communists faced oppression everywhere in the
country, resulting in rebel organisations such as FARC
coming into existence. In the past fifty years, guerrilla
warfare - armed conflict in the countryside - and the in-
surrectionist movement destroyed order and stability in
the country. Pro-government paramilitary organisations
as well as dissident guerrilla groups were accused of ‘re-
sorting to terrorism’ and ‘smuggling drugs.’

In 2012, the parliament in Colombia passed a Legal
Framework for Peace. Included in this legal package was
a series of transitional justice mechanisms promoting
peaceful dialogue, preventing serious war crimes, and
providing victims with justice and guarantees. This law
was a product of the resolution policies of Juan Manuel
Santos, who was elected President in 2010. On 19 No-
vember 2012, after the Legal Framework for Peace was
accepted, FARC announced a unilateral ceasefire, then
again during the first and second rounds of the presiden-
tial election in 2014. After a tense period of two years,
bilateral ceasefire was announced in 2016.

DPI’'s 2016 CSV to Colombia, hosted by President San-
tos, aimed to gain an in-depth understanding of the
conflict and ensuing resolution process in Colombia to
explore key themes and lessons learnt in detail with
those who have first-hand experience of the conflict
and the resolution process to date. As a ‘live’ case study;
the peace talks in Havana between the Colombian Gov-
ernment and the FARC took much of the visit’s focus.
The visit also provided the opportunity to learn from
Colombia’s long history of conflict and past efforts to-
wards peace, and to look ahead to the newly declared
process with the ELN.

This took place in the midst of a very challenging time
in Turkey’s political context, in which renewed vio-
lence continued and polarisation throughout society
peaked. The country’s own resolution process faced
great difficulties and the Colombian experience offered
hope in terms of identifying workable mechanism to
get a process ‘back on track’ when it has stalled. The
visit aimed to go some way in broadening bases for
dialogue throughout Turkey’s society, and draw atten-
tion to the aspects of the Colombian model of conflict
resolution which have proven successful, as well as the
lessons learnt.

This roundtable, carried out with the assistance of
the National Endowment for Democracy and the
Swiss Federal Department for Foreign Affairs, add-
ressed the topic of ‘conflict, crisis and the role of the
media.’

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GETTING A PROCESS BACK ON TRACK
SURECI YENIDEN RAYINA OTURTMAK

In the context of the period of transformation that
Turkey and the region were undergoing between
2017-2019, DPI faced difficult questions regarding
the continuity of our work. Yet despite this, DPI con-
tinued to progress through these challenging times,
ensuring that dialogue be kept alive and attention
drawn to the importance of this maintained dialogue
among different political and social sections in diffi-
cult times.

In fact, it is precisely within these moments where
institutions working within the field have a greater
responsibility to prepare parties for the next potenti-
al process. In periods of political deadlock and social
polarisation it is vital to bring actors together to bu-
ild and maintain relationships; this is indispensable
for maintaining and building upon the groundwork
laid in better times. During this period therefore, DPI
continued to support inclusive dialogue at a challen-
ging time in Turkey.

DPTI’s activities continued to show that despite the
ongoing conflict, there still remained hope for peace.
Relationships of trust were established and mainta-
ined with decision-makers in our pursuit for dialo-
gue, including representatives of the ruling party.

Events were held which centered on peace processes
from around the world, including the second CSV to
South Africa in June 2019. In particular, attention
was paid to the difficult times these processes went
through and the importance of sustaining contact
and dialogue between various social and political
sections throughout these periods. These experien-
ces show the value of preparing political and civil
society actors for a potential future process and ke-
eping the idea of peace in the public consciousness,
thereby further legitimising conflict resolution.

Participants were invited to focus on experiences
from around the world, using the principle that the
best way to talk about Turkey, was to not talk about
Turkey. Rather they were provided with the oppor-
tunity to explore the methods and successes in ot-
her conflict resolution processes to learn lessons and
prevent repeating mistakes.

DPI held a series of meetings in November and De-
cember 2017 with delegations from the three main
political parties in Turkey, the AK Party, HDP and
CHP. The purpose of these meetings was to discuss
and evaluate the latest developments and the cur-
rent situation in Turkey. In addition, the possibilities
of democratisation and solution process in the peri-
od extending to the elections to be held in 2019 and
beyond were evaluated. The meeting also provided
a platform for discussions between party representa-
tives and international experts with first-hand expe-
rience in conflict resolution processes.

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THE ECONOMIC DIVIDEND OF PEACE
BARISIN EKONOMIK GETIRILERI

The economic dividend of peace is not to be down-
played. The humanitarian costs of the conflict as
well as implications such as the destruction of the
country’s economic infrastructure, loss of income
and unemployment due to a halt in economic activi-
ties, uncertainty, capital flight, loss of foreign invest-
ment and increasing operational costs are crucial
subjects of discussion in DPI’s activities. As a group,
the business community has expressed interest in the
relationship between the economy and democratisa-
tion, a key focus of DPI’s work, and the positive role
played by the community in various peace processes
is underlined.

Delegations
consisting of prominent and socially conscientious
representatives of Turkey’s business community have
participated in DPI events focusing on peace and the
economy as well as being part of broader subject
roundtable meetings. They have been encouraged
to generate concrete ideas for action in Turkey and
have successfully broadened the bases of dialogue
between business actors.

Peace processes require full cooperation of private
firms and DPI’s efforts to bring these actors together
reflect our dedication to making use of the unique
expertise provided by those at the top of business
in the conflict resolution conversation. DPI aims to
bring focus to the economic benefits which lie be-
hind peace and promote discussions on the role the
business community can play in supporting the path-
way to peace.

Forming DPI’s first ever youth group,
participants were exposed to the experiences of the
Northern Ireland conflict and peace process through
a carefully designed programme that introduced
concepts and practices of resolution processes as
well as providing a platform to discuss the positive
contribution that youth specifically can make to such
processes. This meeting brought together mostly
young figures with diverse professional and political
backgrounds from across Turkey, including political
party youth representatives from AK Party, CHP and
HDP civil society workers, high school and university
students, journalists and social workers.

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THE ROLE OF YOUTH IN CONFLICT RESOLUTION

CATISMA COZUMUNDE GENCLIGIN ROLU

Important yet overlooked actors in conflict resolu-
tion and peacebuilding processes, young people are
a key group involved in DPTI’s activities. Also forming
part of the UN’s agenda, the role of youth in conflict
prevention is a topic DPI has explored during recent
years in Turkey and abroad, with the participation of
political parties’ youth branch representatives, civil
society workers and public servants, journalists and
academics.

In December 2015, the UN Security Council unani-
mously adopted Resolution 2250, recognising that
‘young people play an important and positive role
in the maintenance and promotion of international
peace and security’ and called for member states to
give youth a voice in all levels of decision-making and
to consider setting up mechanisms that would ena-
ble young people to participate meaningfully in peace
processes. Many believe that the current focus on UN
SCR 2250 will help it emulate many of the gradual
and ongoing successes of UN SCR 1325, which target-
ed women, peace and security. This focus on youth,
peace and security is only set to intensify over the
coming years.

Pek ¢ok insan
2250 sayili BM Giivenlik Konseyi Karari’nin kadinlart,
barist ve giivenligi hedefleyen 1325 sayilit BM Giivenlik
Konseyi Karart'nin elde ettigi asamali ve kalict basart-
lart tekrar edecegine inanmaktadir. Genglik, baris ve
glivenlige yapilan bu vurgu oniimiizdeki yillarda arta-
rak devam edecektir.

The active and meaningful participation of youth in
conflict resolution is important for both principled
and pragmatic reasons. Not only do youth, like other
sectors of the population, enjoy participatory rights,
including the right to have a say in matters affecting
them, but harnessing their diverse and varied expe-
riences would provide peacebuilding processes with
deeper contextual insights into the causes, nature and
impacts of a particular conflict, contributing to a more
rounded and nuanced understanding of the conflict
as the basis for developing responses leading to its
effective resolution.

Also often seen as the root cause of the conflict or
a human resource for armed combat, the potential
of young people in conflict-affected areas to become
disillusioned and disenfranchised with their place in
the world and, as a result, turn to or be easily drawn
into violence has long been recognised. However, in a
shift away from a discourse that tends to characterise
youth as contributing to conflict, the value of youth
as resources and agents for peace and development is
increasingly appreciated.

Ustelik catismadan etkilenen bolgelerdeki genglerin
icinde bulunduklart durum yiiziinden hayal kirikligt
yasama ve marjinallesme ihtimallerinin olmast sonu-
cunda gengler kolaylikla siddetin bir parcast haline
gelebilmektedir. Ote yandan gengligi ¢atismanin daha
da derinlesmesine neden olan bir unsur gibi gorme egi-
limindeki soylem terk edilmekte, barisin, kalkinmanin
kaynaklart ve 6zneleri olarak genclerin kiymetleri gi-
derek daha fazla takdir edilmektedir.
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Raising awareness and understanding amongst youth
of conflict resolution norms, approaches and tools
is therefore fundamental to any inclusive resolution
process. These young people come together through
DPI activities in an environment where they can bring
their diverse experiences of the world to the table; a
place where they can talk about themselves and their
potential contribution to peacebuilding.

In 2018, DPI held its first ever youth engagement CSV,
bringing together a diverse group of youth representa-
tives from Turkey. The diversity of this youth group re-
sulted in positive reportage of the DPI activity by me-
dia outlets, as well as positive language used by these
articles in framing the conflict resolution dialogue of
this CSV. Since then, DPI has continued to incorporate
youth involvement into its path to peace with a com-
parative study visit examining youth engagement in
regards to welsh devolution and language rights, and
again in December 2019, where the youth delegation
from Turkey was able to learn valuable lessons from
youth members of Scottish parliament. In 2020 DPI
held an online Roundtable entitled ‘Youth, Peace and
Technology,” exploring the rising role of new technol-
ogies and the potential for young people to utilise this
medium to aid conflict resolution.

DPI, genglere yonelik ilk KCZ’yi 2018 yilinda gercek-
lestirerek Tiirkiye’den c¢ok cesitli genclik temsilcileri-
ni bir araya getirdi. Bu genglik grubunun cesitliligi
medya kuruluslarinin DPI'in faaliyetlerine iliskin ¢ok
olumlu haberler yapmast sonucunu dogurmus, yayim-
lanan haberlerde bu KCZ'nin ¢atisma ¢éziimii diyalogu
meselesini ele alis bigimi ¢ok olumlu bir dille degerlen-
dirilmistir. DPI simdiye dek Galler’deki yetki devri ve
dil haklarinin kazanilmast siirecinde gengligin katili-
mint inceleyen karsilastirmalt bir ¢alisma ziyareti ve
yine Aralik 2019’da Tiirkiye’den gelen genglik heyeti-
nin Iskogya parlamentosunun geng iiyelerinden deger-
li dersler alabilecekleri bir baska ziyaret diizenledi ve
bu yolla kendi baris ¢alismalarina gengligin katilimi
konusunu dahil etmeyi siirdiirdii. DPI 2020 yilinda
“Genglik, Baris ve Teknoloji” baslikli cevrimigi bir yu-
varlak masa toplantist diizenleyerek yeni teknolojile-
rin artan roliinii, genglerin bu araci ¢atisma ¢oziimiine
destek vermek icin nasil kullanabilecegini ele aldu.
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In Turkey, we’re aware of the things we disagree
about, but we don’t give much thought to the
things we do agree on. In looking at various

examples from around the world with DPI, we
have the opportunity to explore the values and
principles we have in common in Turkey.

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PUBLIC ENGAGEMENT IN CONFLICT RESOLUTION

CATISMA SURECLERINE HALKIN KATILIMI

Experience from around the world indicates that the
chances of securing and sustaining a peace agree-
ment are enhanced where official high level ‘track 1’
negotiation processes are complemented by unoffi-
cial ‘track 2’ processes involving civil society actors
and are supported by strong social movements for
peace. Without the ‘buy-in’ of all sectors of society,
agreements are more likely to fail.

Creating a shared sense of societal ownership of a
process rests on a joint feeling amongst people that
they are represented, involved, and that their con-
cerns are heard and needs and interests met. A gen-
uine effort to include and engage society in a reso-
lution process can generate momentum and mutual
trust, help reverse patterns of polarisation and, in
the long term, enhance the viability of any future
settlement.

Through its activities DPI aims to finds ways to en-
courage and support the opening up of public debate
on the resolution process. DPI's 2018 CSV brought
together members of Turkey’s former Wise Peoples
Committee (WPC) - set up by then Prime Minis-
ter Erdogan in 2013 and tasked with raising pub-
lic awareness and understanding of the then ongo-
ing resolution process - to explore different models
for engendering public support for peace processes
drawing on comparative practice.

These included ‘track 2’ activities typically involving
influential civil society figures such as academic, reli-
gious, and NGO leaders who may interact more freely
with the public than high-ranking officials. A particu-
lar focus was upon ‘middle range’ approaches which
aim to bridge the gap between elite and societal lev-
els, much as the WPC did, and on what can be done
when the space for discussing conflict resolution in
formal political processes and in society more broad-
ly is limited. The important role which the WPC had
during the peace process of demonstrates the impor-
tance for future efforts to once more bring conflict
resolution into the public domain. Through its work,
DPI has successfully developed public awareness and
support of the peacebuilding process.

The current climate in Turkey demands a need to
develop strong leadership and new methodology
for grass roots mobilisation to create a renewed will
amongst the general population for resolving differ-
ence and making peace. It will be especially chal-
lenging a second time round to tackle widespread
skepticism after the resolution process was parked in
2015, therefore encouragement from public figures
is vital to boost public engagement.

Drawing on comparative experiences, this roundta-
ble event refreshed memories of the arguments for
peace, including in terms of the social, political and
economic benefits, and served as a reminder that
the process of making peace is neither linear nor
straightforward.

The peace process in South Africa is among the most
important examples of conflict resolution to exist. By
paving the way for the abolition of the Apartheid re-
gime and the creation of a democratic and reconcil-
iatory political culture, it inspired the attempts at re-
solving a number of conflicts from around the world.

The five years of negotiation and peace between 1989
and 1994 was a complicated and difficult process.
Despite that, thanks to the prudence and farsighted-
ness of the negotiating parties, the process resulted
in the non-violent abolishment of the Apartheid re-
gime. From 1994 to today, South Africa remains a
very important case study in the various problems
encountered post-negotiation and their resolutions.

yazarlar, akademisyenler ve sivil toplum temsilcileri bulu-
nuyordu. 2013 yilinda gerceklestirilen KCZ, Apartheid re-
jiminin 1994 yilinda sona ermesini izleyen uzlasma ve bir
arada yasama deneyimine odaklanmisti. O dénemde Tiir-
kiye'de bir ategkes siireci yasanmaktaydi, PKK'nin iilkeden
cekilmesi baslamisti ve baris meselesine iliskin kamusal ve
oOzel bir diyalog gelismekteydi. Bu nedenle Giiney Afrika zi-
yaretinin zamanlamast ayrt bir 6nem tastyordu.

DPI’S 2013 visit was planned at the request of a num-
ber of members of the Turkish parliament, academics
and civil society activists following previously suc-
cessful comparative study visits to the United King-
dom, Northern Ireland and the Republic of Ireland.
The diverse group of influencers who went from Tur-
key to South Africa in 2013 and 2019 had the oppor-
tunity to listen first-hand to the experiences of the
actors in the negotiations to end Apartheid in South
Africa. The 2013 CSV focused on the subjects of rec-
onciliation and coexistence in South Africa following
the end of the Apartheid regime in 1994. The timing
of the visit was of particular importance and rele-
vance due to the ceasefire in Turkey, commencement
of PKK withdrawal and public and private dialogue
surrounding peace.

The 2019 follow up visit looked at keeping the peace
process going during difficult times. Focus was given to
the breakdown period and subsequent resumption of
the negotiations between the African National Congress
and the National Party. Discussion focused on conditions
that enable negotiations to begin — dubbed ‘talks be-
fore talks.” The architecture of the South African peace
process was explored, as well as the role of media and
security structures. Feedback provided to DPI by key
stakeholders within Turkey was that the visit positively
contributed to an open-structured dialogue of the rele-
vant issues that Turkey was facing at the time.

2019 yilinda gergeklestirilen devam ziyareti zor zamanlarda
barzs siirecinin devam ettirilmesi konusunu ele aldi. Ziyare-
tin odaginda Afrika Ulusal Kongresi (ANC) ile Ulusal Parti
arasindaki miizakerelerin kesilmesi ve ardindan yeniden bas-
lamast vardi. Yapiuan tartismalarda miizakerelerin baslama-
stna olanak veren kosullar; diger bir deyisle “miizakere éncesi
miizakereler” temel alindi. Giiney Afrika baris stirecinin mi-
marisi ile medyanin ve giivenlik yapilartn rolii arastiridi.

2013 ve 2019 yillarinda Tiirkiye'den Giiney Afrika’ya giden
bu ¢ok renkli katilimet heyeti Giiney Afrika’daki Apartheid re-
jimini sonlandirmak icin yapulan miizakerelere katilan aktor-
lerin deneyimlerini ilk elden dinleme firsatt bulmustu. Sozii
edilen aktorler arasinda ANC ve Ulusal Parti’nin temsilcilert,
akademisyenler; sivil toplum temsilcileri, Giiney Afrika’daki
diplomatik misyonlarin ydneticileri bulunuyordu. Dikkat-
le planlanmus bir dizi toplanti sayesinde katilimcilar Giiney
Afrika bars siireci boyunca karsilasilan biiyiik zorluklar ve
basarilart 6grenme imkdnt buldu. Katiimcilarin Giiney Af-
rika’daki doniisiimiin siyasi ve kiiltiirel baglamimi daha iyi
anlayabilmesi amactyla toplantilara ve tartismalara ek ola-
rak, Robben Adast, Apartheid Miizesi, Soweto’ya diizenlenen
giyaretler; Madikwe Ulusal Parkinda yapilan safari gibi bir
dizi kiiltiirel etkinlik de gerceklestirilerek grubun kendi icinde
degerlendirmeler yapmast, diyaloga girmesi ve konu tizerine
diistinmest i¢cin gereken zaman saglanmus oldu. DPI'in Tiirki-
ye'deki kilit paydaslarindan gelen geri bildirimler; ziyaretin
o stralar Tiirkiye'nin karsilastigi sorunlara iliskin yiiriitiilen
agik diyaloga olumlu bir katkt yaptigi yoniindeydi.
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INTERNATIONAL EXAMPLES AND LESSONS LEARNT
ULUSLARARASI ORNEKLER VE CIKARILAN DERSLER

‘The best way to think about Turkey is to not talk
about Turkey;’ in ten years, DPI has carried out over
fifty comparative study visits. From South Africa to
Colombia, from the Philippines to Northern Ireland,
each and every CSV brought together wide-rang-
ing groups of individuals including representatives
of political parties, journalists, academics and civil
society actors, all representing various opinions and
positions and taught invaluable lessons through out-
ward and comparative thinking.

Why do we need a comparative perspective? Peace
processes are never the same. But they do always
have some core issues in common.

For the past ten years DPI has taken its participants
away from Turkey’s current domestic affairs, inviting
them to focus on case studies from around the world
and to think in a wider framework; the motivation
behind this can be found in the understanding that
‘the best way to think about Turkey is to not talk
about Turkey.’ In doing so, participants are able to
explore the connections between their own experi-
ences and those of other individuals from across the
globe, without an explicit agenda or directive.

Giiney Afrika’dan
Kolombiya’ya, Filipinler’den Kuzey Irlanda’ya, tiim
karsilastirmalt ¢alisma ziyaretleri aralarinda siya-
si partilerin temsilcilerinin, gagzetecilerin, akademis-
yenlerin, sivil toplum aktérlerinin temsilcilerinin de
bulundugu, farkl fikirleri ve siyasi konumlart temsil
eden cok cesitli bireylerden olusan heyetleri bir araya
getiriyordu. Disa déniik ve karsilastirmali bir diisiince

tarzina sahip bu ziyaretler ¢ok degerli dersler verdi.

Neden karstlastirmalt bir bakis agisina ihtiyacimiz
vardir? Baris stiregleri asla bir digerinin aynist degil-
dir. Ote yandan hepsinin bazi temel meseleleri ortaktir.

DPI’'s comparative study visits aim to think outside
of the boxes imposed on political and social actors
in Turkey by current events and the latest political
developments and focus on various conflict resolu-
tion and peace processes from around the world.
This enables participants to access a rich reservoir of
knowledge and invites them to look at things from
a wider and comparative perspective. Focusing on
case studies other than Turkey provides participants
with an environment of neutrality, where they can
freely exchange ideas about conflict resolution that,
discussed in other settings, might have been contro-
versial.

As the saying goes, trust takes years to build, sec-
onds to break, and forever to repair. The enhanced
connections, understanding and feelings of trust that
DPI has built and sustained within groups are crucial
to creating an impartial space in which to foster par-
ticipants’ willingness to engage in open dialogue re-
garding the situation. In response to feedback from
participants, over the course of the phases of the pro-
gramme, discussions have evolved from initially not
discussing Turkey on the CSV visits, to incorporating
it into the agenda.

Geride biraktigimiz on yilda DPI Tiirkiye disitnda top-
lantilar diizenleyerek katilimcilart diinya c¢apindaki
vaka ¢alismalarina odaklanmaya, daha genis bir cer-
cevede diisiinmeye davet etmistir. Tiirkiye’nin farkli
siyasi kesimlerinden gelen katilimcilar Tiirkiye’deki
durumdan gziyade uluslararast karsilastirmalt ¢alis-
malardan ¢ikarilan dersleri tartismak icin bir araya
getirilmistir. Boylelikle ilk basta dogrudan Tiirkiye’yi
tartismadan ancak diger ornekleri goz oniinde bulun-
durarak Tiirkiye iizerine diisiinmek yaklasimi benim-
senmistir. Boylelikle katilimcilar kendi deneyimleri
ile diinyanin diger yerlerindeki bireylerin deneyimleri
arasindaki baglantilart agtk bir siyasi giindem ya da
maksat olmaksizin kesfedebilmistir.

DPI'n karsilastirmali ¢alisma ziyaretleri giincel olayla-
rin ve son siyasi gelismelerin Tiirkiye’deki siyasi, top-
lumsal aktorlere dayattigt kaliplarin disinda diisiin-
meyi, boylelikle diinyanin her yerindeki cesitli ¢catisma
¢oziimii ve baris stireclerine odaklanmayt amaglamak-
tadwr. Bu yontem katilimcilarin zengin bir bilgi birikimi-
ne erismesini saglayarak onlart meseleleri daha genis,
karsilastirmalt bir perspektiften gérmeye davet eder.
Tiirkiye disindaki vaka ¢alismalarina odaklanmak kati-
limcilara bir tarafsizlik ortami saglamis, catisma ¢6zii-
miine iliskin daha farkli baglamlarda ihtilafli olabilecek
fikir paylasimlarint bdylece oOzgiirce yapabilmislerdir.
Bu stratejinin izlenmesiyle katilimcilara iliski kurma ve
barist insa edecek giiveni saglama firsatt verilmistir.
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Just as with the delegations from Turkey, the dele-
gations that they met held representatives of various
tendencies and positions. A wide spectrum of meet-
ings took place, including those with high-ranking
state officials, mediators, women’s groups, grass-
roots activists, civil society representatives and youth
groups. The aim was to approach the issue at hand
from the perspectives of all parties involved, and to
represent both the problem and its resolution in an
accurate, comparative and impartial way. At every
opportunity, DPI has reminded its participants that
the most valuable lesson to be learnt from interna-
tional experiences is that there are processes which,
even though they ultimately succeeded, experienced
many problems or setbacks; and that as such, the
important thing is to focus on the mistakes that were
made. It is always acknowledged that each problem
has its own unique dynamics and circumstances, and
that accordingly, efforts in conflict resolution should
be able to accommodate these unique features in a
flexible and adaptable manner.

Bir vecizenin de dedigi iizere, ‘giiveni insa etmek yil-
lar, kaybetmek ise saniyeler alir, yeniden kazanmak ise
sonsuza dek stirer’. DPI'in davetli heyetlerle kurdugu
ve devam ettirdigi baglantilar, anlayis ve duygudaslik,
katilimciularin iilkedeki duruma iliskin agtk bir diya-
loga girme isteklerini gii¢clendiren tarafsiz alanlarin
ortaya ¢ikarilmasinda hayati bir rol oynamaktadur.
Katilimcilardan gelen geri bildirimler dogrultusunda,
DPI'in uyguladigt program farkli asamalardan gecti ve
baslangicta KCZ’lerde Tiirkiye tartisilmazken zamanla
bu tartigma da giindeme dahil edildi.

Tiirkiye’den gelen heyetlere hakim olan egilim ve siyasi
pozisyon cesitliligi onlart agirlayan heyetler icin de ge-
cerliydi. Devlet baskanlari, iist diizey devlet yetkilileri,
arabulucular, kadin gruplari, taban aktivistleri, sivil
toplum temsilcileri ve genclik gruplarinin da katilimci-
st oldugu genis bir yelpazede toplantilar yapildi. Amag,
ele alinan meseleye ilgili tiim taraflarin bakis agilarin-
dan yaklasabilmek, hem sorunu hem de sorunun ¢o-
glimiinii dogru, karsilastirmali ve tarafsiz bir sekilde
temsil edebilmekti. Baris stiregleri nihayetinde basarilt
olsalar bile bir¢ok sorun veya aksilik yasamislardi; bu
nedenle, 6nemli olan ¢tkarilacak derslere odaklanmak-
tir. DPI uluslararast deneyimlerden ¢ikarilacak en de-
gerli dersin bu oldugunu her firsatta katilimcilarina
hatirlatmistir. Her sorunun kendine 62gii dinamiklere
ve kosullara sahip oldugu, dolayisiyla catismayt ¢oz-
mek i¢in yapilan girisimlerin de bu 0zgiin oOzelliklere
esnek ve becerikli bir bicimde yanit verebilmesi gerek-
tigi daima kabul edilmistir.

The rising awareness of countries studied, as well
as the communication between participants, which
continues to exist beyond DPI’s activities, shows
that these attempts have yielded results. Partici-
pants have learnt mechanisms which can be applied
to their own individual conflict and discussions and
implementations within their own groups, as well as
attracting a great deal of attention in the Turkish me-
dia and with the public.

DPIn stratejisi evrimleserek ‘tarafsiz’ oturumlar yap-
manin Otesine gegmis, incelenen ornegin Tiirkiye ile
ortiisen yanlart kesfedilerek uluslararast ¢atisma ¢o-
ziimil ugmanlarinin ugmanliklarinin dogrudan kulla-
nilmast hedeflenmistir. Bu yaklasim Tiirkiye’deki barts
stirecinin bir istisna olmadigini, diger siireclerle kimi
ortak noktalart paylastigint ve genis bir alan olan ¢a-
tisma ¢oziimii alanina kendi katkisint yaptigini hatir-
latmustir.

‘Here are two peoples that could not be more simi-
lar and that are both Christians, and yet they forget
that they are brothers and sisters, that Jesus wants
nothing more than for them to love each other, to
embrace each other. In 1998 I went to Dublin and
to Belfast, and the Irish were on their way to ending
their nightmare. They already had the Good Friday
Agreement, but the enemies of peace were respond-
ing by trying to derail the process, as they so often
did in South Africa. I told them to have heart and to
redouble their determination to make sure that the
end of the “troubles” would not elude them when it
was within reach.” - Desmond Tutu, 2005.

This 2019 comparative study visit saw DPI bring to-
gether religious leaders from diverse backgrounds
for the first time, who could be involved in work on
faith, peace and reconciliation to share, learn and
develop the role of religious leaders as leaders with
religious authority in their communities in conflict
resolution. The CSV laid the foundations for future
work with religious leaders and conflict resolution,
seeking to share experiences between participants
and hosts in Ireland around efforts of religious lead-
ers to overcome conflict dynamics.

DPI held its 2019 review in Tirana, whereby the aim
of the roundtable was threefold; to discuss the cur-
rent situation in Turkey and the region; to assess
how the situation impacts the work of DPI; and gath-
er suggestions on the future work of DPI.

Conflicts can also be advantageous for politicians since
they provide them the chance to frighten voters, win
their support, and distinguish themselves from rivals.

PANDEMI DONEMI

In light of the Covid-19 pandemic and the unique
and multi-faceted challenges it has presented glob-
ally, DPI recognised the importance in finding inno-
vative ways to utilise technology and understand the
challenges and openings that Covid-19 offers in con-
flict resolution and peacebuilding. Through online
roundtable meetings, DPI ensured that channels of
communication remained open throughout 2020 and
dialogue was kept alive during this time of uncertain-
ty. Despite the limitations, DPI has maintained the
confidence of participants and political parties, still
has strong contact networks, and continues to have
access to the input of policy makers and the wid-
er community in Turkey. In fact, as an organisation
DPI not only survived the pandemic, but succeeded
in retaining and increasing the number of active and
high-level participants at its meetings and received
positive feedback from all stakeholders, indicating
the strength and sustainability of DPI’s work.

A series of online roundtables were held in 2020 in
which Turkey’s political party leaders and mayors
came together with DPI’s participants to discuss the
recent developments in Turkey and the political, so-
cial and economic impact of Covid-19 and its subse-
quent bearing on the peace process.

DPI’s sustained
continuity is particularly significant in the Turkish
context as it has served to bridge over the times
of conflict occurring between periods of conflict
resolution.

Opposition parties were also crucially part of the
series, indicating a strong willingness from all
sides of the political spectrum to engage in open
dialogue with the aim of a future of peace. These
meetings were attended by DPI's Council of Ex-
perts as well as academics and journalists and a
wide range of participants. Local government ad-
ministrators Fatma Sahin, the mayor of Gaziantep
and Ayhan Bilgen, the mayor of Kars, also partici-
pated as guest speakers.

As well as this series, DPI responded to the ex-
traordinary times with a series of online activities
focusing on the extremely relevant role of new
technologies in peace processes, specifically in the
context of youth and the media.

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Conclusion

Sonucg

Whilst DPI was initially established to support the
ongoing peace process, our position has shifted and
we now have the ability to look back at the ‘parked’
peace process to see what lessons can be learnt and
with the aim of putting the peace process back on the
agenda of actors in Turkey. This will be achieved by
furthering dialogue, broadening bases for the sup-
port established during the last decade, and harness-
ing momentum for the future peace process. With
the stable relationships built between stakeholders
and the trust formed between stakeholders and DPI
during the past decade, the door is now open for DPI
to create an environment of peace in Turkey, despite
the volatile political environment.

Indeed, there has never been a more pivotal moment
in Turkey’s positioning on the regional and interna-
tional stage. International scrutiny and changing in-
ternal political dynamics present challenges but also
critical opportunities for progress on key issues to
structure a strategy for peace in Turkey.

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The Kurdish issue has valuable potential to be the
vehicle to help normalise relations between Turkey
and its Western allies. A resolution process in Turkey
would also positively contribute to the situation in
Syria, stabilisation of the region and vice versa.

There is a necessity, and hope for democratisation
following from peace. Many issues at the heart of
the Kurdish conflict are concordant with ideals at the
core of democratisation. The promotion of human
rights standards, minority rights, language rights,
the elimination of inequalities, the establishment of
a reliable legal system, reinforcement of institutions
and securing freedom of speech in the country are at
the heart of democratic advancement in Turkey and
solving the Kurdish issue.

Building on the foundations and momentum estab-
lished, DPI's next chapter of work aims to further
progress for a peace process. Inclusive dialogue will
be built around concrete arguments for the benefits
of peace for all stakeholders in Turkey. As we look
to the future, a national dialogue is now essential
and so DPI will continue to build on our successes of
developing public awareness to date, becoming more
open with our delivery and promoting peace more
passionately within our activities. A public debate on
a peace process in Turkey must therefore be resumed
in order to put it on the public agenda.

Kiirt meselesi Tiirkiye ile onun Batili miittefikleri arasin-
daki iliskilerin normallesmesine yardimct olmak gibi ¢ok
degerli bir potansiyele sahip. Tiirkiye’de yasanacak olast
bir ¢éziim siireci Suriye’deki duruma da katkida buluna-
cak, ayni sekilde bolgenin istikrara kavusmast Tiirkiye’yi
de olumlu yénde etkileyecektir.

Barsin saglanmastyla birlikte demokratiklesmenin ger-
ceklesmesi hem bir umut, hem de bir gerekliliktir. Kiirt
meselesinin kalbindeki pek ¢ok mesele demokratiklesme
fikrinin temelindeki ideallerle uyumludur. Ulkedeki insan
haklart standartlarinin, azinlik haklarinin, dil haklarin
iyilestirilmesi, esitligin giiclendirilmesi, giivenilir bir hu-
kuk sisteminin kurulmasi, kurumlarin giiglendirilmesi ve
ifade ozgiirliigiiniin giivence altina alinmast Tiirkiye’nin
demokratiklesmesinin ve Kiirt meselesinin sorunun ¢éziil-
mesinin kalbinde yer almaktadur.

DPI'in bundan sonraki ¢alismalari, ingsa edilen temellere
ve yakalanan ivmeye dayanarak Kiirt meselesine bariscil
bir ¢bziim getirilmesi konusunda ilerleme kaydetmeyi he-
deflemektedir. Tiirkiye’deki tiim paydaslart iceren, barisin
yararlarina odaklanan ve somut argiimanlar etrafinda
stirdiiriilen kapsayict bir diyalog insa etmek hedeflerimiz
arasindadir. Gelecekte ulusal bir diyalogun inga edilmesi

Ultimately this dialogue will create groundwork,
knowledge and motivation for stakeholders to move
forward with a peace process on their agendas. It
presents an opportunity for a concrete case to be
made and enacted for a solution to the conflict in
Turkey; one mutually beneficial for all target groups
and society in Turkey. As always, DPI is mindful that
for a concrete strategy to be built there must be tan-
gible benefits of peace and democratisation for Tur-
key’s economy, foreign policy and normalisation.

Peace must come, not because of the parties’ desire
for a solution but because peace itself is the natural
solution to conflict. Devoid of lasting peace, states
are at risk of transgressing backwards in policy by
decades and administrations becoming increasing-
ly authoritarian. Indeed, peace benefits not just the
involved parties but the whole of society. A policy
change towards a solution to the Kurdish issue and
away from the existing security-orientated approach
would enable the country’s existing economic re-
sources to be transferred to the public sector and
other expenditures. This would subsequently create
a normalisation of both domestic and foreign politics
and in turn a normalisation and stabilisation of the
economy. Democracy can create better opportunities
for economic growth by establishing strong institu-
tions and legal security. These attract both local and
foreign investment, plus increase the volume of ex-
ports. This is especially significant in Turkey due to
its geographic proximity and close trade relations to
the EU which values democratic institutions.

Boylece hem yerli hem de yabanct yatirim
iilkeye cekilecek, ihracat hacmi arttirlacaktir: Tiirkiye'nin
demokratik kurumlara énem veren Avrupa Birligi'ne olan
cografi yakinligr ve onunla kurdugu yakin ticari iliskiler
diisiintildiigiinde bu ayri bir énem tasimaktadr.
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It is key in conflict resolution of any form that
throughout mediations, society must not lose their
hope for a solution. Throughout the last ten years,
DPI has tackled the contentious issues of the region,
continued to be inclusive and kept dialogue alive,
even throughout the most challenging periods. As
we look to the future, regardless of how difficult the
obstacles may be, DPI pushes staunchly on, keeping
alive the collective hope for peace, something which
must remain in the hearts and minds of society. The
moment is now ripe for an irreversible peace in Tur-
key; a peace which will benefit not just the entire re-
gion or Europe but indeed the world. As whilst there
may be peace without democracy, there is no democ-
racy without peace.

Kerim is an expert in conflict resolution and has extensive experience in peacebuilding, interna-
tional human rights law, and minority rights, having worked on numerous projects in these ar-
eas over his career. He completed postgraduate studies in International Human Rights Law and
then founded the Kurdish Human Rights Project (KHRP), an independent non-political human
rights organisation dedicated to the promotion and protection of the human rights of all people
in the Kurdish regions of Turkey, Iraq, Iran, Syria, the Caucasus, and in the Diaspora. He was
involved in taking many cases to the European Court of Human Rights, and contributed to im-
portant reforms in Turkey, including the lifting of the State of Emergency and abolition of state
security courts. He has received a number of awards, including from the Lawyers Committee
for Human Rights for his services to protect human rights and promote the rule of law in 1996,
and the Sigrid Rausing Trust’s Human Rights award for Leadership in Indigenous and Minority
Rights in 2005.

He has written extensively on
Kurdish issue, conflict resolution and human rights, including numerous essays, articles, and
book chapters on freedom of expression, national security, and minority rights. He has also
written various books including: The Kurds in Syria: The Forgotten People’ (Pluto Press, 2005)
Kurds in Iraq: Past Present and Future’ (Pluto Press, 2004); The Kurds in Turkey, EU Accession
and Human Rights (Pluto Press, 2005); and The Kurds in Iran: The Past, Present and Future
(Pluto Press, 2007). He has also co-authored ‘The Kurdish Conflict: International Humanitarian
Law and Post Conflict Mechanisms’ (Routledge, 2010). His work has been translated into nu-
merous languages including Turkish, Russian, Finish, Arabic, Persian and Kurdish. Kerim also
serves as a Board Member and Advisor to other human rights and environmental organisations.
